Yoakum County has been
reaccreditated as a Modified
Tuberculosis Area, The cattle
were tested during December
in connection with the Brucel~
losis testing, County Agent,
Leo. White, received a certi-

pressure is consistently high,
But even mild elevations
in the blood pressure consi-
dered normal for the person
involved-~if the increase per-
sists-~-may cause the walls of
blood vessels to toughen, ex-
actly as callouses are formed
on hands by regular ufe of an
axe or hoe, Research has
shown that temporary incre-
ases in pressure do not really
make much difference,
" In the most common type
of high blood pressure, called
"essential hypertension, " the
tiny branches of arteries which
carry blood to all body tissues
(called arterioles) begin to
tightenup., Blood passagewaysl
become smaller and smaller,
and the heart has to work
harder to push the blood thro-
ugh, After a time the blood
vessels lose their elasticity
and the heart muscles thicken

and ultimately heart damage,

What causes the arterioles
to tighten  and constrict? Ko
one knows.,

High blood pressure some-=
times goes up for a period of
days orweeks--or even longer
-=-and then drops back to nor-
mal, Sometimes it may jump
from pure nervousness while
your physician is examining
you, Perhaps there is a con-
nection between hypertension
and the strain of modern life,
People who work under con-
stant stress, who worry too
much, are often susceptible,’
Heredity is a probable factor,
‘and the condition occurs most
often in persons between 30
and 50.

Farm And Ranch
Products Valuable

The value of Texas' farm
and ranch production is exce-
eded by only one other raw
material, oil, The value of
the state's total yearly agri-
cultural production exceeds
the payroll for manufacturing,
or the total of construction
awards or the payroll for re-
tail trades, points out John
Mc Haney, extension econo-
mist,

Farm and ranch production
each yearhas a total value of
just under 2, 5 billion dollars,
explains Mc Haney, it adds
much more to our total econ-
omly than just income from
the sale of products, Business
‘firms which assemble, pro-
cess, distribute, transport,
wholesale and retail the pro-
ducts of Texas' farms and
ranches employ about 20 per

cent of the labor force of the
state and add about 3, 9 bil-
lion dollars to the agri-busi-
ness economy.

Simple addition, says the
spokesman, shows that the
sale of agricultural products
plus the costs of processing ,
and distributing them annually
agds to the state's economy

The companies themselves work
out their own contracts; they do
it — they work out policies that
they think will suit the needs and
desires of the buying public.

The companies are required by
law to submit their policy forms
to the insurance board before they
can be issued. These are reviewed
primarily to prevent the use of
obscure to misleading language.

Connor says, ‘‘Approximately
10,000 variations of life, health,
and accident insurance forms are
presented for approval each year.

‘“‘The State Board of Insurance
neither fixes nor approves the
rates which companies charge for
life insurance. Each company de-
termines its own rates, the law
simply requiring that these rates
be applied in a non-discriminatory
manner so that two persons in-
sured under the same policy by
the same company would be paid
identical rates if their age and
health conditions were identical.”

Imagine, under these regula-
tions, the variety of life insurance
policies available to the buying
public.

Re-
visits to farms could be ex-
pensive to farmers if many
plots are destroyed,

Areas designated as diver-
ted acres must be cropland
intensively cultivated in 59,
60, 61 or 62. This acreage
must be in a regular shaped
plot with no more than four
sides and contain five acres
or more and not more than
four plots per farm. The di-
verted land must not be graz-
. ed between May 1 and Nov-
ember 1, and no 1963 pro-
duced crops may by harvested
from the diverted land at any
time, Shredded grain sorghum
is not an approved cover for
diverted.land. If a farmer has
signed a feed grain applica-
tion and is not complying due
to having an interest in feed
grain on a farm on which the
base will be exceeded, which

for payments and price sup-
port on any farm, the local
ASCS office should be noti -
fied so that thecontractcan

would make him ineligible
