This week's gridiron tilt 

between the Chiefs of Friona 
and the Plains Cowboys has 
all the earmarks of a really 
fine game of football.

The Chiefs, who are to 
meet the Cowboys here in 
Cowboy Stadium, game time 
set at 8 p. m ., are expected 
to be mighty blood-thirsty, 
due to the bad trouncing the 
Cowboys have given them for 
the last two years. Last year, 
the score wound up at 51-0 in 
favor of Plains, and the year 
before it was 31-0 also with 
the Cowboys on the big end

of tft  score.
Already this year, Friona 

has stacked up the best record 
they have had since the 1958 
season. Coming into this sea­
son the Chiefs had suffered the 
longest losing streak in Texas 
school boy football, having 
lost 27 consecutive games. 
This year however, their re­
cord is mightly improved, 
as they have racked up three 
wins and have had no defeats.

“As a disease, tetanus is com­
pletely preventable,” Dr. White 
noted. “The only reason it per­
sists is that people fail to get 
immunized, or fail to maintain 
their immunity. Out of sheer 
neglect, three-fourths of the 
people don’t have the protection 
they need. .

“If it weren’t for medicine’s 
continual concern over the pos­
sibility of tetanus—if practically 
every time a physician saw a 
wound he didn’t take precau­
tions against tetanus—the dis­
ease would rank much higher 
among human killers.”

Tetanus is caused by a deadly 
poison emitted by certain bac­
teria which contaminate certain 
types of wounds—especially 
puncture wounds, or wounds 
with imbedded dirt.

The bacteria itself cannot 
survive long enough in the open 
air to infect wounds. But its 
seeds or spores can.

Tetanus spores are usually 
produced by bacteria growing 
within the air-free intestinal 
tracts of mammals, including 
man, and reach the ground in 
animal manure. Within the in­
testines, bacteria cause no harm 
to their host, other than to serve 
as factories for the production 
of spores.

Once on the ground the 
spores, which are unaffected by 
air, and are borne great dis­
tances on the wind, can survive 
for as long as 11 years. Besides 
cultivated land, they are com­
monly found in household dust 
and the grime of city streets. 
Some have even been detected 
in hospital operating rooms— 
tracked in on street shoes.

The spores in some sections 
of the country are nearly as 
common as dirt, and await only 
the right kind of wound to start 
their chain of infection.

Because of its peculiar nature, 
tetanus has never been a mass 
killer like some infectious dis­
eases. It is, however, a vicious 
enemy, killing 60 per cent of 
those it strikes.

Development of immunity 
against tetanus, says Dr. White, 
requires a series of inoculations

—three injections four weeks 
apart, followed within six to

It was the 
editor's opinion that De Gaulle 
was acting in the national in­
terest of France and he believes 
that we in America should not 
denounce him but imitate him. 
As De Gaulle has asserted him 
self in protection of France's 
national interest so should we 
determine our own national 
interest and pursue it. The 
idea was brought out that none 
of our allies care too much 
about America's "Grand De­
sign" for the world unless it 
happens to coincide with that 
country's own national interest

She 
gave highlights from the lives 
of the three American women 
who received Freedom Medals, 
the nation's highest civilian 
award. President Kennedy pre­
sented these awards to Marian 
Anderson, i n t e r n a t i o n a l l y  
famed Negro singer,Genevieve 
Calulfield, and elderly blind 
woman who dedicated her life 
to helping similarly handicap* 
ped children in the Orient, 
and Mrs. Annie Wauneka, the 
daughter of an Navajo Indian 
ch ief who ministers to  th e  
health needs of her people in 
dhe west's desert wilderness.

Mrs. Blundell stated that 
the honors earned by the great­
ness of Mrs. Anderson's voice 
and the acclaim  she received 
overseas, especially in Africa 
and the Orient, thrust her into 
the role of Ambassador of good 
will. Her great talent has 
surmounted numerous racial 
barriers and many concerthalls 
previously closed to Negroes 
have been opened. Miss Caul­
field, blind since infancy, is 
known as the "Helen Keller of 
Asia. " In 1961 she received 
the Ramon Magsaysay Award 
Asia's Nobel Prize, of $10, 
000 which she immediately 
put into her projects. About 
the peoples of Asia Miss Caul­
field says, "While at first they 
may seem startlingly different 
from hs, actually the differen - 
ces exist only on the surface. 
East is East and West is West, 
but they are very much the 
same where it counts. " Mrs. 
Wauneka although an Indian 
princess, does not enjoy lif  e 
in regal splendor. Onthecon-  
tary.she spends a good part of 
her time jogging over the rug­
ged nearly roadless deserts of 
Arizona,Utah,and New Mexico 
looking after the health needs 
ofthe Navajos. She has made 
much progress in b r e a k i n g  
down the Indian’s traditional 
rclience on medicine m en

and building up and acceptance 
of the practices of modern 
medicine. Despite her pro­
gress,her work has only begun, 
Mrs. Wauneka believes.
