G ive Report 
Cotton Classing

The seasonal Cotton Classing 
offices at Brownfield and La- 
mesa will open on Monday, 
October 12, according to W. K. 
Palmer, officer in charge of the 
Lubbock Cotton Classing Office 
o f the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture. Palmer also said 
that Wilburn Reeves will be in 
charge of the Brownfield office 
and Joe Brevard will head the 
Lamesa Office.

The Brownfield and Lamesa 
offices are opening later this 
year becais e of the slow start 
in harvesting. Total samples 
classed this year at Lubbock, 
through Wednesday, Oct. 7,

was 10,600 . This compares 
with 15, 900 samples classed at 
the three offices by the same 
date last season. Harvesting 
has increased considerably the 
past week with 7, 400 samples.

The quality of the cotton 
received at the Lubbock Office 
so far this year has been very 
good. Approximately 65 per 
cent of the cotton received has 
graded Middling or better, and 
the average staple length was 
31/32 inch. Micronaire read­
ings also have been high with 
approximately 95 percent being 
3. 5 and better.

Fiber strength tests, as in­
dicated by Pressley readings in

cooperation w ith the T exas T ech 
Fiber Laboratory, showed ap­
proximately 80 per cent of the 
cotton tested to be above aver­
age.

The USDA’s marketing ser­
vice reports that very few bales

of new crop cotton has sold, 
but prices being paid averaged 
about 50 points over CCC loan 
tates. Prices to farmers for 
cottonseed, in standard grades, 
were reported at 45 to 47 dol­
lars per ton. —

Tahoka, although they have 

I won only one game so far this 
season (Frenship last week), 
they have a real fine team, 
especially defensively, as the 
largest margin by which they 
have been beaten has been 12 
points.

The Bulldogs probably are 
as big as was Post, and one no­
ticeable spot of size is their 
197 pound fullback who can, 
for his size, move real well.

The Cowboys are reported 
to be in good shape and up to 
full strength and ready for the 
tussel.

In last Friday night's game, 
die Cowboys mopped up on the 
Sundown Roughnecks by a real 
one-sided score of 35 to 6.

Plains' first tally cam e in 
the first quarter on a 49 yard 
end sweep by halfback Ronny 
Elmore. Also in the first per­
iod, Joe Cooke ploughed 40 
yards on a dive play to pay dirt. 
To each of these touchdowns, 
Jack Lowe added the PAT on a« 
kick converiion.

In die second quarter, Cooke 
carried the ball for 25 yards, 
but just shy of the goal line, 
he fumbled the ball and after 
a great deal o f scrambling on 
the part of both teams, Plains 
halfback Dennis Crutcher re9 
covered the run-away ball in 
the end zone for another Plains 
tally. Butch Gayle added the 
extra point this time. Jack 
Lowe then tossed a pass to end 
Jimmy Smith who crossed over 
into pay dirt for Plains on a play

which netted a total of 57 yards. 
Again Gayle added the point 
after.

Plains' final touchdown was 
in the final period of play on 
a 42 yard sweep by Ronnie El­
more. Lowe added the point.

Sundown's only score cam e 
in the second quarter on a fine 
run by Popejoy for 46 yards.

Plains made 367 yards on 
the ground and 67 in the air for 
a total o f 432, while Sundown 
totaled 217, 145 of which was 
rushing and 72 passing.

Texas ranks sixth among the 
states'in population, but in edu­
cation it stands:

• 30th in the number of 
bachelor’s and first profession­
al degrees awarded.

• 37th in the amount of state 
money spent on higher edu­
cation.

• 21st in the number of doc­
toral degrees awarded.

• 31st in the average num­
ber of school years completed 
by persons 25 years old or old­
er.

• 29th in the percentage of 
households earning $10,000 a 
year or more.

• 36th in percentage increase 
in per capita personal income.

This, in brief, is the b l e a k  
jflPtlire of higher education in 
Texas painted by Gov. J o h n  
Connally’s Committee on Edu­
cation Beyond the High School 
after a year-long study.

The commit­
tee issued an 
outline of its re­
port July 14. Its 
:omplete report 
is due Aug. 31.

Thirteen
amount of material was gath­
ered by the committee in its 
study, and the statistics were 
made available for this series.

Any delay in upgrading the 
quality of education in the state, 
the committee said, "could 
mean permanent forfeiture of 
the chance to ‘catch up’ and 
compete in the economic and 
cultural mainstream of the 
nation.”

College and university enroll­
ment will nearly double in the

.next decade, demanding n e w  
outlook by both the public and 
educators, the committee said

The basic problems, as seen 
by the committee are:

• Lack of proper coordina­
tion among the 20 senior col­
leges and universities and the 
31 junior colleges.

| • Unnecessary duplication of 
¡educational programs.

• Establishing colleges for 
; geographic convenience.

• N a m e s  for institutions 
that do not denote their role and 
scope.

• Faculty pay too low to keep 
the ablest or attract the best.

Junior colleges, the commit- 
i tee said, have been allowed 
to evolve as adjuncts to high 
schools, as private schools later 
taken over by the state, or as 

¡local two-year institutions cre­
ated to meet local demands.

Because most of their stu­
dents transferred to senior col­
leges,. the junior institutions 
tended to adjust their role to 
the academic demands of the 
four-year institutions, almost 
excluding technical and voca­
tional programs.

Furthermore, the committee 
said, junior colleges are di­
rected by the Texas Education 
Agency, whose main responsi­
bility is to primary and secon­
dary education.

Not Related
The state administration of 

junior colleges has therefore 
been completely unrelated to 
the state administrative agency 
: esponsible for state senior ccl 

|!eges and universities, the com- 
imittce said.

Duplication of programs ex­
ists, the committee said, be­
cause four-year institutions mav

ignore directives from the 
Texas Commission on High- 

| er Education.
As a result, institutions com­

pete for students in programs 
which are unnecessarily expen-' 
sive because they are small, 
fn addition, instruction in dup­
licated courses often is poor be­
cause the school cannot afford 
the proper facilities and faculty.

Law Schools
There are two law schools, for 

example, within six blocks of 
each other-one operating at a 
cost of $2236 per student and the 
other at $447 per student.

Other examples of duplica­
tion :

• Eleven institutions offering 
piaster’s degrees in business ad­
ministration graduated 127 stu­
dents in 1963, but more than 
100 of the graduates came from 
four institutions.

• Five institutions graduated 
58 students with bachelor’s de­
grees in library science. Three 
of the schools are within 50 
miles of each other.

• Institutions graduated 35 
students with m aster’s degrees 
in home economics or home 
economics education in 1963.

Static Enrollment

ing—txtoii ng the virtues of 
their location, curriculum and 
student life in an attempt to 
entice more students to their
campuses.

The committee pointed out 
that enrollment at all colleges 
and universities will increase in 
the next 10 years and tsome ad­
justments must be made in pro­
grams in order to save money.

"The naming of institutions. 
has complicated the image of1 
institutional responsibility,” the 
committee said. “Texas has an 
abundance of institutions which 
are operating under the title of 
‘university’ but are organized 
according to ‘college’ patterns."

There are eight four-year in­
stitutions which have the word

university” in their name, but1 
three cf them are not really 
universities. And one institu-j 
tion which TCHE lists as a uni-1 
versify is called a college.

Liberal Arts
Some institutions, whose; 

names would indicate technical 
or vocational offerings, stress 
the liberal arts programs.

During 1963-64, the committee 
said, the average Texas faculty

Most four-year institutions ' member made 10.5 percent less
were established so that stu­
dents would be within 200 miles 
of a campus, with little or no 
regard to the population trend 
of the area.

This has resulted in a near­
static enrollment on some cam­
puses, while other campuses 
were becoming overcrowded.

One school had less than 500 
students more in 1963-64 than it 
had in 1955-56. Bctweeri 1960-61 
and 1961-62, e n r o l l m e n t  in­
creased bv nine .students.

Schools Advertise
Some schools are running — 

with little success — advertis-

money than the average paid 
throughout the nation.

The average salary paid in 
the United States was $8646 
while Texas public colleges and 
universities paid an average of 
$7740, a study by TCHE shows.

Even within the state there 
are wide discrepancies which 
enable some institutions to at­
tract the ablest faculty mem­
bers from lower-paying schools.

There was a $4000 difference 
in the average salary paid pro­
fessors at state-supported insti­
tutions in 1963-64.
