Farmers on the High Plains
are faced with decreasing wa-
ter supplies, Strong wells are
getting weaker® each year,
There are more small wells
drilled each year, Many far-
mers are wondering what they
can do with a number of low
producing wells,

The Soil Conservation Ser-
vice technicians are assisting
farmers who have this problem
of small wells to establish
what is known as collector
irrigation systeins, With this
system all the wells are pum-
ped independently to a central

*gathering tank and a booster
pump builds pressure for the
irrigation system, This gath-
ering tank is usually a used
oil field tank that has the
capacity to hold about thirty
minutes pumping from all the
wells (, 250 to 500 1bs, ). The
advantages of the collector
system are numerous, For one
thing, each well will produce

% These taa:

its maximum output at all
times. Usually each well dis-
charges its water into the ga-
thering tank seperately and
its flow can be checked each
day. 1If one well were to fail
for some reason, it does not
shut down the entire opera-
tion, There is less loss time
during the irrigation season,
Another advanthge is the low-
er installation cost of a col-
lector system, All that is
needed in each well is a pump
big enough to surface the wa-
ter, Pressure will be built up
in the booster pump which
consists of a centrifugal pump
and motor just to build pressure
in the system, Farmers have
found that their power require-
ments are low in comparison
with a system where all wells
are under high pressure,

Less skill is required to
operate a collector system,
than a system where several

Some of their
wells may not be pumping to
capacity under pressure, Far-
mers ho are dirlling more
wells to get enough water to
irrigate should use the collec-
tor system to get the most ef-
ficient use of the available
water.
