New Year Sees
Cotton 90% In

Cotton harvesting on the
South Plains #was over ninety
per cent complete at year's
end. Sample receipts contin-
ued to decline at the three
South Plains USDA Classing
Offices as the harvest neared
completion, according to W.
K. Palmer, in charge of the
Lubbock office. 5

Samples received at the
three offices declined to ap-
proximately 17,000 dailyin
the last week in December,

During the week ending
December 30, the Lubbock,
Brownfield and Lamesa offi-
ces classed 178, 200 samples.
The Lubbock office classed
158, 300, Brownfield, 16,100
and Lamesa 8,800. On Dec,
30, the three offices had 50
thousand samples on hand to
be classed.

Total samples classed at
the three offices this season
was 1,667;000, compared,
at the same date last year,
to 1, 682, 000. The three of-
fices have classed about 92
percent of the 23 county pro-
duction estimate made by the
Lubbock Cotton Exchange.

Trading in new crop cotton
in the Lubbock market con-
tinued steady during the past
week, at slightly increased
prices, Agricultural Market-
ing Service reports indicate
prices paid for White grades
ranged from 50 points under
CCC loan levels to 65 points
over the loan, Prices were

High-school football players
today have more professional
and authoritative help available
to avoid injuries than at any
time in history.

“If parents, coaches and
trainers were to take full ad-
vantage of this assistance,” said
R. H. Neilson of the Bike Divi-
sion of the Kendall Company,
“prep gridiron deaths and in-
juries could be reduced.”

“Last vear.” said Neilson,
‘““thirteen high school football

|players were Kkilled as a result

of injuries in games or practice.
This is one and six-tenths
deaths for each 100,000 players

—slightly up from the average

of the past 18 years. one and
four-tenths per 100,000.

“Six of these bhoys were mak-
ing tackles, three were being
tackled, and one was blocking
when tatally injured. Causes of
the other three are unknown.”

The Bike official is a leader
in a nation-wide program de-
signed to provide maximum
protection to young football

players through installation of

modern training rooms and
equipment for those rooms. The
Bike Training Room Founda-
tion was founded in 1962 to en-

lcourage officials of secondary

schools to re-evaluate and up-
grade their facilities for pre-

venting athletic injuries.

Each year, eighteen different
high schools in all parts of the

nation are given financial as-
sistance

George
Mahon of Lubbock said Cong-
ress in refusing to extend Public
Law 78, intended for the im-
migration Act to be used to
secure needed foreign workers.

King, a row-crop farmer, said
sufficient domestic labor cannot
be obtained at a wage level
which will permit farm products
to compete in the market.

“Experience has shown that
a person working in a city store
at $1.70 an hour will not work
in a vegetable patch for $2.00
per hour,” the West Texan said.
“The choices at present simply
are to import foreign laborers,
convert to machinery, or import
our food and fiber.”

Smaller Units Not Answer

King said changing our agri-
cultural system to smaller units
where a farm family is able to
perform practically all labor
requirements would not offer a
workable solution to the farm
labor problem. He pointed out
that 21.5 per cent of this coun-
try’s farms produce 72 per cent
of all farm products sold.

“In plain English,” he de-
clared, “reduce the top 20 per
cent of our farms and there will
be a shortage of food.”

The TFB director said it is
obvious that the prevailing
wage should be paid foreign
workers. However, he cautioned,
“it must be recognized that such
things as housing, insurance,
transportation, and other ex-
ipenses must be counted as part
of the total wage.”

‘Must Change’
A number of other farmers
backed up King’s statements
and_offered their own. testimony
relating to experiencesiin trying
to secure adequate stoop-labor
from the domestic force. More
than one said flatly they would
be forced to mechanize com-
pletely or convert to crops re-

They contended that there are
“thousands” (one man men-
tioned numbers ranging from
5,000 to 15,000) of American
citizens in South Texas seeking
the work done by braceros.

‘Plenty’ of Domestics

A Corpus Christi steelworkers
union representative offered to
furnish “plenty” of citizen
laborers to the farmers “if you
will pay them right and treat
them as well as you do the
braceros.” Just prior to the noon
break he invited farmers to a
bus he said was parked nearby
and offered to share ‘“bologna
sandwiches” for lunch while ne-
gotiating agreements for do-
mestic workers.

Testimony Slow

More than 50 persons regis-
tered to testify, but only eight
were heard during the first five
hours, the hearing progressed
so slowly. Hearing Examiner
Clifford P. Grant ruled that, to
expedite the hearing, no state-’
ments could be challenged or
questions asked from the floor.
More than once he had to call

for order as attempts were made’

Series of Witnesses

What appeared to be a plan-
ned effort by union leaders to
thwart the regular procedure of
the hearing in order to make
sure certain witnesses were
heard was not fully executed.
An executive of the Texas AFL-
CIO testified and then began
parading witnesses to the speak-
er’s stand without turning the
program back to the examiner
in charge. After about: three
additional persons * had thus
spoken, Examiner Grant, inter-
rupted to hear a witness sched-
uled to catch an early plane.
If a climax in the chain of
testimony opposing braceros
was planned, it did not quite
come off. As if in planned suc-
cession, a non-English speaking
Latin testified through an inter-
preter that he had worked as
a foreman over braceros and
was forbidden by his employer
to hire domestics; a young
woman related in broken English
of how hard it is to educate your
children when your husband
cannot find work because of the
braceros.

Man in a Hurry
But much of the effect was
lost when the man in a hurry
got the floor.

He identified himself as H.
C. Petry, Jr. “a farmer and a
lawyer from Carrizo Springs.”
He did not mention that he is
also chairman of the Texas
Highway Commission, but he
did make reference several times
to road-building. He noted that
highways are built according to
long-range plans, carefully de-
veloped.

“But farmers,” he said, “no
matter how much capital is in-
volved, are not ever sure of
what is going to happen next
in the way of legislation affect-
ing them.”

He emphasized that a farmer
cannot invest in a crop unless
he knows for sure adequate
labor will be available to harvest
it when needed.

Petry, who said he has worked
on the problem with farmers
from four South Texas counties,
said those speaking for the
various groups opposing use of
foreign migrants had shunned
invitations to meet with farm
groups and work out differences.

‘Purpose’ Just Academic
On and on and pro and con
the discussion went. The hear-
ing examiner tried to assure
both sides that no decision had
been made by the Secretary of
Labor about the matter; that

sincere effort to gather evidence
toward making the right deci-
sion. Some did not appear to
see that as the real purpose at
all.

A Catholic priest from Chi-
cago, representing the Bishops
Committee on Migrant Workers,
made one of the few truly objec-
tive observations heard that day
when he said, “probably none
of us has changed anyone else’s
opinion.” He said that for the
most part such hearings were
just forums for both sides to
vent their feelings about
whether the migrants or the
farmers are getting the worst
end of the deal. Little change,
he said, would result from it.

He was probably right — at
least so far as the man with
the bologna sandwiches was
concerned. He apparantly did
not find any takers on his offer
to share them with farmers at
noon while working out con-
tracts for domestic workers.
IMoments after he made the
offer he was seen lunching in a
cafeteria downst3irs.

In the case of thumbsucking
dentists believe that if the
habit can be broken before
age 5, there is a good chance
teeth may return to normal
position without harmful ef-
fects. .,
