1 really doubt that Denver

City would be nearly as in-
terested in the project if there
were a better-than-even set
of odds that the college would
be located in Plains, This
certainly is whatthe editor of
“‘the Seminole paper is expres-
sing. He is, in effect saying,
"If it's not going to be loca-
ted in Seminole, we don't
want anything to do with. it, "
Although this may not be a
particularly laudible attitude,
it is at least realistic.

Just stop and think about
the matter a little, Of what
possible benefit is asmall jun-
ior college located at Denver
City going to be to citizens of
the Plains area? It falls in
exactly the same category as
having the only hosptkal in
the county in Denver City.
About the only immediate
thing it could possibly do for
most is to raise their property
taxes,

And mind you, this is no

small item. A new school
district would be set up with
all the tax-assessing powers
that any school district alrea-
dy in existence has. Very few
people complain too much
about paying school taxes as
they are now in the county,
but add another tax on the
property holders in addition
o what they already are pay-
ng, and it gets almost pro-
ibitive, If it were even a
hse of needing a junior col-
ge, without which our chil-
en might not be able to get
igher education, it would be
different story too.
The non-state-supported
-hools across the country are
tven now crying about some
very critical shortapes in both
money and in good professors,
I fail to see how establishing
a small college in an area
that admitedly doesn't have
enough students to fill it is
going to aleviate this prob-
lem.

Maybe this isn't the right
attitude, but when you view
the tex burden that would be
imposed, an increasing tax
burden atthat, compared with
the fact that the only part of
the area that would actually
benefit from it would be the
town where it isactually lo -
cated, I just can't get too
excited about the prospects
of a Denver City Junior Col-
lege.

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Battleground of Justice

Truth emerges, Historian Ma-
caulay once said, “when two men
argue as unfairly as possible on
opposite sides.”

For the moment, let's disregard
that word “unfairly.” Otherwise,
Macaulay put his finger on the
essential nature of a typical mod-
ern trial. The courtroom is a bat-
tleground. The role of the lawyers
is not lofty neutrality but frank
partisanship. They are not only
their clients’ advisers but also their
champions.

Technically, this is known as
the “adversary system” of justice.
Far from deploring conflict, it act-

ually relies on it. Just as the
haggling of buyer and seller tends
to produce a fair price, just as the
bickering of liberal and conserva-
tive tends to produce a good gov-

ernment, so does the clash of
opposing counsel tend to produce
a wise judgment. A judge can do
his job properly, wrote the late
Chief Justice Charles Evans Hughes,
“only with the light afforded by a
real contest.”

Of course, there are limits. The
lawyer who argues ‘“unfairly” —
for example, by using documents
that he knows are fake or testi-
mony that he knows is false—is
flagrantly violating his duty as an!
officer of the court. He is also
flagrantly violating the Canons of
Ethics of the legal profession.

But that doesn’t mean that op-
posing attorneys cannot, in all sin-
cerity, offer sharply different ver-
sions of the same case to the
judge. For facts are elusive. Driv-
ing which honestly seemed slow to

honestly seemed fast to the plaintiff
pedestrian whom he knocked down.

Even when the facts are clear,
reactions to those facts may hon-
estly differ. The very same cook-
ing odors, drifting out of a
woman’s kitchen, may be tantaliz-
ing to her own family—and an
offensive nuisance to the people
in the next apartment.

After all, disputes seldom reach
the courtroom unless there really
are two sides to the argument. It
is the lawyer’s task, and special
talent, to bring out the strong
points for his client and expose the
weak points of the opposition. This
. = .9 . . .
is not just a service to his client. It
is a service to justice.
