degrees, They want no Bible
reading and no Christian Pra-
yeérs given in the public scho-
ols, They are taking to the-
mselves powers that were-ne-

“What in the world should make
me now deceive,

Since I must lose the use of all
deceit?”

Balancing these conflicting con-
siderations, the law generally does
accept a deathbed accusation as evi-
dence—but only under careful
safeguards.

For example, it is necessary that
the victim not only be near death
but be aware of it. If he still has
hope of surviving, he might not be
sufficiently motivated to tell the
truth, :

But if all hope has fled, his words
may be heard in court. In fact, if
he is too far gone to speak, even
gestures alone may serve. In one
case, a dying woman'’s squeeze of
the hand, in response to a question,
helped to send her slayer to jail. In
another case, a nod of the head was
held enough.

Of course, the principle works
both ways: A victim’s dying words
may be used in court not only to
prove that the defendant is the killer
but also to prove that he is not. As
with all rules of law, what may con-
vict the guilty may also free the
innocent.

The President of the United States has proclaimed the week
of July 25-31, 1965 as National Farm Safety Week. ‘The theme
of the observance this year is "Safe and Alive in '65". Now is
the time to get the jump on National Farm Safety Week by doing
that much needed job which could prevent a farm accident.

Special emphasis this year is being given to preventing acc-
idents inwglving slow moving vehicles, chemicals, electricity
and in recreation,

Slow moving vehicles on our public roads account for far 00
many accidents, If you move your farm implements on a public
road, there is a new reflectorized fluorescent emblem you can
buy to warn high speed motorists to slow down for you. It is good
day, dusk or at night and in most kinds of weather,

This new SMV emblem is triangle shaped with fluorescent
yellow=-orange in the center and the outside border is reflective
red material, It was designed by'Ohio University agricultural
specialists and recommended to be used only on vehicles trav-
eling less *than 25 miles per hour. It is inexpensive, du:ab}e,
available and moveable and does not interfer with the operation
