He 
extended his congratulations 
to the other city officials who 
were elected in the recent e l­
ection, and praised the voters 
for turning out in record num­
bers at the polls. Kennedy said 
that it makes an elected off­
icial glad indeed to know that 
so very many people in Plains 
care what happens and show 
it, by going to the polls and 
casting their votes.

In a plea for unity in city 
politics, the new mayor urged 
those who supported his own 
election and those who did 
not to close ranks until the 
next election and work toga- 
ther for a better place in which 
to live.

Mayor Kennedy stated that 
he intends to run his office 
fair and impartially, and will 
not look at old issues, but will 
negotiate the city's business 
by looking for and expecting 
the bright future which he be­
lieves it to be.

Mayor Kennedy inyited the 
press and all interested persons 
to attend the meeting of the 
city council. He also urged 
the public to contact him if 
they should feel that they have 
suggestions on items of city 
interest, or if they should ha­
ve a complaint.

\ hospital board is composed of honest well meaning citizens who 
' are donating their personal time to carry out a commendable 
! civic duty. We believe that with the proper examination of this 
i year's budget by that board that there are items of expenditure 
I which can be reduced. We believe that a closer look should
• betaken at our hospital by our board, and that a tighter control
• should be placed on those who authorize the expenditures.

In no way do we advocate that our park remain unfinished 
i the people went on record supporting a park and authorized bond 
i money for that purpose, but the cost has far surpassed the bond 
i issue, and warrants continue to be issued. The cost of the dirt 
'contracting was excessive and exhorbitant in our opinion, and 
j we believe that an explanation is in order for some of the ex- 
i penditures on the park. The cost of the dirt contracting exce- 
I eded $70, 000. 00. This "ain't" hay in anybody’s book.

The tax payer paid car expense to the tune of $900. 00 for 
’ our county judge to drive to Plains to the courthouse and make 
\ trips in the state, while our county attorney drew only $180 
i car expense. We do not believe that we can afford suen speno- 
i ing, and furthermore, we believe that the public should know 
1 these facts, therefore we urge the people in Yoakum County to 
1 give these matters their serious consideration.

There are many other items in the audit which we believe 
i reflect poor management of public funds. We are in no way im­
plying misappropriation of funds, instead we believe that poor 
management and poor judgement are the causes and in some 
instances circumstances. It is time that the public demand more

H o sp ita l ,  Park 
in th e  R e d
The County Audit is now available with the complete break­

down of expenditures of all of the various agencies for the 1965 
year. In the recapitulation picture the audit reflected that the 
grand total of receipts stood a t$ l, 523. 462. 23 with disbursements 
at $1, 570,776.09 with the disbursements amounting to more 
than the receipts by $47, 303. 86.

In the County Hospital audit the figures showed that $47,710. 75 
in transfers were made to that agency. The total deposits for 
the hospital amounted to $276, 000. 87, the total expenses re­
aching $324, 025. OS. Salaries and wages at the hospital am­
ounted to $'170, 763. 03.

The County Judge spent 
$900. 00 for car expense out 
of the budgeted amount of the 
Judge's Budget and was allow­
ed an additional $300. 00 un­
der the Commissioner's Court 
for travel expense. Of this 
amount the County Judge spent 
$262. 89 making the total tr­
avel and car expense $1162.S9. 
The County Attorney spent 
only $180. 00 in total travel 
expense during 1965.

In the new budget for 1966 
big salary raises are included 
and are in effect for the elec­
ted officials. The County Ju­
dge received a pay raise from 
$6,750. 00 to $7. 200. 00. His 
secretary received no pay in­
crease, nor did she receive 
one last year. The County 
Attorney received the same 
raise as the judge with the 
salary also being the same.

The Tax - Assessor Coll­
ector received a raise from 
$6, 990. 00 to $7, 440. 00. The 
salaries for the Deputies were 
raised from $17, 380. 00 to 
$18, 900. 00. The County tr­
easurer received a raise from 
$6, 750. 00 to $7, 200. 00. The 
District Clerk received the 
same increase and has the sa­
me salary. The County Clerk 
also received the sa me increase 
and receives the same salary , 
as did the County Sheriff.

In 1964 the hospital spent 
$161, 896. 48 on salaries and 
wages, in 1965 it spent $170, 
763. 03 on wages and salaries, 
and budgeted $171, 000. 00 for 
1966 to cover salaries and wa­
ges.

In the permanent improve­
ment fund the balance at the 
end of 1964 was $10, 355. 00 
and according to the budget 
figures for 1966, the estimated 
balancewillbe$680. 93.Much 
of this decrease is reflected in 
additional money which will 
be spent on paving.

In the Permanent Improve­
mentsinking Fund the balance 
in 1964 was $64, 979. 31, and 
the estimated balance Decem­
ber 31, 1966 is $3, 213. 66.

In the park fund the origi­
nal bond issue was for $235, 
682. 67. At the close of bu­

siness December 31, 1965, 
$222, 935. 02 had been disbur­
sed. No estimate was given 
in the 1966 budget for com­
pletion of the park. To date 
the amount spent on the park 
exceedes the bond issue by 
thousands of dollars. On dirt 
contracting alone $71, 075. 00 
has been spent.

Grass sprigging at the park 
cost the tax payer of Yoakum 
County about$67. 00 per acre, 
while the U. S. Government 
pays only between $17. 50 and 
$22. 00 per acre for the same 
work. The average price in 
the county for these services 
is over 66 per cent less than 
the tax payers of the county 
paid for the same work at th­
eir park. The cost of sprigg­
ing as of last December 31st 
was $9,117. 50. The tax pa­
yers paid $13. 237. 21 for the 
drilling and casing of their 
wells. An individual could 
have gotten the same work 
done for about $6, 500. 00 on 
his own land by any compe­
titive firm which drills water 
wells.

The audit was not clear or 
specific in breaking down it- 
mes which were repaired. No 
explanation was given, only 
items of repair in general were 
noted.

In the Assessor - tax coll­
ectors office the total travel 
expense, reached $1, 337. 41, 
while the sheriff's departments 
four cars spent only $7,120. 35 
which included all out of state 
transportation of prisoners and 
patroling the county on a 24. 
hour period. For 1966, the 
sheriff only has tnree autos in 
his department.

Each commissioner and the 
Judge were alloted $300. 00 
for out of county travel exp­
ense. Commissioner Bookout 
spent nothing on travel, and 
Mrs. Paul Loe only used $19.15 
while in smaller precincts Va­
nce Brown spent $282. 65 and 
Doc Cotten used all of the 
$300. 00. The sheriff's office 
only used $406. 97 for four men 
traveling out of the county.

S h er i f f  Checks  
Farm T h e f t

Sheriff Olan Heath reports 
that there have been several 
reports of farm thievery in the 
county and that it seems to be 
spreading from other counties 
into ' Yoakum. The Sheriff 
urges farmers to keep a comp­
lete inventory of their equip­
ment and to report to the Sh­
eriff the moment that equip­
ment is missing.

Lamesa Farms have offered 
a $300. 00 outstanding reward 
for anybody arrested and con­
victed for farm theft. Some 
of their equipment was stolen 
Sunday night. If anybody no­
tices 45 gallon butane tanks, 
two ton chain hoist painted 
orange, two tires and wheels 
off of a plow painted yellow, 
the sheriff asks that they call 
him. The reward is offered 
for information for these it­
ems.

The sheriff said that if he 
has a list of the stolen items

at his disposal, he can dispa­
tch it to surrounding area ov­
er the radio, and the chances 
of recovery are better.

The Sheriff reports that his 
office works closely with the 
other departments in surround­
ing counties and in New Mex­
ico. By exchanging the infor­
mation, the criminals more 
than likely will be apprehen­
ded and brought to trial.

The Yoakum County’s Sh­
eriff's office has a good rec­
ord on burglary arrests and 
those who have been nabbed 
have been sent to prision. All 
criminals that Sheriff Heath 
has arrested for burgalary have 
been convicted.

SheriffHeath reported that 
Robert Earl Nokes has been 
extradicted from Birmingham, 
Alabama to face charges on 
swindling and worthless check 
and theft charges. He is being 
lodged in the Yoakum County 
Jail.

embarrassment, expense and or- habits, 
deal and compelling him to live 
in a continuing state of anxiety 
and insecurity.”

Yet society, by giving up its 
second chance of winning a con­
viction, takes the risk of letting 
some real criminals go free. To 
prevent double jeo dy from pro­
viding an “easy oui for rascals, 
the law puts careful limits on the 
rule.

Consider three examples:
A mail fraud trial was called 

off because the judge became 
seriously ill:

a murder trial was halted by 
the discovery that the defendant 
had smuggled a friend onto the 
jury:

a forgery trial ended in dead­
lock when the jurors found them­
selves unable to agree on a ver­
dict.

In each of these cases a second 
trial was begun. Each time the 
defei.dant objected that he could 
not be tried again because of 
“double jeopardy.”

But each time the objection was 
overruled. For in none of these 
situations had the basic question 
of guilt or innocence really been 
answered. Through no fault of the 
prosecution, the law's machinery 
had been stopped short, its task 

.yet undone.
In fairness to the accused, we 

do not ask him to face jeopardy 
twice. But in fairness to society, 
we do ask him to face it once.
Society, too. is entitled to its “day 
in court."
