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100 Years of Texas

Oil History Told

As Texas celebrates its 100
th anniversary as an oil-pro-
ducing state, Yoakum County
shares in the development that
made the Lone Star State the
No.1 energy source for a bo-
oming American civilizaton.

In 1866 Lyne T. Barret, a
man most history books forgot
drilled the first Texas oil well
near Nacogdoches at a depth
of 106 feet. In the one hun-
dred years that followed, the
search for oil and gas spread
fto every county in Texas,and
today Yoakum County {s one of
210 which produce oil or gas.

Barret and other pioneer

texas oil men left a legacy
for Yoakum County that canbe
measured at approximately$
58.8 million a year, based
on statistics compiled by TEX
AS Mid Continent Oil Assoc-.
iation.
A During Texas’ first century
of oil production (29 billion
barrels), Yoakum County has
contributed approximately 4
45.5 millionbarrels,its record
dating from 1936.

Yoakum County ranks 15th
among the Texas counties pro-
ducing oil and gas. It includ-
es two of the state’s 97 fields

i which are classified as'giants

(with ultimate recovery esti-
mates in excess of 100 mil-
arrels,

Payrolls,distribution of ro~-
yalty checks to local landown-
ers, new drilling ventures and
tax payments are some of
the ways by which oil and
gas revenues are injected in
to the Yoakum County econo~
my.

One of the most important
‘crops‘ harvested by Texas
ranchers,farmers and other
landowners is the royalty in-
terest from oil and gas oper-
atlons. These payments are
at the rate of approximately
$7.3 million a year in Yoakum
County. Many more thousands
a year are pald in leas e
rentals and bonuses on acre-
age which operators hope will
some day yield oil or gas.

In additdon to sharing the
tax load for local schools and
levels of government, oil and
gas producers and royaltyow-
ners send some $2.8 million
a year to the State Treasury
in severance taxes. Ofil tax-
es account for $2.5 million;
gas $300,000. Severl scho-
ols in this county depend on
the oil and gas property tax-
es for asizable part of the an-
mual locally-raised budgets.
Some examples; Denver City,
89%, Plains, 79%.

Triggered by the first dis-
covery in 1936, the search for
oil in Yoakum County is sdll
under way.

It makes me moan with pains
of sympathetic muscle strain
forc man and beast as they
planted crops several times
each spring back in the 19
30’s, only to be sand burned
or totally covered by sand by
the time the seeds germinated
or plants made their brave
appearance.

If the third or fourth plant=-
ing survived wind erosion, or
sometime flooding from a flash
shower, the crops wereso late
they needed every element of
growth to mature a light crop
before the falls killing fre-
eze,

Again, at harvesttime fami-
lies gathered their own cotton
from stalks from six to twenty
inches high, with ’skips’ from
six to twenty feed due to ero-
sion. When the trailer was
filled, the horses strained
every muscle and nerve to
get it down the sandy turn-
rows to a better road on its
way to the cotton gin.

Or, in cases of grain crops
extra horses were used to pull
the row=binder or harvester
in the deep sand. No relief
was seen, for a neighbors
land that had accumulated on
the fence row or in sand-
dunes ready to come over on
the next field during sweep=
ing winds in the winter. Or
during spring when, indesper=-
ation, a farmer was trying to
get another crop growing.

i

In case of the load of cotton
the farmer had used two or
three plantings of scarce and
costly cottonseed, spent end=
less hours of hig time (he
couldn’t evaluate that or he
would go ‘in the red’) and
then gathered one-fourth bale
per acre.

During the ‘30’s’ Conserva-
tion work was started in our
county. - County maintainers
were used to build roads that
assisted farmers and ranchers
with their transportation, but
these turn-rows,fence-rows
and sand dunes covered the
well graded roads. Thus the
machinery was used to level
these trouble spots.

The soil conservation ser=
vice reccommended that these
be leveled, that farmers leave
taller stubble and cotton stalks
and have cotton burrs to be
left on their land during the
windy season to prevent wind
erosion.

Then, due to large machin-
ery being available, conserva-
tionists helped obtain deep=
breaking equipment to turn
under the residue thus return-

. ing valuable soil building and

plant growing elements to the
starved land, also to turnfirm
soil on top of the loose sand.

Terraces, contour farming,
soil analysis, ‘skip-row’ and,
more recently, irrigation un-
der government soil conser-
vationists, added to better seed
and improved farming equip-
ment, a farmer can gather
from four to eight times as
much cotton from the same
acreage. There are onlyafew
sand~-dunes, impassable roads
or vision restricting storms
in our area today.

Thus farming or cotton gin-
ing can be a paying business
as well as the production of
products all can be proud of.
