Past Cotton Records
Needed by ASC Office

According to W. M, Over=
ton, local ASC office manager
the Yoakum County ASC Co=
mmittee will begin the work
of establishing the 1967 pro=
jected yields for cotton within
the near future, It is the
opinion of the ASC Committee
and other ASC Officials that
if the committee had a record
of the cotton produced on each
farm for the years 1963, 64
and 65 they could do a better
job in establishing the pro=
jected yield for the county’s
cotton farms. Forms have
been mailed to all cotton farm
operators that may be used
to obtain the production rece=
ords and information needed
to help the committee in es=
tablishing a fair yield foreach
farm. This form has a space
for listing the 1963, 64 and
65 number of bales produced
and the gross weight. This
information is to be certified
to by the ginner and the farm
operator. The form also has
a space for listing unavoidable
losses caused during 1963, 64
or 65; such as drought, hail,
etc.

The County Committee may
consider, when setting up a
projected yield a failure or
short crop due to weather
hazards. If a farmer made
a bumper crop or above ave
erage for any of the years
they may also consider this

fact in approving projected yi=
elds. When the yields are
set for each farm the average
for the county must come Wi=
thin the yield approved for the

county by the state,

over the 1965 less the 1967
cotton allotment established.
The 1967 cotton acreage all=
otments have not been estab=
lished at this time in the past
the allotments have been app=
roved for the state, counties
and farms about November
30, however, it is expected th=
at this year the allotments will
be approved by November 1st.

made no move to help. She. fell,
suffered injuries, and—later—col-
lected damages from thé railroad.

“Where personal assistance . is
seen to be needed,” said the court,
“duty demands it should be ren-
dered.”

Not only the condition of the
passenger but also the condition
of the stopping place may create
a duty of assistance. Thus, a taxi-
cab passcnger won a court case
partly because the driver let her
off—unaided—at a place where
the pavement was broken up.

Furthermore, .help that is given
must be given with care. When a
trolley passenger missed a depart-
ing car, the conductor reached
down and seized his arm. For 100
feet he dragged the reluctant man
along, trying in vain to pull him
aboard. When the conductor
finally let go, the man hit the
ground with a thud. A court held
the company liable.

On the other hand, you cannot
expect help if your need is not
evident. A woman with an arth-
ritic knee., who stumbled whila
entering a bus, failed to win dam-
ages from the company. The court
noted that her handicap was not
obvious to the bus driver—and
that she neglected to ask him for
aid.

In short, while the travelling
public is entitled to a decent re-
gard for its safety, there are lim-
its. One woman, complaining that
a trolley conductor didn’t help her
alight, based her claim on the
undeniable fact that she was fat.

But the court turned her down
with this comment:

“The mere fact that a woman
weighs over 200 pounds cannot
make it the duty of the conductor
to drop all other duties and help
her get off.”

Soil Conservation

By Wilson Duke

Many farmers in the Yoakum
Soil and Water Conservation
District have established or
are in the process of estab=-
lishing different kinds of im-
proved pasture grasses. So=
me are irrigated such as mid=-
land bermuda ‘grass, others
are dryland grasses such as
switchgrass and weeping love-
grass.

Rotation grazing on these
pastures and not using a pa-
sture when it is too wet, al-
ong with allowing sufficient gr=-
owth before grazing is started
is very important.

Farmers who are getting the
most satisfactory results from
his pasture are following a ro-
tation grazing schedule by gr-
azing a portion of the pasture
from 2 to 3 weeks periods and
then move to another part of
the pasture for a similar pe=
riod of time, allowing grasses
to recover sufficiently in gr-
owth and vigor before gra=
zing again.

Switchgrass for instance,
should be grazed toanaverage
height of about 10 inches th=
roughout the growing season,
this would also be satisfac=
tory for weeping Lovegrass
also. For Midland Bermuda-
grass, it should be grazed to
an average height of about 5
inches throughout the growing
season.

filed and the farmer will need
to produce the production re=
cords for 1965 only.

Due to the payments being
madeg under the cotton prog-

ram it is very important that
the committee have reliable
production records on all fa=-
‘rms so that each farmer may
receive his fair projected yi-
eld, Additional productionre=
port forms may be obtained at
the local ASC office, *

The County ASC Committee
believes this production re-
cord tb be very important
and all farm operators areur=
ged to obtain their farm’s
production records immedia=’
tely.
