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Generally speaking, the law pre­
fers— primarily for the sake of the 
child— to keep parental ties intact.
Vhile visitation rights are often 

modified, they will not be cut off 
altogether without a compelling 
reason.

What is a compelling reason? 
Here are three cases in which the 
court did decide to bring parental 
visits to an end:

1) tin embittered father made a ' 
calculated attempt, during these 
visits, to turn the child's love for 
his mother into hatred:

2) a quarrelsome mother used 
her visits to create violent scenes 
that left her small daughter in tor­
ment:

3) a hard-drinking father not 
only used vile language to his three 
young children but also plied them 
with whiskey.

But minor grievances— such as 
a mother's complaint that the fa­
ther's visits “ annoyed” her— won’t 
suffice. Furthermore a court that 
does cut off visitation rights may 
well restore them later if the o f­
fending parent mends his ways.

For example:
A  court revoked its ban against 

a mother who, although once an 
alcoholic, had quit drinking, found 
a good job. and gained a respected 
place In the community.

In fact, even if a parent has 
been barred because o f flagrant 
adultery, visitation rights may be 
restored when there is enough evi­
dence o f reform and repentance.

Thus, an adulterous mother who 
remarried and led a blameless life 
for several years was able to regain 
the right to visit her children. The 
court said:

"A  child's welfare is best sub­
served by fostering the virtue of 
filial piety, even toward a parent 
who once had erred, but who has 
long since reformed.”

Fifty years ago this month, 
on July 17, 1916, farming in 
the U. S. 'went into business.’

On that day President Wo­
odrow Wilson signed the Farm 
Loan Act which created the 
Federal Land Bank System. 
Through the 12 district Banks 
of the system, farmers were 
at last able, by 1917 to bo­
rrow capital for production on 
equal terms with city busin­
essmen.

Today, according to Hal We­
atherford, president of the Fe­
deral Land Bank of Houston, 
the Land Banks play a lead­
ing role in the financing of 

1 agricultural enterprises of all 
types-from dairy farms to fr­
uit orchards, cotton farms and 
cattle ranches.

'Ahalf-century ago, farmers 
had almost no access to ca­
pital for . growth, ’ he said. 
‘ When they could borrow mo­
ney, they usually had to pay 
10% annual interest on it or 
more. And they had to repay 
the principal in five years or 
less. They were regarded as 
poor credit risks.

'For them, capital was an 
oppressive liability— not a pr­
oduction tool. And their pr­
oduction reflected it. There 
were twice as many farmers 
then as there are today, yet 
they produced only half as 
much. ’

Presidents prior to Wilson 
were aware of the situation.

In 1908 President Roosevelt 
appointed the Country Life Co­
mmission which held 30 public 
hearings into farm problems. 
The Commission found ‘a lack 
of any adequate system of ag­
ricultural credit, whereby a 
farmer may readily secure lo­
ans on fair term s.’

In 1912, President Taft as­
ked the American ambassa­
dors in Europe to report upon 
rural credit systems of the 
principal European countries.
In that same year, the Rep­
ublican, Democratic, and Por- 
gressive parties all adopted 
planks in their platforms fa­
voring improved agricultural 
credit facilities.

More commissions were fo­
rmed and were sent to Eur­
ope to study farm credit op­
erations.

The system which was ev­
entually adopted and which be- | 
can-.= the basis for the Farm 
L-jan Act of 1916 was the ‘La- 
.dschafts’ of Germany, which 
lad operated successfully s i-  
ice 1769.

The Farm Loan Act auth­
orized 12 district Land Banks, 
each to serve a geographical 
region. The Houston Land Ba­
nk, established in April, 1917, 
was formed to serve the St­
ate of Texas.

Each Land Bank, in turn, 
was (and is) made up of fa­
rmer-owned local Land Bank 
Associations. Through these 
Federeal Land Bank Associa­
tions the Banks make long­
term, low-interest real estate 
loans to farmers. Upon be­
coming a borrower the farmer 
also becomes a stockholder by 
taking 5%of his loan in FL 
BA stock.

The farmers thus own the 
Associations, which own the 
Land Banks themselves.

While the Federal govern­
ment was at first financially 
involved in the Land Banks— 
it subscribed about $8.8 mi­
llion of the original $9 mill­
ion needed in 1917— there is 
now no 'government money’ 
in the Land Banks, and there . 
hasn’ t been any since 1947, 
when the last of the federal 
subscriptions was repaid to 
the Treasury, Mr. Weather-

ford says.
All 12 Land Banks went into 

operation in 1917. Farmers 
who had been paying as much 
as 10% per year or mdre in­
terest for loans stood in line 
for Land Bank loans at 5% 
per year. By November 30, 
1917, local FLBA throughout 
the country had made 14,000 
loans totaling $29,824,656. A 
year later, loans reached a 
total of $147 million.

There are seventy-three 
Federal Land Bank Associa­
tions in Texas. All are so­
lidly solvent and prospering. 
And while their fundamental 
purpose is to provide a ser­
vice to farmers, with profit 
a secondary consideration, the 
FLB As in the Houston dist­
rict showed a total net worth 
of almost $50 million at the 
end of 1965.

Operations of the 12 Land 
Banks are supervised by the 
Farm Credit Administration, 
an independent agency of the 
Federal government paid for 
completely by earnings of the 
banks.

Since 1917, the Federal La­
nd Banks have loaned in ex­
cess of $12 billion to farm­
ers. The (district) bank, acc­
ording to Mr. Weatherford, has 
loaned more than $1.1 billion. 
By the end of 1965, the 12 
Land Banks had made nearly 
two million loans.

No farmer has ever lost a 
dime he has invested in assoc­
iation stock in this district, 
Mr. Weatherford said. Even 
during the depression years, 
when some of the associations’ 
stock became impaired due to 
financial difficulties, every st­
ockholder ultimately received 
full payment for his stock.

The Land Banks haven’s cost 
the government, and thus the 
taxpayer, any money either, he 
said. For a period during 
the depression the government 
advanced money to the Land 
Banks to help some of its me­
mbers hold on to their farms. 
Every cent of that was repaid.

As owners of their FLBAs, 
armers have received good 
returns on their stock.

The investing public which 
aas bought Land Bank bonds 
over the years had done well, 
too. All bonds sold by the 
12 Land Banks (which con­
solidate on bond issues) are 
supported by first mortgages 
on Agricultural real estate. 
Land Bank bonds are genera­
lly classed as non-risk assets, 
ind fit. into a category of in­
vestments regarded by many 
as comparable in quality to 
Government securities.

These bonds are sold nat­
ionally through security deal­
ers and dealer banks.

The 12 Land banks, overall, 
paid out $17.9 million in di­
vidends in 1965, $2 million 
more than in 1964. 9

Nationally, the 12 Land Ba­
nks had 384,246 loans for $4.3 
billion outstanding at the end 
of 1965. The loan volume 
was up 15.1% from the pre­
vious year.

While the 50-year-old Farm 
Loan Act changed farming fr ­
om a way of life into a bus-, 
iness, its effects upon the 
American economy and every­
body’ s way of life have been 
even more profound, Mr. We­
atherford believes.

‘ If the farmer hadn’ t been 
able to change his ways, he 
wouldn’ t be able to feed his 
share of a population of 200 
million today. Alot of us mi­
ght not be eating very well. 
And if he hadn’ t been willing 
and able to use capital and 
technology to keep up with the 
imes, food prices would be a 
*ood deal higher.

'But he has more than kept 
up. One farmer today prod­
uces enough for 33 people. 
As recently as 20 years ago, 
he wasn’ t producing enough for 
15.

'That’s a rate of progress 
few industries can match.’
