Takes Firearm Stand

The following is the text of
Senator Tower's weekly report
to. Texans in which he and
Senator Hruska discuss gun
Legislation.

TOWER: ‘Many of my felw
low Texans have expressed a
vital and continuing and very
active interest inproposed gun
legislation now being consider=
ed in committee in the Senate
of the United States. I am
verv pleased to discuss with
the distinguished and able
member of of the Senate ju=-
diciary Committee, Senator
Roman Hruska of Nebraska,
who is the ranking minority
member of the subcommittee
which is now considering the
well=known Dodd Bill.

‘Texans, of course, have al=
ways felt that law=-abiding ci=
tizens should have the right to
possess and wonfirearms, Sen,
Hruska, I would like to have
your comment for the people
of Texas.’

HRUSKA: ‘Thank you very
much, Senator Tower. It is
good to be here with the good
senator from Texas because he
is such a fine and agressive
leader in those things which
are beneficial to his state
and to the nation.

‘In the field of gun legis-
lation, no more than in any
other field, we should avoid
the idea of getting into the
field of emotion when we start
drawing a regulatory statute.

As 1 say, that rule is good
in considering any legislation.
it is especially true in the
field of gun legislation. That
is a comment which is in or=-
der because both the tragedy
in Dallas and the tragedy in
Austin have spurred certain
people in the Senate and the
Congress to try to get this
kind of legislation,

‘There’s another reason,
however, and that is that any
legislation in this field will be
contrary to historical, deep
rooted practices and customs
and ways of living in the na-
tion. Consider that there are
estimated to be 100 million
privately owned firearms in

Lunch Prices
Up at School

Carr Pushes Viet Nam

Vet Voter Priority

By Waggoner Carr
Texas battlefield veterans
in Viet Nam should be given
top priority in absentee voting
for November’s general elect-
ion, Attorney General Waggon-

er Carr said today.

In ‘a letter to the county
clerks of Texas, Carr urged
that they ‘do all within your
power to see that no service=
man from Texas is denied
his right to vote.’

‘These Texans are fighting
to assure the citizens of South
Viet Nam may’ share in the
basic right of free elections.
It would bean injustice if these
same servicemen were not
given the maximum opportun=
ity to cast their ballots at
home,” commented the Attor=
ney General

The letter detailed Texas’
absentee voting regulations for
servicemen. Carr's request
was in cooperation with the
Department of Defense, which
this week said Americans in
Viet Nam should know about
and have an opportunity tovote
in the November general elec-
ton.

The Attorney General also
mailed the list -of voting re-

quirements, plus names and.

addresses of Texas' 254 county
clerks, to the Defense Depart-
ment.

He told Defense Secretary
Robert McNamara, ‘Cetainly,
every effort should be made
to assure constitutional rights,
privileges and responsibilities
of those men and women in

Viet Nam.

In the letter to county clerks
Carr noted that under Texas
law absentee ballots may not
be mailed untl 20 days prior
to the election date, although
servicemen may request the
absentee ballot at any time.
Under Texas law, civilians
cannot requestanabsentee bal=
lot until 60 days prior to the
election date.

He noted that Texas law
made no provision for the
method of mailing absentee
ballots but urged the clerks
to airmail all such ballots to
overseas servicemen.

‘Maximum time for our ser-
vicemen is necessary for the
return of theballot,,” he said.

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Toxicity Of
Pesticides

By Sudie Thompson

The term toxic, or toxicity is
often used in connection with
pesticide products. ‘Toxicity
means the capacity of a sube

stance to produce injury. A,

substance if properly handled,
that can injure or kill an in-
sect will not necessarily harm
a human,

The ‘bug bomb’ sprays that
you buy for mosquito, housefly
and roach control can cause
injury and possible death to
humans if they are consumed
in sufficient amounts. How=
ever, highly toxic materials are
ever, highly toxic materials
are not generally used in the
home as insecticides. When
buying a ‘concentrate’ to mix
with water in a pressurized
spray device, you might be in-
volved with a material that is
more toxic.

When you handle any pesti=-
cide, avoid repeated or leng-
thly contact of the material
on your skin and the prolong-
ed breathing of dusts or mists.

When you're wusing con-
centrates Yyou have to take
special precautions. These

will be listed on the labels.

Avoid spilling concentra=-
tes on your skin and keep th=
em out of the eyes, nose and
mouth. If any is spilled, wash

it off and change clothing, If
any concentraté gets in your
eyes, flush with plenty of wa=
ter for 15 minutes while some
one else gets your doctor or
other medical attention for you.

In secticides amy be classed
generally into three groups ac-
cording to their toxicity tohu=
mans as; relatively non-toxic,
moderately toxic and highly
toxic. All concentrates should
be considered as highly toxic.
Familiar ‘relatively non-toxic'
insecticides are: carbaryl,
malathion, mirex, paris gree,
rotenone and sulfur.

Those lised as ‘modertely
toxic’ are: chlordane, dieldrin

heptachlor, lindane, and toxa-
phene. Some of the highly
toxic materials include endrin,
methyl bromide, methyl para=
thion, nicotine sulfate and pa-
rathion.

An added caution; Never mix
products such as household
cleaners. Some household pro~
ducts, which are efficient and
sare when used alone, can be
dangerous when combined. Ne~
ver mix two or more sub=
stances such as bleachingsol=-
utions, ammonia, toilet=howl
cleaners, rust removers, and
oven cleaners cause such ch-
emical mixtures may release
irritating gases.

WHAT THE MODERN MATHEMATICS PROGRAM IS ABOUT 'Set A is in one-to-one correspondence to set B because for

Thére are several aspects of changes. Emphasis is being
placed on the idea of structure and the necessary reasons why
things are \true. There has been a change from a kind of de-
ductive reasoning, where we have a number of facts stored in
the memory and we drawfrom these the ones we need, to the
kind of reasoning which we call inductive reasoning. This kind
of reasoning means that we study through the structure of a
thing, analyzing it, studying the underlying principle, and under-
standing the total picture.

We are moving from teaching the how to do problems to why’

we do certain things. The how was a seriesof techniques and
rules. In the new approach we teach the why.

Two plus two still equals four, and always will. Once a
principle is established in mathematics it remains forever!

true, The new programs gives us some improved methods of
presenting some of the traditional ideas. This is why you
don’t always recognize the old ideas.

Looking at some of the changes really are we find the fol-

lowing:

L. The mathematics presented today is correct. (No unlearn-
ing is necessary when the child gets into advanced mathematics.

2. The empahsis is on the why we do things rather than on
the how. :

3. Considerable use is madeof logical resoning and proof.
The basic laws of logic are developed and used.

4. Structure of mathematics is emphasized. - This means

that mathematics is developed as an organized body of know-
ledge which is founded on a surprisinglv small number of basic
assumptions.

5. The method of discovery is utilizedwherever it is appro=
priate, This means that questions andillustrative examples

often lead the student to make and teast ideas of his own. In
this way he learns to formulate principles and proceduresfor
himself. :

6. Great emphasis is placed on the precise use of language.
Definitions are carefully stated. The ability to red inten-
sively for meaning is absolutely essential for success in math-
ematics courses.

The new look in mathematics emphasizes; 1. the true nature
of mathematics, 2. distinction between mathematical ideas
and symbols, 3. development and use of a precise mathematical
vocabulary, 4. proficiency in the fundamental skills, 5. develop-
ment of the strucrural aspects of mathematics, and 6. the deve-
lopment of applications of mathematics.

Modern mathematics presents a new approach to mathematics
which is more broadening and which has more structural un-
derstanding behind it. It enables students to become thinkers
no longer utterly dependent upon memory and rules, but seeing
the logical relationships of quantities.

Several new topics are appearing at the elementary level.
Some of these are; 1. many names for a number to which is
ded ideas of numeration system, 2. discovery of patterns in
mathematics , 3. use of the ,numberline, 4. use of language of
sets, to which is tied ideas of grouping and cardinal numbers,
5. properties of numbers, and 6. relations which deal with ideas
of equality and inequalities.

The new philosophy is to teach the child to think mathemati-
cally and to reason for himself.

1V. SOME MECHANICS OF MODERN MATHEMATICS

In modern mathematics much use is made of the concept of
sets, or the theory of sets. A setis simply a collection of
things.  The things are called members of the set. All that
is needed to have a set is some way of indicating that the par=-
ticular objects are intended to be considered together. To

In modern elementary mathematics considerable use is made
of ‘frame’ arithmetic. The symbol, , is used just as letters
are used in algebra. Example: 7 % 2 10. The frame (£1)
can be replaced with a set of numbers that will make the math-
ematical sentence true. ( You will note that this is actually
introducing algebra in the primary grades.) ‘Frame’ arithme-
tic can be used to strengthen many concepts.

4. This mathematical fact is still true and always will be true.
Once a mathematical fact is developed it will forever remain
true. Actually, very little time is spent on bases other than
base ten. However, it is felt that parents should be given some
insight regarding thistopic.

Our decimal system is based on the number ten. ‘The num=-
erals. we use reflect a grouping by tens. In other words, our
system is a base ten system. It was probably adopted because
we have tenfingers. When one more object is added to a set of nine
we say we have a set of ten.

The numeral 10 shows this. The 1 represents one set of ten, am}
the 0 represents no ones. The numeral 34 reflects this. The!

The useof other bases helps the students to see and under-
stand our own base ten system. Drill in base five also invol-
ves drill in our own base ten system.

The first thing to realize in working with another base is
that we are not grouping by tens. If we are working with base
five we are grouping by fives. If we are working with base
seven we are grouping by sevens. Example: Thirteen objects
can be grouped by tens or by fives,

V. WHAT PARENTS CAN DO TO HELP

Some parents are concerned about no longer being able to
help their children with their homework. It is agreed that his
is a matter for concern. : A
~ If your child should ask for your assistance in long division,
for example, and you are not sure that you understand the meth-
od being used by the teacher, don't attempt to help. Trying to
grasp several different methods at one time can resultina
great deal of confusion for the child. Itis suggested that you
check with your child’'s teacher as to whether you should at-
tempt to help your child in certain areas. However, there is
a great deal that parents can do to help their children in math-
ematics.

Try to provide a time and a place for doing home work. Disg
.cuss the matter with your child and help him select a time of
day that would have the least amount of interference and en-
.courage him to stick to the schedule. Also, try to provide a
quiet pleasant place for his study where lighting is good and
where there is no television. Do your best to provide pleasant
surroundings and necessary items of equipment.

Take an interest in what your child is learning in school.
Encourage him to talk about his school activities. By helping
him feel proud of what he does, you greatly increase his chan-
ces of success. . ;

When he has trouble with some part of his mathematics home-
work, helphim look for the pages in the testbook that told him®
i n the first place how todo this kind of problem. This will usually
take care of his difficulty.

‘Your child must feel that you believe in the school and have
faith in its program. Whether or not a child develops a favor-
able attitude toward mathematics can depend on how far his
,parents support the program he is using. For any child, there
will come occasions when he feels frustrated with arithmetic.
At such times it's especially important that you encourage him
to feel he’s on the right track, and that his teacher will help him
‘catch on’ sooner or later. \

If by chance, your youngster can tell you something about
arithmetic that you didn’t know,you have a great opportunity to
help him feel confident about the entire program. To be sure,
it takes tolerance, understanding, and a certain amount of humi=
lity say, ‘Hey, now! yu're 'way ahead of me!’ It will be worth it,
however, if you can help himbecome part of a new generation of
boys and girls who grow up to think of mathematics as exciting,
challenging, and drownright fun.’

pril 30 and November Ist,
And weeds must be controlled.
We are having some compla-
ints from farmers about their
neighbors letting weeds grow
up on diverted land or the
land being grazed. It will
be necessary for all these re~
ported cases to be investi-
gated.

An ACP cover crop practice
of rye, oats and barley has
been approved for the county
and the diverted acres onmany
farms will be eligible for this
practice. Farmers interest=
ed should keep in mind that
to be eligible for cost-share
assistance a request must be

filed prior to seeding the crops.
