Pesky Mosquito Problem
Acute Since Big Rain

If the pesky mosquito is
spoiling your leisure time, and
interfering with your chores it
may be necessary to do more
than swat at him.

County Health Officer, Kyle
Adams, reports four recent
cases of sleeping sickness,
which makes Yoakum County
residents sit up and take no=

. tice, ;

In most parts of the Unit=
ed States, mosquitoes breed
during spring, summer and fall
and the warmer climates pos=
sibly throughout the year,

Control of the mosquito is
centered around standing wa=
ter, because the eggs cannot
hatch unless they are in water,

The Texas State Department
of Health has issued a pam=
hlet listing practical proce=
dures the average home owner
can take to help eliminate his

unwelcome house guest. Wa=
ter containers should be re=
moved or tightly covered. Cl-
ean birdbaths, pans for water=
ing chicks and rain gutters.,
flatten on dispose of tin cans.
Gravel ro cinders make good
fill around watering devices to
prevent water from .standing.
Ladies, thoseattractive hou-
se plants are likely tobe more
than just decorative. Plants
potted in soil will not breed
' mosquitoes, but saucers under
the plants may accumulate e=
nough water for breeding.
Stock tanks should be ex-
amined once a weekfor larvae,
Dip out some water in a white
utensil because the larvae can
be seen easily against a white
background,
Even your fish bowls and
aquariums could have mosquito
larvae, so regular cleaning is

necessary.

Insectide* dusts and sprays
are effective in the prevent=
ion of mosquitoes. Use a dust
containing five or ten percent
of DDT or one percent of
lindane. Apply two to five
pounds to each acre of water
surface, with a power duster
for larger areas. A garden
type duster may be used for
small areas with the same
proportion of ingredients,

If the water you wish to treat
is not used as drinking water
for humans, animals or poul=
try or is not used for bird=
baths or aquariums, you may
apply a spray containing one
percent DDT or two percent
of malathion, Kerosene or
fuel oil may be applied full
strength,

_control districts. A petition
signed by 200 qualified vot=
ers calls for Commissioners
Court to call for an election
for the purpose of establishing
a control district to cover all
or part of the county. With
approval of the voters a max=
ium tax of 25 cents on each
$100 tax evaluation can be
levied to finance thedistrict.

As he says, ‘At
that minute I feared for my
life==so I shot him.’ For his
effort, Petty netted a few do=
llars and a life sentence.

He first rode in the Prison
rodeo in 1951. ‘Back in th se
days we really had no money=-
making riders’, Petty says.
‘O’Neal Browning and myself
used to battle it out for first
money every Sunday in October

Petty was ki=
cked at the base of the skull
on the first kick, knocked un=-
conscious, and for three or
four minutes the insane horse
tried to kick Petty loose. The
Prison Doctor who attended
Petty reported that had he not
been knocked out that he would
have been killed for certain.

Asked how he feels aboutri-
ding in the 1966 Rodeo Pe-

tty says, ‘Well Sir, the only
spending money I get in here
is what I make at the Rodeo.
I was scared last year when
they told ,me what happened,
but that is the way it goes.
I busted my back in 1964
when a bull got to me, but
I have to go back and keep
riding, I'll be out there this
year showing those new=-come
ers how to make a dollar on
a wild bronc or bull. There
just ain’t no other way.’

Petty wants out of prison.:
Four times he has been be=- A
fore the parole board and f
times he has been turned d’

He will be considered ag
for parole in March 1967. He
says he is hopeful for favore
able consideration but is not
too optimistic. ‘I gotta have a
job and I don’t have much free
world contact anymore.’

He wants to work ona ranch.
He says, ‘'l am a good stock-
man, and can drive a tractor
as good as the next one, Man
I had to be good. I learned
it all here in prison. Now
I would like an opportunity to
use it in the free world be=
fore I get too old.’

His warden says Petty can
be the best worker on the U-
nit and that he is good with
live-stock and good ona tract-
or.

But right now, any parole
possibility is putoff until Mar=
ch 1967, and Petty has put his
thoughts on the 1966 Rodeo
first.. *This year I got to do
good. Mr., Albert Moore has
told ms he expects me to be
in the top money makers, and
that is where I want to be
when the close the chutes no
the last Sunday in October.’

When he finished talking and
finished his ‘cigarette he pick-
ed up his hat and started back
to the fields on the Ellis U=
nit. He turned around and
said, ‘If you write anything a-

bout me be sure and tell the

folks that I'll be out there
every Sunday in October and

I can guarantee them a ride
for their money.*

The 1967 Wheat Program
provides an increased allot-
ment of approximately 32.5%
over the 1966 allotment. The
ere will be no diversion pr-
ogram for the 1967 crop, but
rather a program of increas=
ing wheat production. Par-
ticipation in the 1967 wheat
program will require that you
sign=up, when the time comes,

and that you plant within your -

1967 farm wheat allotment.
No diverted acres will be re-
quired and no payment will be
made for any acreage thatmay
be diverted.

Producers who sign-up and
participate in the wheat prog=
ram will be eligible for price
support loans on all wheat pr=
oduced, and will receive do-
mestic certificates represent=
ing 35 percent of the farm no-
rmal production. The value
of these certificates will be the
difference between $1.25 per
bushel, national average price
support, and the parity price

for wheat on july 1, 1967.
For 1966, the certificate value
is $1.32 per bushel. The 35%
certificates based on the in-.
creased 1967 wheat allotment
will be greater-in most cases
than the 45% certificates for
1966. .
Substitution Between Wheat
and Corn - GrainSorghum will
be permitted in 1967 as in
1966 with this difference; (1) -
Wheat acres planted to corn
or grain sorghum will'notearn
a diverted acreage payment,
since the diversion would be
from wheat and there will be
no wheat diversion payment.
(2) Grain sorghum or corn
may be planted on wheat land
but if less than 35% of wheat
is planted domestic wheat ce=
rtificates will be reduced, ba-
sed on acreage planted.
