Therman Locke, Tokio farmer, delivered the first bale 
of cotton for the 1966 harvest year to the Tokio Co-op Gin 
last week to become the first Yoakum County farmer of 
this season to gin a bale of cotton. It was a 'good bale, says 
Amos Smith, manager of the Tokio Co-op Gin. It weighed 
in at 520 pounds and graded out to be Midland 29. The co­
unty’s first bale of cotton was taken to the square of the 
Yoakum County Courthouse and placed by the War Memor­
ial monument.

Locke has farmed in the Tokio area on his dry land fa­
rm since 1937. But this is the first year for him to reap 
the first bale of cotton of the year.

The Yoakum Countydarmer 
vas presented a bonus check 
>y Amos Smith in behalf of 
the directors of the gin. He 
also received a bonus from the 
Plains Chamber of Commerce 
which was presented by C l- 
eatus Phelan, Chamber pres­
ident, and Alf Carpenter, Vi­
ce president. Mr. Locke also 
will receive a bonus from The 
Plains Record for bringing the 
first bale of cotton to the gin.

Winning The Reward
Edwards flew into a rage when 

he found the hub caps missing 
from his car. Shaking his fist, he 
sputtered:

"Why. I’d give $100 to know 
who stole those hub caps!"

The man next door, hearing 
these words, took them literally. 
He did a little quiet sleuthing, and, 
sure enough, discovered the culprit. 
But when he claimed a $100 re­
ward. Edwards refused to pay off.

And in a court test, the judge 
sided with Edwards. His angry ex­
clamation. said the judge, was 
obviously just a way of letting off 
steam, not a serious offer of a 
reward.

The legal obligation to pay a re­
ward is based not on the ethics of 
gratitude bin on the principles of

contract law. There must be an 
offer, seriously meant. And there 
must also be a performance that 
tits the terms called for in the offer.

Thus, a reward offered for locat­
ing a robber "and" his loot is not 
earned b\ one who locates the rob­
ber— hut not the loot.

Nevertheless, to encourage the 
catching of criminals, the law usu­
ally gives the claimant the benefit 
of the doubt.

For example:
An alert citizen led police to the 

hideout of a fugitive killer. But 
their effort to arrest him resulted 
in a gun fight in which the fugitive 
was slain. In these circumstances, 
was the citizen entitled to a reward 
offered for the man's "arrest"?

A court said he was indeed, be­
cause— for all practical purposes— 
he had done the job for which the 
reward was offered.

Is everyone eligible for a reward 
that is offered to the general pub­
lic? No. As a matter of public 
policy, certain individuals may be 
disqualified even if the reward offer 
doesn't say so.

For instance, a policeman who 
does no more than his duty can­
not ordinarily claim a reward of­
fered by the victim of a crime. 
Otherwise, the police might be 
tempted to give better service to 
people willing to offer rewards.

Nor may a reward be claimed by 
someone who was himself involved 
in the crime Tnus. a man who 
helped to find some stolen shoes 
was deniejj a reward, when it 
turned out that he had also helped 
to steal them.

With eaoh seeming gain we ex­
change a bit of our cherished 
freedom.

Those who promoted' the income 
tax told the people that it would 
never need to be very high and it 
seemed to them such an excellent 
way to place the cost of govem- 

I ment on those best able to pay. 
The political do-gooders at home 
and abroad have turned it into a 
grab basket that seemingly knows 
no limit.

The idea of Social Security cau­
ght on so well and seemed such a 
good way to force folks to have a 
measure of security for their older 
years. When we read the summary 
of a group of experts last week 
on the amount a young person 
starting in 1969 and paying in un­
til past the year 2000 would, re­
ceive back by comparison we be­
came a bit more frightened. . . . 
It seems that only about two of 
one’s original three dollars will 
^ver come back, and these with no 
interest accumulated at all. This 
tax, growing from its humble be­
ginning, poses to become a real 
“ taker” from the average pay- 
check.

We can ponder what would have 
happened if we had taken some 
other course except the search for 

j collective- security, but one thing 
is certain, we won't turn back now 
until and if we come to the brink 
of danger — likely not until dan­
ger has actually taken place. . . . 
In the meantime we. can thank the 
future generations for providing ' 
us with a prosperous present..

When we are taking a trip an 
early start could be a lot sa fe  
than a fast start.

Some folks work hard. Others 
find it mighty hard to work.

If we keep both feet on solid 
■ ground we at least won’t have so 
far to fall if we stumble.

If we would make for peace in the 
world,

And show our faith by living it.
We could start taking sound advice 
Rather than always giving it.

The Lubbock, Brownfield, 

and Lamesa cotton classing 
offices of the U. S. Depar- 
ment of Agriculture will use 
numerical codes to designate 
grade and staple this season, 
according to w. IT. palmer, 
in charge of the Lubbock Cot-* 
ton Classing Office of the U. 
S. D. A.

These numerical codes will 
replace the traditional grade 
and staple designations and 

1 appear on all clas^ cards 
‘green cards' returned to 

■South Plains farmers this sea­
son.

This numerical code system 
reduces the grade and staple 
designations to only four num­
bers and will be of substan­
tial advantage to growers, 
gins, and to the cotton mer­
chandising industry.

Virtually all cotton mt-i ch­
andising is now handled by 
computer systems using these 

•Numerical codes. This new 
sys tern will provide economies 
in cotton merchandising by 
eliminating the time formerly 
used in converting the tra­
ditional grade and staple des-

ignations to these numerical 
codes.

The numerical description 
for grade and staple is made 
up as follows: The first digit 
represents grade, the second 
digit, color, and the last two 
digits, the staple length. For 
example, with a classification 
of 4130 on a class card the 
‘41‘would appear inthe grade 
box on the class card and the 
‘30‘ woul appear in the staple 
box. The ‘4‘ indicates that 
the grade is Strict Low Midd­
ling, or 'SLM‘ , THE T  indi­
cates that the color is White • 
and the ‘30‘ indicates that the 
staple is 15/16 of an inch.

Code sheets and explana­
tions have been mailed to all 
South Plains gins for distri­
bution to their customers. All 
loan cards and price sheets 
at gins will include these num­
erical designations along with 
the traditional grade and staple 
•esignations.

Mr. Palmer also indicated 
that all micronaire readings 
on class cards will be stamped 
this season rather than wri- 
it£cr.
