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Sen. Tower Wins Race; 
Carries County 869 to 561
Texans voiced a strong opinion for the two party system 

when they returned U.S, Senator John Tower to office for a 
six year term in the general elections Tuesday. Sen.Tower 
soundly defeated his Democratic opponent Waggoner Carr, 
the state attorney general, in almost every quarter of the 
state.

The race in Yoakum County was a run away with the sen­
ator netting 869 votes to C arr’ s 561, and one vote for Hol­
land of the Constitution Party. Tower carried every box 
in the County. Arecent poll conducted by the Record show­
ed Tower running ahead of Carr in Yoakum County.
Despite the endorsement of

Despite the endorsement of “  "
a ll county officials and most 
of the newly elected ones and 
an organized campaign by De­
mocratic leaders in Yoakum 
County, the form er college 
professor soundly trounced 
Carr. Tower had practically 
no organized support and ran 
largely on a record of his con­
servative beliefs and his sup­
port of the President’s Viet 
Nam stand. Carr had the 
backing of Governor John Con- 

-mally 'and President Johnson, 
but failed to gather the stren­
gth needed in the bid to unseat 
Tower.

The Carr campaign was an 
elaborage one, with little ro­
om to think that dollars were 
hard to come by. In a spec­
ial rally which was telecast 
Monday night from San Anton­
io, Governor Connally strongly 
asked for C arr’s election, E- 
ven in West Texas the attorney 
General failed to receive a ma­
jority  of the votes.

Governor John Connally s- 
wept to a landslide victory over 
his Republican opponent and 
carried Yoakum County by a 
handsome majority of 957 to 
373 with 9 votes going to the 
Constitution Party candidate 
and 12 votes going to the Con­
servative candidate.

D istrict Clerk Blanche Dyer 
led the ballot in the County 
with 1385 votes. She ran a- 
head of U,S. Rep. George Ma­
hon who received 1368.

Senator Doc Blanchard re ­
ceived 1373 and Rep.jesse T.
George polled 1370 votes, ju -. 
dge elect Gene Bennett and 
Clerk elect Ruby Heald tied 
with 1376 votes in the county.
There were 1480 votescast in 
the general election in Yoa­
kum Countvwhich was consid­
ered to be rather heavy.

A S C  Program Payments

1966 PROGRAM PAYMENTS 
The 1966 program (cotton, feed 
grain and wheat) payments have 
about all been made and we 
wish to express out of appre­
ciation to all producers for 
their splendid cooperation and 
understanding in th^ big task. 
Payments are based on acres, 
projected yeilds, bushels and 
pounds, and much work is re ­
quired to compute the pay­
ments. Due to the heavy work 
load we expect that some e r­
rors will show up when the 
final audit or balancing is 
made. We know that if over 
payments have been made pro­
ducers will understand and 
will make the necessary re­
funds and we would not ex­
pect any payments to be re­
fused if any underpayments 
have been made.

The diverted acres may, ac­
cording to the contract, now 
be grazed, however, the con­
tract does not permit harvest­
ing crops other than the ap­
proved oil seed crops, from 
the land. We have had some 
reports of harvesting crops on 
diverted land, however, in 
checking we have found that 
the forage crops harvested for 
hay is on normal conserving 
or dead land. No crops can 
be harvested from soil bank 
land and the land can not be 
grazed at any time.

1966 FEED GRAIN PRO -  
GRAM: It has been announ­
ced that the 1967 Feed Grain 
Program will require a 20% 
reduction from the feed grain 
base for participation in the 
program. For example, a 
farm with a 400 acre grain 
sorghum base and .. 33 bushel

projected yield would, if he 
complied with a 20 percent 
reduction receive a price sup­
port payment of approximately 
$2000 and have 320 acres in 
grain sorghum; the same farm 
under the 1966 program could 
have reduced 50% and had 200 
acres grain sorghum and 200 
acres diverted with a total 
price support and diverted pay­
ment of approximately $4200. 
In other words $2200 larger 
payment with 120 acres less 
grain sorghum. Small farms 
with a base of 25 acres or 
less w ill be eligible for di­
verted acre payments but no 
diverted payment w ill be made 
for larger farms. The 1967 
loan rate on grain sorghum will 
be 9 cents higher or $1.61 
national average. The feed 
grain carry over has been 
greatly reduced since the pro-

gram started. The present 
carry over is generally con­
sidered to be a desirable le­
vel however under the present 
conditions the carry over is 
expected to drop before the 
1967 crops is harvested and the 
announced’ program for 1967 
minimizes the risk of too much 
or too little.

1967 COTTON PROGRAM; 
A ll details of the 1967 cot­
ton program have not been 
received, however, we expect 
the program to be announced 
soon. Sign up for both cotton 
and feed grain programs will 
be early next year.
ACP SIGN-UP: The AGP sign­
up for ACP practices to be 
completed by December 31 of 
1966 has been extended through 
November 15 and all produ-

! Postmaster Hayes of Plains 

today announced thathencefor- 
th all firs t class mail, person­
al sound recordings (voice let­
ters), and parcels weighing 5 
pounds or less and measuring 
not more than 60 inches in 
length and girth combined, will 
be airlifted on a space avail­
able basis between the Unit­
ed States and all m ilitary post 
offices overseas.

Also, under Public Law 89- 
725, The Dulski M ilitary Mail 
Act, which was signed by Pre­
sident Johnson on November 
2, 1966, second class publi­
cations such as newspapers and 
magazines published weekly or 
more often, and featuring cur­
rent news of interest to the 
military, will be airlifted from 
San Francisco to the armed 
forces serving in V iet Nam.

Postm aster Hayes explain­
ed that parcels weighing 5 
pounds or less and not exce­
eding 60 inches in length and 

, girth combined, paid at sur­
face rates, w ill be moved by 
surface transportation within 
die United States from the 
points of mailing to the port 
of embarkation.

To speed up separation and 
deliver of these smaller par­
cels falling within this cat­
egory, Postmaster General 
Lawrence F. O’Brien direct­
ed that all parcels be clearly 
marked upon acceptance at the 
post office with theletters SAM 
(surface a ir lift mail).

This w ill eliminate the task 
of reweighing and measuring 
the parcels at the San Franc­
isco Concentration Center 
prior to dispatch to V iet Nam 
or other overseas m ilitary post 
offices.

1966 CROP FORM A COT­
TON LOAN: Both banks in
the county have been approved 
to prepare cotton loan docu­
ments and the documents may 
be prepared in the ASC Of­
fice.
