U. S. Representative Georgeé Mahon notified the editor

of The Plains Record at press time that approval has

been given for emergency funds for farmers at the F. H.

A. due to inclimate weather conditions which caused se-

vere damage to the crops in the county this fall. Mahon

met with Yoakum County constituants recently and assured

the people of Yoakum County that he would exert his eff-

orts to help the farmer in his plight. The grant will mean

) an additional $400,000.00 which will be available for loans

to the farmers at 3 per cent interest.

Homer Cole, local manager
of F, H. A, said he was de=
lighted to hear of the appro-
val of the request which was
made by Cole recently. Pl=
ains banker Bill Loyd had also
requested that funds be made
available for the emergency
loans.

It was estimated that 40 per
cent to S50 per cent of the
farmers in the county were
affected by the extreme we=-
ather. Cotton and grain lo-
sses were termed as severe
in Homer Cole’s report wh-
ich was substantuated by Bill
Loyd, president of the Plains
State Bank, and by D. P. Mo-
orehead of the Yoakum County
State bank in Denver City.

+=The local soil and water co=~
nservaton service and the co-
unty agent also helped with
their report concerning the
dammage.

Homer Cole

Cole asked that farmers in=,
quire at his office in the old
courthouse building in Plains
for further information con-
cerning the grant. Detail in=
formation is expected in Cole’s !
office soon. The report of
the approval came directly to
the editor of the paper ffom
a wire which was sent by
Congressman Mahon, chair-
man of the House Appropria=
tions Commirttee. -

The wire said;

‘Pleased to advise F, H. A,
today approved emergency lo=-
ans to elgiable farmers in
Yoakum County because of ad=
verse weather conditions dur-
ing crop vear. Apply at local’
F. H. A. office. Regards,
George Mahon.’

Cole included in his appli=-
cation for the emergency grant
the following:

‘The early frost was more
severe for the 1966 crop year
due to prior adverse weather'
conditions. Extreme drought
in the spring months prevented
early planting on dry land and
high winds blew outand caused
late planting on some irrig=-
ated land that would have ma-
tured with 2 or 3 more weeks
of good growing season.

Fire Ravages Smclau
Plant West of Bronco

A possible multi-million
dollar fire ravaged the Sinclair

- Gas and Oil Company plant

just west of Bronco , Friday
afternoon and evening.

The fire broke out justbefore
4 o’clock. Company officials
had not pinpointed the cause
of the outbreak by Saturday
morning, but it was in the pro-
cessing section of the plant,
where the gas is broken down
into other products.

Residents of Bronco were
without gas for their homes
until noon on Sunday.

As the fire spread rapidly
workers abandoned the groun=
ds, fearing explosions, which
then did occur. However, the
big engines, towers, work
houses and much of the plant
remained intact when the
flames settled down to a steady
inferno concentrated in the
processing point where natural
gas continued to flow in under
pressure, It was not until
this flow was shut off about
9 p.m. that the flames began
to die out.

Fire units were called up
from Lovington and Hobbs, but
could do nothing but keep their
distance so long as the fire
indicated it might spread and
produce more explosions. F=

ortunately, the large storage
tanks of propane never ignit-
ed. Had they fired, the plant
probably would have gone with

them.

‘We consider ourselves real
lucky to get out this well’
said a workman at the plant
Saturday morning. There are
nine employees at the plant
proper.

A company spokeésman said
it was too early to pinpoint
losses, but they were expect=
ed to run over a million dol-
lars.

Sinclair was allowing no
trespassing in the plant area
Saturday until insurance ad-
justeérs and company officials
could assay the damage.

Stocking Is |
Just Legend?

Did a spinster hang up the
first Christmas stocking? Leg-
end says yes, but history says
no — or at most, “Maybe.”

St. Nicholas, a fourth cen-
tury bishop, secretly gave gifts
of gold for the dowries of poor
spinsters. His method was to
toss the gold down a chimney
by night, at Christmas.
