bout 7:30 p.m. A younger 
brother was also unconscious 
when the boys were found by 
their father who heard the 
older boy fall in the bath tub.

Sheriff Heath Reports  
167 Arrests in 1966

Sheriff Olan Heath reported 
that his office has made a to­
tal of 167 arrests for the 1966 
year. Drunk charges headed 
the list with 48 arrests. Th­
ere were 22 arrests made for 
disturbance, followed by 16 
arrests for D. W, I. Li­
quor continued to be a cause 
of violations with 11 arrests 
being made for minor con­
sumption.

There were 10 arrests made 
on worthless check charges by 
the Sheriff’s office followed by 
9 arrests for theft.

Almost a quarter of a century of painful waiting is sched­
uled to end next Tuesday when Leonard Lemley will learn 
at a hearing at the Secretary of State’s office in Austin 
if he will remain a free man in Texas or if he will be taken 
back to Alabama to serve die balance of a prison sentence 
which he received in 1942. State Representative je s se  T. 
George in a telephone conversation with the editor of The 
Record said he will be at the hearing with the Lemley de- 
'egation to fight for Lemley’s freedom.

Friends and neighbors of Lemley are expected to travel 
to the capitol city to plead for Lemley’s freedom. Almost 
400 residents of this small west Texas County seat have 
signed the petition urging Governor John Connolly to show 
clemency by refusing to sign the extradition papers for his 
return to prison in Alabama.

Calloway Huffacre, Tahoka 
attorney representing Lemley, 
told the editor of the local 
papter that the hearing is 
scheduled in Secretary of S- 
tace Hill’ s office at 11:00 a. 
m. on Tuesday January 10th.

After learning of Lemley’s 
conviction in 1942, Plains re ­
sidents and area farmers took 
a firm stand by the side of 
Lemley. The form er Alabama 
convict moved his family to 
Plains in 1944 and Lemley’s 
children were reared in Pla­
ins. One of his daughters is 
married to a Baptist minist­
er.

Lemley did not change his 
name and farmed in the Plains 
area using FH A money borrow­
ed under the name of L.E. 
Lemley. He also is a regis­
tered voter in Plains.

Scores of people who know 
Lemley have stated they will 
work for Lemley’s release if 
he is returned to prison. Le­
mley was convicted of second 
degree murder in 1942, and 
received a long sentence. Ala­
bama spokes'men have stated 
that there was a strong effort 
to secure the release of Lem­
ley in 1944. It was report­
ed that many people who serv­
ed on the jury which convict­
ed Lemley in a controversial 
trial had asked that Lemley be 
released.

Lemley has been engaged in 
custom farming and has farm­
ed several places himself since 
coming to the county. He is

widely known in the area and is 
reported to have many friends 
in the area.

When the story broke last 
September, people from over 
the state wrote to die Record 
giving their sympathy to Lem­
ley wis hing him well in his fight 
to stay free.

Communications were sent 
to Gov. Wallace pleading for 
mercy for Lemley. George 
Wallace is no longer governor 
of Alabama, but his staff re­
mains the same since Mrs. 
Wallace is now Governor of 
the state. Last minute efforts 
are being made with the Wal­
lace administration to keep L - 
emley free.

Sources close to Lemley 
reported that there is hope 
that all will end well for the 
Plains man. They reported 
that Lemley has been a good 
citizen, and that many years 
have passed since his con­
viction. They also state that 
prison is a place of rehibili- 
tation as well as punishment, 
and that Lemley is a rehabi- 
liated man.

The way the case was broken 
was Lemley was arrested on 
a routine complaint made by 
Mrs.Lemley on a drunk char­
ge. Lemley was fingerprint­
ed and sent home. The prints 
were sent to the F.B.L rout­
inely and the discovery was 
made. Lemley is free on a 
small bond until the hearing 
in Austin is conducted.

A number 
of Great Plains contracts that 
expired on December 31 have 
been converted to regular Soil 
and water District plans and 
more are to be as time will 
allow. There were 28 Great 
Plains contracts that were co ­
mpleted and expired on Dec. 
31. This is good but we st­
ill have 91 contracts that are 
active and we are writting 
more each month.
