- $100,000 City Bond Issue
Passes By 2 to 1 Margin

Voters i n Plains turned out in light numbers last Saturday

and passéd the proposed Bond Issu€ to improve the City Water
system by a two to onée majority. Votes cast for proposition
numbeér 1 carried over the no votes 122 to 61, and on part two
the ayes carred over the nays 121 to 67 authorizing the city
to proceed with the improvements to the water system.

The city of Plains has applied for a grant from the Federal
Government in the amount of $150,000.00 and for a loan from
the F.H.A, for $50,000.00, and now has approval of the elect-
oraté to raise $100,000.00 in bonds to make total improvements

' Edwards,

amount to $300,000.00.

Spokeésmeén for the Chamber
of Commerce hailed the vote
as both progressive and good
business on the part of Plains
votérs. The Chamber of Com-
merce has urgeéd such action
for seyeral vears.

The Plains Record lended
support to the proposal with
editorial treatment favoring
the Bond Issue.

One Chambéer member said
at last we can go out and try
to intérest industry into locat-
ing in our city. Most propon-
ents of the issue expressed
belief that with good water,
adequate mains and hvdrants,
and a new storage systém that
residents and business houses
in Plains would benefit.

A slight reduction in Fire
I nsurance rates is expected
to be put into effect when the
work is completed.

Others reported that it will
beé good for business in Plains
with the money which will cir-
culate in the area when work
begins.

Mayor Billie Ray Kennedy

and the members of the coun-
cil werc unified in support of
the issue. Theé members of
the Citv Council include Roy
Neil Tavlor, T.j.
Miller, T.j. Bearden, and Ed
Hunter.
. Members of the City Council
asserted that thev do not be-
lieve that a tax incréase or a
watér rateé increase will be
necessary to pay for the pro-
jéct. Their belief was based
on the facts derived from the
engineers’ studv of the need
for the proposal.

Fat Stock Show
Set Next Week

A preliminary estimate in=
dicates that $730.00 will be
awarded in cash prémiums to
the exhibitors at the 1967 jr.
Fat Stock Show to be held at
the Livestock Exhibit Building
in Plains next week.

The seventeen calves, forty
lambs and ninty four barrows
make up the largest entry list
in the fourteen year history of
the local show. A totalof $422.
50 will be paid to barrow ex-
hibitors. Theé top prémium is
$12.50 for firstplaceineach of
the five classes; second place
animals receive $10.00 each;
$7.50 is paid to each third.
animal and all fourth place an=
imals get $5.00, Fifth place
and below all get $2.50.

There will be two classes of
calves where first place ani-
mals ‘receive $25.00 ; second
place gets $20.00; thrid, $15.
00; fourth, $10.00 and all other

animals ineach class get $5.00.
The total prizeé money for the
seventeen calves will be $185.
00. If forty lambs are in the
show they will receive a total
of $122.50 and be in three clas-
ses. First place in each lamb
class will receive $7.50, sec-
ond place receives $5.00 and
all other get $2.50.

Irene. making merry at an
amusement park, took a ride on
one of those “bumper™ cars. Later.
blaming her jolting ride for a
head injury. she filed a damage
suit against the management.

But there was no evidence that
Irene’s ride had been any rougher
than usual. Turning down her
claim. th2 court said:

“It was for the thrill of bump-
ing and of the escape from being
bumped that the plaintiff entered
the contrivance. The chance of a
collision was that which gave zest
to the game. One who takes part
in such a sport accepts the
dangers. just as a fencer.accepts
the risk of a thrust by his an-
tagonist.”

Accidents can and do happen
at an amusement ‘park. But you
are not likely to collect damages
if, in all fairness, the management
can say:

“You asked for it.”

But exactly how much risk do
you ask for? The law says you
do not ask for rides that %re not
open to ordinary observation.

Consider this case:

A young man stepped up to a
“Test Your Strength” booth to
swing the mallet. But as he was
bringing the mallet down, the
head flew off. The handle, sud-
denly lightened. smashed hard
against his knee, inflicting a pain-
ful injury.

In = these circumstances, the
court held that the victim was
indeed entitled to damages—be-
cause the hidden defect in the
mallet was not the kind of danger
the customer had bargained for.

Nor do you assume a risk that
is ‘forced upon you, rather than
accepted voluntarily. For example:

Near the end of her journey
through a fun house, a girl
stopped short before a scary-look-
ing slide.

“Is there any other exit?” she
asked the attendant apprehensive-
Iy,

There was—>ut the attendant
told her there was not. The girl

went down the slide. and, sure
enough, got hurt. Here. too. the
court upheld her ‘claim for
damages. because she had not

willingly assumed the risk of the
slide.

But if you merely get dizzy on

the merry-go-round, or nervous on
the Ferris wheel. or embarrassed
at being laughed at. don't blame
that on the muanagement. You
paid your money and you took
vour chance.
