Hill gin Sunday night and admitted that he committed aggravat-
ated assault on Mrs.Pat Minor.

County Attorney Vernon Town-

€s said that there was no doubt in his mind that this is one of
the most clear cut aggravated assault cases that he has seen.
Thomas was reémanded to the custody of the sheriff and was

taken to the jail in Lubbock.

Mrs.Pat Minor related an ordeal filled with . terror and des-

paration to the editor of the Record.

She gave an account of

the events which unraveled before her last Sunday night telling

her story  with emotion.

Mrs.Minor’s face was badly bruised

and many stitches were in her face where she had been brutally

betten by hér assailant.

In a special interview with
the editor of the Plains Re-
cord Mrs. Minor said that she
had been to church at the Pl=
€asant Hill Union Church Sun-
dav night and had gotten into
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Jessie Thomas

her Mustang automobile and
started to drive to her home,
which is located about twomi=
les from the church. @ She
said that she had started dr=
" iving and had tuned in the ra=
dio as she usually does when
she felt someone breathing on
her neck and saw a black hand
on her shoulder. She con-
tinued in saying that she sm=
elled the.odor of alcohol, and
she screamed. The negro,
who admitted that he hid in
“Mrs. Minor’s car, told her not:
to be afraid and to stop sc=
reaming. Thomas had worked
for the Minors, who are fa-
rmers, so she stopped scr-
eaming and asked what he was
oing in her car. Mrs. Mi=
nor said Thomas told her that
som€ men were chasing him,
and he was trying to get away.

The negro then climbed over
the seat and tried. to kiss
Mrs. Minor. Mrs. Minor said
she was so frightened that
she ran into a pile of dirt
and stopped the car. After

. several attempts to €scape
Mrs. Minor was able tosnatch
the keys from the car and she
ran into a field but was over-

. taken by the young negro fa=-

ther of two. The negro told
Mrs. Minor repeatly that he
did not want to hurt her and
did not want to us€ his gun.
Mrs. Minor did notsee the gun.

Mrs. Minor said she fell to
the ground in the struggle and
that 'the negro bit her about
the eye, ' About 12 stitches
were required to close the
wound. She was also bitten
on the hand.

" The Yoakum County woman
reported thata car cameby and
that it slowed but didn’t stop.
She said the attacker held her
mouth and sheé could not cry
for help, but the terrified lady
Kicked hér legs into the air
“in hopes that the occupants of
the car would notice her. The
car stopped and started to back
up, and at this point th€ negro
made Mrs. Minor say she wo=
uld not turn him in, and he
fled.

The lady ran to afarm home
and the Boggs family helped
her. When they returned to
Mrs. Minor’s car, her hus=
band had been notified and
was there.

Mrs. Minor was taken to
the Denvér City Hospital wh=
ere Dr. Squires treated her.

The negro was arrested ab-
out 30 minutes after the com=
plaint was filed by the Sher=
iff’s deputy Bill jones.

Olan Heath, Yoakum County
Sheriff urged all ladies in the -
community to be certain to
check their cars before getting
into them at night. He said
this is a lesson which was
terrible for Mrs. Minor, but
one which could possibly save
somebody’s life,

Judge Bennett told Thomas
before passing sentence thathe
hoped that the defendent had
learned a lesson from whatal=
cohol could do to a person.

Thomas was recently emp=
loyed by K. O, Hendricks of
Plains. He had the reputation
of being a good worker. He
lives between Seminole and
Hobbs and is married and has
two children. Thomas moved
to West Texas from Taylor,
Texas several years ago.
