R e p o r t

A production guideline for 
soybeans in Yoakum County 
has been prepared in the Co­
unty' Agent’s Office and is re­
ady for distribution to any 
farmer who would like to have 
the latest information avail­
able on this crop.

The guide states that soy­
beans are recommended as an 
irrigated crop but not recom­
mended on dryland. It also 
states that soybeans will do 
well on any soil that does a 
good job of producing grain 
sorghums. Since Yoakum Co­
unty farmers grow grain sor­
ghum under dry land condi­
tions, it may be that we can 
grow soybeans under dryland 
conditions also. We may lose 
a crop to dry weather now and 
then but that also happens when 
we plant grain sorghum.

There is one main differe­
nce in growing soybeans as 
compared to growing grain 
sorghum. The cost of the 
seed and the recommended 
planting rate makes soybeans 
a more expensive crop to pro­
duce. The grain sorghum wo­
uld be planted with two pounds 
of seed per acre, or maybe 
even less, at a cost of 30jf 
per acre. Soybeans planted 
on dryland would cost 7 if a 
pound for 20 to 25 pounds per 
acre and result in a total seed 
cost of $1.40 to $1.75 per acre.

Soybeans is a low growing 
crop comparable to cotton and 
weed control in soybeans is 
more of a problem than in 
grain sorghum. It may be 
necessary to hand hoe or use 
chemicals to control the weed 
competition in soybeans. This 
would again increase the cost 
of producing soybeans over gr­
ain sorghum.

Dryland soybeans should 
make 400 to 600 pounds per 
acre on years that dryland gr­

If time is a measure of 
money James A. ‘Red’ Ha­
rris  of Plains has a collec­
tion which is invaluable and 
interesting as well.

Right to “Get Even”
Haled into court for beating up 

a neighbor’s son, Hawkins of­
fered the following explanation:

“He threw a rock at my little 
girl, so I went over and taught 
him a lesson.”

But the court rejected Hawkins’ 
excuse and ordered him to pay 
damages. Pointing out that the 
girl was no longer in danger at 
the time her father intervened, 
the judge said the right to pro­
tect did not include the right to 
punish.

By and large, the law does not 
give you the right to “get even” 
for a wrong inflicted upon you 
or your loved ones.

The reason lies in the: “con­
tract” between the individual and 
society. The individual gives up 
his right to punish a wrongdoer, 
in return for society’s promise to 
do it for him.

To be sure, it may be difficult in 
a particular case to determine 
whether a person was acting to 
protect or to punish. Take this 
case:

A night watchman was rushed 
by a man wielding a knife. Draw­
ing his gun. the watchman killed 
his assailant with two fast shots. 
But in due course, he himself was 
arrested and brought to trial on 
a homicide charge.

“His first shot was legitimate 
self-defense,” conceded the prose­
cutor. “However, his second shot 
was fired after the man was al­
ready wounded. That was no 
longer self-defense. It was pun­
ishment.”

But it- also appeared that the 
victim, though wounded, was still 
armed, close, and dangerous. Dis­
missing the charge, the court held 
that the watchman’s second shot, 
too, was within the reasonable 
scope of self-defense.

On the other hand:
A landlord and tenant got into 

an angry souffle, during which the 
tenant was knocked to the ground. 
While he was lying there help­
less. the landlord gave him a swift 
kick in the head.

Because of the kick, the land­
lord was later held liable for as­
sault and battery. The court said 
that, with danger past, the land­
lord had clearly acted out of sheer 
vindictiveness — and must there­
fore pay damages.

It was the law's way of echo­
ing the warning of the poet La 
Fontaine:

"Revenge, however sweet, is 
dearly bought.”

P. T. Barnum “carny” world, 
best defined as fleecing the pub­
lic, or in Barnum’s own words, 
"There’s a sucker born every 
minute.”

But then, the patron of a 

show of exoticism, or a game 
of chance knows, if he possess­
es normal intelligence and so­
phistication, 
that his pros­
pects of win­
ning aren’t 
very high.

The new 
“Scam” oper­
ators, howev­
er, pur sue  
t hei r  “con- 
game” as leg­
itimate busi- C. W. H arder 
nessmen, and are responsible 
for having bilked honest Amer­
ican business of some $60 mil­
lion so far.

Behind these “con” operators 
lurks the familiar shadow of 
the Cosa Nostra, known as the 
syndicate, and Mafia.

* * *

The Wall St. Journal recently 
ran a revealing expose of these 
“fraudulent failures." who are 
milking smaller areas as well 
as the country’s metropolitan 
capitals. These “Scam” opera­
tors move innocently into an 
area, open a seemingly legit 
business, and proceed to re­
quest credit for all they are 
worth. The merchandise thus 
obtained is sold fast on a strict­
ly cash basis, or in some cases 
secreted away to other loca­
tions. Soon, the inevitable bank­
ruptcy is declared, and, of 
course, the creditors hardly 
know what hit them.

*  *  *

How are such shady opera­
tors able to obtain such exten­
sive credit?

A case in point occurred in 
the West where a group of 
operators bought control of an 
unpretentious furniture retail 
store, and proceeded to order 
appliances and furniture total­
ing $125,000 on the previous 
owner’s credit, acting as agents 
for the former owner.

* * *
In a particularly brazen case 

of fraud, the Wall St. Journal 
tells of another group of op­
erators who bought out the 
capital stock of a lumber firm 
for a small amount, and began 
purchasing in small amounts 
and paying cash. Then came “D” 
day: on Saturday the operators 
ordered $12,000 worth of door 
units from a wholesaler. Al­
though a credit check was run 
on the store the following Mon­
day, the operators called the 
wholesaler at daybreak de­
manding immediate need for 
the lumber, and sent the store 
van over to the lumber yard to 
pick-up the goods. About half 
the ordered doors were loaded 
onto the truck.

* * *

The Better Business Bureau 
offers advice on spotting “scam” 
operators. Beware of any sud­
den acceleration of orders from 
little-known operations de­
manding immediate delivery. 
This may signal that the firm 
is not legit, and is attempting to 
rush the supplier into settling 
for a superficial credit check so 
as to grab the goods and run. 

* * *
Prosecution is difficult, as the 

Syndicate operates as many leg­
itimate businesses as illegal, 
and tracing the “black hand” is 
difficult. And in the case of the 
immediate proprietors filing 
bankruptcy, it is difficult to pin 
the goods on them unless viola­
tion of Federal bankruptcy laws 
can be proven on basis of fraud 
perpetration.

It will 
cost Texas cotton farmers fr­
om $5.00 to $10.00 a bale on 
the 1967 crop, and might dis­
courage rather than encourage 
the production of better qual­
ity fiber.

‘Placing a greater premium 
on the better quality cotton 
might have achieved the ob­
jective stated, but with tech­
nological and weather handi­
caps determining quality, most 
farmers won’t be able to re­
spond even under the whiplash 
of lower prices.

‘just ask my wife, she'll 
tell you. I'm a fairly bull­
headed Irishman.

T state this, not with pr­
ide, but as a fact. And to 
make it clear I do not easily 
change my mind.

‘Furthermore, it is not easy 
to admit I’m wrong. Espec­
ially about a matter studied 
and debated for many months— 
to which 1 have given much 
thought.

‘Enough of Preliminaries. 
Let me get it over with—then 
explain how it happened.

‘I am now opposed to the 
ratification, by the U. S. Sen­
ate, of the consular treaty with 
the Soviet Union.

‘As you may know—U. S. Se­
nator John j .  Williams is go­
ing to vote ‘no’ on the issue.

‘The junior senator from 
Delaware, j .  Caleb Boggs, has 
indicated he will vote in fa­
vor of approval. But he was 
against it two years ago—and 
now seems a bit uncertain.

‘Your letters may well cause 
him to change his mind—even 
at this last moment. And I 
have the feeling if Sen. Boggs 
does decide to cast his ba­
llot against the administration 
he will look back at it, in 
years to come, as a good de­
cision.

‘It was 10:14 a.m. Thursday

March 9, 1967, when 1 changed 
my mind about the matter. Th­
ose of you who have been re­
ading these editorials for the 
past month will remember 1 
declared, on several occas­
ions, my opinion that Senate 
approval of the treaty would 
do no harm—it might open a 
new era in Soviet-American 
relations.

‘It wasn’t a comfortable st­
and for me to take—but I felt 
I had examined the issue to 
the best of my ability.

'My first real doubts began 
to assail me when 1 read of 
the Viet Cong attack on the 
Marine base of Da Nang— 
and the weapons used were 
modern Russian rockets. 1 
thought, then, a treaty of fr­
iendship with the Soviet meant 
shaking hands covered with the 
blood of fellow Americans.

‘At the opening of the Go­
vernment Relations Workshop 
in Washington last week the 
members of the National Ne­
wspaper Assn, were question­
ing a panel of U. S. Senators.

‘Walter Potter of Qilpepper, 
Va., or president, had been 
on a recent tour of Africa. 
He asked the senators to ex­
plain why the U. S. was back­
ing the UN-British imposed 
sanctions on Rhodesia.

‘Sen. Mike Monroney, (D- 
Okla.) GAVE TOE USUAL LBj 
-Goldberg line—that the situa­
tion in that country threatened 
a racial war.

'Sen. John Tower, (R-Texas) 
took just the opposite stand. 
He said we had no business

meddling—and that England h- 
ad a lot of nerve even bring­
ing the matter before the Un­
ited Nations.

‘This is when I rose to say 
1 disagreed with Sen. Mon­
roney and since Sen. Tower 
had such good answers maybe 
he could explain why the Se­
nate should approve the con­
sular treaty when Soviet rock­
ets and other weapons were 
being used against our boys 
in Vietnam.

‘The small, young looking 
Texan made a masterly state­
ment. He said the treaty, as 
such, was unimportant. And 
he would, at any other time, 
probably support it.

‘But he said the Russians 
have the power to halt the 
war in Vietnam anytime—just 
by stopping military aid to the 
north. So if they are so all- 
firddup about better relations 
—let them halt the aggression 
to the south—then talk treaty. 
He further said it is about ti­
me we took a hard look at 
the whole East-West relation­
ship. It just doesn’t make 
sense to him*—

‘Later on Sen. Tower de­
clared he favored the prompt 
closing of the Haiphong harbor. 
Given plenty of warning—our 
‘allies’ could get their shipping 
out before it was mined. This 
would bring the war to an 
end.

‘From that session 1 went 
upstairs to say hello to De­
laware’s Sen. John Williams 
and found him in agreement 
with Tower. Then I found

Sen. Boggs on the other side 
—a story I wrote later that 
day.

‘So that was the day I got 
trapped into changing my mind 
about the treaty by Sen. Tower 
of Texas.

‘And somehow I feel a lot 
better—right now.'
