ount of exploratory drilling
that is needed to find future
reserves.’

Based on latest U, S. Bu=
reau of Mines production fi=
gures, Yoakum County in 1965
produced 18,2 million barrels
of crude oil, valued at $53.8
million and 21.3 billion cubic
feet of natural gas valued at
$2.8 million, and ranks 18th
among Texas counties in pro=
duction.

In addition, plants Whichpr=
ocess natural gas for liquids
such as natural gasoline, but=
ane and propane in 1965 pro=
duced more than 111.8 million
gallons of liquids valued at
$5.4 million.

A major distribution of in=
come from sales of oil and
gas went to county landown=
ers in royalty payments tot=
aling more than $7.1 million.

Military honors with firing
squad and taps were held at
the Plains cemetery where the
flag which had rested on his
coffin was presented to his
grandmother. Donnie had been
reared by his grandmother
since he was four years olds
He was a member of the Fi=
rst Baptist Church and the
last time home on leave in
December he had attended ser=
vices at the Baptist Church

Besides his grandmother,
Donnie was survived by two
aunts in Plains, Mrs. John
Camp and Mrs. Sanford We=
bber.

According to W.M, Overton,
local ASCS office manager,
the total county allotment for
1967 is 40,130 acres. Farmers
have signed up to divert13,392
acres with 350 acres cotton
allotment in the Soil Bank and
Cropland Adjustment Prog=
rams; Leaving a total to be
planted of 26,388 acres cottons
If farmers comply with their
signed ‘‘intentions’’ they will
receive cash payments in the
amount of $2,277,147; with
$295,000 having already been
paid in advance payments. It
appears that farmers in some
sections of the couty have not
been able to-plant cotton due
to the drought conditions and
in these cases if they believe
it too late to plant cotton they

now may sign a requeststating
their reasons for not planting
and credit will be given for
“history and paymentpurposes.
The land that would have been
planted to cotton may be plan=
ted to other crops excluding
feed grains, wheat, cotton,
peanuts or sugar for harvest
in the current year.

Farmers that have losttheir
cotton after june 10thor should
they lose it after this time may"*
file a request to have the land
released for other crops and
payments will be made and
history preserved. In these
cases the land could be plan=
ted to grain sorghum, however
it does not change the grain
base where the farm is in the
feed grain program.

Helen Keller, one of the most admired and honored women of
all time, will celebrate her 87th birthday on June 27. Miss Keller,
world-famous for her triumph over blindness and deafness, will
mark the day quietly with close friends and family at her home
in Connecticut.

civil conflict. Its roots are
traceable in history. Its ma=
inspring, tactics, and even its
language are familiar to all
who have studied communisme
It is an attempt by North
Vietnam to. impose an unwan=
ted rule on a sovereignnation,
an attempt clearly nourished
by massive support from Red
China, the Soviet Union, and
other communist nations the=
roughout the world.

In a word, what We see in
Vietnam is aggression. {

It is a fact that brutality
and wanton terrorism are de=
liberate tools of the commun=
ists in Vietnam, as they have
been elsewhere in the world.
It is no surprise When the
most talented members of a
village are threatened, beaten,
kidnapped, or forced to serve
the enemye. It is deliberate
when the enemy destroys sch=
ools and hospitals. It is in=
tentional when he attacks the
heart of cities. y

Knowing these things, I find
it difficult to understand the
convoluted logic which leads
some to condemn this nation
for ‘immorality’ and to defend
terrorism as a heroic stru=
ggle.

In the world of today, the
national interest of the Un=
ited States in international,
Our role of leadership is in=
escapable. We cannot fulfill
a meaningful destiny as an affe
luent but passive witness to
great principles in contests

We have, as you know, not
been passives

For more than 20 years we
have made a major contri=
bution to the security and st=
ability of Western Europe. As
a consequence, that area has
prospered economically, and
both peace and freedom have
been preserved.

Again, in Korea, we stood
fast for the principle of self=
determination.
