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Plains Pickle Patch To Pump 
$300,000 Into Economy

..... 7__ ____Farm hands and their farmiies totaling about 500 in number 
are scheduled to arrive in Plains this Saturday, annunced 
Nelson Parkhill, executive with Morton Food Company. The 
farm hands will come to Yoakum County to harvest the 905 
acres of cucumbers which are under contract with Morton 
Food Company, said Parkhill.
- The 905 acres of cucumbers will mean more than $300,000.00 
to the economy of the area. Last summer only 200 acres 
were in cultivation and $55,000.00 poured into the local ec­
onomy.
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The 905 acres are planted 
on 22 different fields by some 
17 different farmers. It is 
hoped the pickle patches will 
average 10,000 pounds per ac­
re, said Doyle Newsom, pre­
sident of the Plains Chamber 
of Commerce.

Newsom also extended a wa­
rm greeting to the farm hands 
and their families who will 
be here for the cucumber har­
vest. Newsom asked that lo­
cal businessmen go all out 
for the business of these farm 
hands in hopes that some will 
choose to remain in the co­
unty. The Chamber president 
said the economy will receive 
a shot in the arm and get a 
goost that it so badly needs.

Do C. Newsom Gin will once 
again be the receiving station 
for Morton Food Company wh­
ich it served in the same ca­
pacity last year. All Morton 
pickles grown in this area will 
be taken to the Newsom Gin

where they will be weighed 
and shipped to the proper de­
stination.

The cucumber harvest is 
expected to be good this year 
since the rains came at about 
the right time for the pickle 
crops.

Dannie Lopez will serve as 
field man for Morton Food 
in Plains. Newsom reported 
the Mr. Lopez is reliable and 
will do his utmost to assist 
those who planted cucumbers 
this year.

The Chamber president said 
he is very optimistict about 
the boost to the economy when 
the pickle pickers arrive. In 
urging local business men to 
let the farm hands know they 
are wanted , he urged the bu­
siness men to be fair when 
dealing with these people. A 
language barrier exists and 
Newsom called upon the co­
mmunity to over come this 
handicap with courtesies ex­
tended to the farm hands.

Terminal and county support 
loan and purchase rates for 
the 1967 crop grain sorghum 
have been announced.

The rates are based on the 
previously announced national 
average loanrate $1.61per hu­
ndred weight, up nine cents 
per hundred weight from the 
1966 grain sorghum loan rate.

Grain sorghum producers 
participating in the 1967 feed 
grain program will be elgible 
for price support loan for th­
eir 1967 production. They earn 
price support payments on up 
to 50 per cent of the proje­
cted production on their feed 
grain base acreage. The price 
support payment is 53 cents 
per hundred-weight.

The announced loan rate for 
Yoakum County is $1.59 per 
hundred weight, this compares 
with $1.50 County loan rate 
for the 1966 crop.

The announced rate is for 
grain sorghum grading No. 2 
or better. Price supportloans 
will be carried out through 
loans on farms and warehouse 
storage grain sorghum and by 
purchases.

Price support loans will be 
available in Yoakum County 
and other Texas Counties from 
time of harvest until May 31, 
1968. Loans mature on June 
30, 1968 and may be redeemed 
by paying the principle plus 
the required interest prior to 
maturity date.

Last month the Senate un­
animously passed some ame­
ndments to the G. L Bill, th­
ereby extending benefits to Vi­
etnam veterans and also in­
creasing a wide range of be­
nefits to veterans of earlier 
wars. The bill in its final 
form was actually a combin­
ation of two bills introduced 
in January—both of which I 
co-sponsored.

The first bill—called the 
Veterans Pension and Read­
justment Act of 1967—offen­
ded wartime „benefits to vet­
erans who serve during the 
Vietnam era’—thatperiodbe- 
ginning August 5,1964, the date 
of the Gulf og Tonkin inci­
dent, and ending on a future 
date to be determined by P r­
esidential proclamation. It in­
sured that men and women se­
rving their country during this 
‘hot’ wartime period would re­
ceive, among other benefits, 
full compensation for any ser­
vice-connected injuries or ill­
ness, pensions for non-service 
-connected disabilities and de­
ath, a $250 burial allowance 
and — if severely disabled 
—a $1,600 automobile allow­
ance.

Then, on the Senate floor, 
other provisions to improve 
and extend the G. L  Bill were 
added by amendment to this 
original ‘Vietnam Veterans’ 
bill. The resulting legislation 
will:
—Define Vietnam Veterans as 
those serving after August 5, 
1964.
—Extend Small Business Ad­
ministration and Federal Ho­
me Loans to World War II 
veterans through July of 1970. 
—Increase the limit on ve­
terans' home loans to $30,000 
where cost levels so require. 
—Raise monthly educational 

’ allowances to $130 for a single 
veteran, $155 for a veteran wi­
th one dependent, $175 for two 
dependents and an extra $10 
for each additional dependent. 
—Permit veterans to use ed­
ucational allowances forfull- 
time on-farm training. 
—Change the formula for co­
mputing entitlement to allow­
ances from one month’s be­
nefits for one month’s service 
to one and one half months 
benefits for one month’s ser­
vice..

—Permit veterans to use ed­
ucational allowances for full­
time apprenticeship and on- 
the -job training programs.

—Authorize the Veterans Ad­
ministration to pay $ lperm o- 
nth per enrolled veteran to 
schools to defray the admin­
istrative costs of reports and 
certifications.
—Permit veterans to receive 
educational assistance allow­
ances while pursuing high sc­
hool training needed to qua­
lify for higher education. Ti­
me spent in high school would 
not be charged against the ba­
sic entitlement for higher ed­
ucation.

The total cost of the bill 
through 1972 is estimated at 
$3.7 Billion—$1.4 Billion mo­
re than the five-year cost of 
the present legislation.

The new legislation serves 
an important two-fold purpose. 
It equates thepresentpensions 
being allotted to our older and 
disabled veterans and their 
dependents, with the current 
cost of living expense. Fur­
ther, it acknowledges the fact 
that those men who are now de­
fending South Vietnam from 
Communist aggression are in­
deed involved in a conflict no 
less important than our other 
struggles against tyranny.

It is inconceivable to me 
that the brave men who sea­
rch out the enemy in the de­
ltas of South Vietnam, or who 
face death each second in a 
battle like the recent incident 
at Hill 881, might not be ac­
knowledged as full-fledged re­
presentatives of this nation. 
We have been faced with draft 
card burners and despoilers of 
the flag of the United States 
here at home.

In contrast, patriotic young 
men carry on a battle which 
fulfills our commitments to 
free people throughout the wo- 
rold, and in turn, assures our 
nation that no such commun­
istic aggression will attack our 
shores.

We can do much to assure 
that these men are recogni­
zed for the outstanding valor 
and devotion they are exhib-

In the typical conditional sale, 
legal title remains in the seller 
until till the payments ¡ire com­
pleted. If the customer should de­
fault. the seller is entitled to re­
possess the merchandise.

But the law puts limits on the 
manner in which repossession may 
he accomplished. Violent means 
are not allowed. Even if a clause 
in the contract specifically author­
izes a strong-arm retaking, the 
law will generally disapprove of it 
anyhow—as a matter of sound 
public policy.

Furthermore, the repossessor 
must not force his way onto the 
premises. Take this case:

A team of repossessors, going 
to recover a piano, found no one 
at the debtor's home. They prompt­
ly gained access by breaking 
through a locked door, and de­
camped with the piano.

But. because of this forcible 
trespass, the company was held 
liable to the debtor for damages.

On the other hand, the law has 
no objection to repossession when 
fairly carried out. Thus:

A repossessor seeking a certain 
automobile found it parked on a 
public street. So he proceeded to
