The Record in' connection with civil dissobediance and riots
which have destroyed much of Detroit, Michigan.

The respected Texan asser=
ted that these people must le=
arn that they get no where in
looting and rioting and that
there is a better way of life
than taking the law into their
own, hands.

The congressman said that-
he is. taking a strong position
on this issue and that this lo=
oting and rioting must stop
Whatever the consequences
may be. He urged Democrats
and Republicans alike to stop
playing politics, because it is
coming home to haunt both
parties.

Rep. Mahon stressed that we
cannot tolerate anarchy and
that we must have stability
firsts The Appropriations che
airman further stated that the
House Committee on Un=-Ame=
erican Affairs is constantly at=
tempting to get to the bottom
of these issues and that he
urges them to continue to find
who is behind the Black Po=
wer movement and Who is be=
hind the instigation of the ri=
ots and lootinge Mahon also
said that he will urge the At=
torney General to take a hard
look at the situation and re=
appraise Wwhat is happening,

The congressman said that
he voted in the last session
on the bill which would have
made it a crime for a person
to cross a state line for the
purpose of inciting a riot. He
said it failed in the senate
due to no action being takens
The congressman also said he
voted on the bill last week
favoring the same type legis=
lation and hopes the senate

will  ratify
quickly.
Rep. Mahon stated that the
Federal government should not
meddle in the local authorit=
ies business but said when the
matter is concerning the seve=
ral states that the Federal
Government must take action.
