Editorial

The following is an excerpt from the Texas Sanitation Law

of 1945:

Section 5. DISPOSAL OF HUMAN EXCRETA:

(@) 'All human excreta in populous areas must be disposed
of through properly managed sewers, treatment tanks, ch=
emical toilets, approved privies, or by other methods app=
roved by the State Department of Health. The disposal sys=
tem shall be sufficient to prevent the pollution of surface soil,
the contamination of any drinking water supply, the infection
of any flies, cockroaches, or the creation of any other nu=
isance.

This, friends, tells us the story of cess pools in a popula=
ted area. We urge our city council members to act in haste
and rid our community of this blight on' the complexion of the
citys

There can be no excuse or reason for no action taken. No=
thing is more precious than the helth of the people of a co=
mmunitys Sometimes it is expensive to correct problems
which have existed for years without getting to the source of
the trouble, but this is no excuse to postpone action. We ap=
peal to our elected officials to enforce this law Within the
city, because it is under their jurisdiction. We do not imply
that ‘there is proof of the receh’l surge of infectious hepatitus
originating in the cess pools within the city, but wWe strongly
suggest that filth played a part, and What is more filthy than
a cess pool?

Let us be about the business of connecting to the sewer
which can be made available to all in our village. We live
in the space age, not the days of privies.

SPICY CHERRY MERINGUE PIE

1 8-inch baked pastry shell

/> cup sugar

2 tablespoons corn starch

1 (16 to 17-ounce) can water
pack cherries

2 egg whites

4 tablespoons sugar

4 teaspoon desired flavoring

2 tablespoons cinnamon
sugar (about)

Combine % cup sugar and corn starch in saucepan. Drain juice
from cherries and blend with sugar mixture. Add cherries. Stir-
ring constantly, bring to boil and boil 1 minute. Pour immediately
into baked pastry shell.

Beat egg whites until foamy. Add 4 tablespoons sugar, 1 table-
spoon at a time, beating well after each addition. Continue beat-
ing until stiff peaks form when beater is raised. Beat in desired
flavoring. Spread some meringue around edge of filling first, to
touch crust all around; then fill in center or arrange in peaks in
center. Sprinkle with cinnamon sugar. Bake until meringue is
lightly browned, 15 to 20 minutes in 350° F. (moderate) oven or
about 5 minutes in 425° F. (hot) oven. Cool at room temperature,
away from drafts.

Nat=
ionally, farm and ranch
families have $228 billion of
their own funds invested. in
agricultures This represents
83 per cent of the total cap=
ital requirements of farmers

Mr. jones stressed the im=
portance of farmers, ranchers
and bankers working closely
to improve farm and ranch
financial arrangements. He
reported that nine out of ten
insured banks throughout the
country had agricultural loans
outstanding, with nearly 88
per cent of the banks in Texas
extending credit to farm and
ranch people.

We first went to Plains in late summer of 1936 to manage
Melvin Huffhine’s barber shop while he and his wife took their
little daughter to the Mayo Clinic. They Wwere gone about
two weeks.

As [ recall, not too many buildings graced the streets of
Plains then. Mr. and Mrs. Woody Read’s new building was
only a couple of years olde It housed the Post Office, their
living quarters and their Mercantile Store on the ground floor,
and the Masonic Hall was on the entire second floor. Next
to the new building, Woody owned an old:tin shack which had

stuccoed and partitioned into rooms. Inside the first
Was an old bank vaults Oil and auto accessories were

m
* !pt in the vault to sell to customers Who bought gas from

the hand pumps out fromt. In the next room was Huffhin's
two = chair barbershop with a cleaning and pressing shop com=
bineds Mr. Huffhine barbered and Mrs. Huffhine did the cleaning
and pressing, In the rear-of the building was Jungle Jim's
garages

Across the street Were the remains of an old hotel Where
fimmy Pride had his cabinet shop. Jimmy and his fine family
ived in the rooms upstairs. There was another family by the
name of Jolly ( I think ) who also lived upstairs. South of Mr.
Pride’s shop was Paul Light's Lumber Yard, a new place of
business. Across the street north on the west side of the square
was a small vacant buildings I was told that Mrs. Moreland
had printed a newspaper in the building several years before.
Mr. E. Gutherie and Mrs. Frances H. Smith operated the
only hotel in Plains. It was located west of the vacant house
on the corner, S

A middle=aged couple lived in the story=-and=a=half building
north of the little vacantone. They carried a small line of canned
goods. They moved away and the woman went to Barber College.
The last time we saw her she owned a barber shop in Imperial,
Texase Mr, and Mrs. jost had a Service Station and a few
furnished apartments on the Wwest sides Every evening at
dark, Mr, Jost would start up his dynamo plant and his place
would light up like a Christmas tree. Mollie Smith and her
husband served delicious meals in one of the buildings along
there somewhere. There were several vacant buildings on the
west side, but I can’t put them in order.

On the north corner of the square was the ‘‘Wonder House’’,
so called because When Bill Tremble was building it he wouldn’t
tell what it was going to be, of course, everybody wondered
about it. The next building was the home of The Yoakum
County Review, the only newspaper in Yoakum county. It
was owned and operated by Mr. and Mrs. W, Je Hale. East
of there was nothing but prairie grass.

To the east of Read’s store was Hilburn Smith’s pool halleee
the only place of recreation in town. I think Hilburn rented
the building from Mrs. McLaren. Milt Mason rented a filling
station on the next corner from Mr. Toby Lynn. Durwood and
and Don McGinty had just finished building their new abstract
office in which they held open house, serving coffee and cake.
I'm not sure Where their place was located. Iknow that it
was east of the pool hall. About one=half block on the east,
Sherriff Jjoe Ellison owned a rock building and if I remember
right he had a few cabins and a windmill that pumped Water
that nobody could drinke Mr. Ed Dumas owned the next rock
building and he had his abstract office in it.

Mr. Cotton was County Jjudee, P. G. Stanford, the County
Attorney, Gertrude Taylor, County Treasurer, joe Ellison,
sherriff, and Bert Bartlett Deputy=Sherriff Edna Blankenship
and joe Webber worked for Mr. W. H. Hague, who was County
and District Clerks Warner Hayhurst was the School Principal.

Some of the schools in the county had consolidated and Mre
Huffhines put a home-made shell with planks inside for seats
on a pick-up. He painted it black and hired me to paint in
White, ‘‘School Bus’’ on the back and both sides of the shell.
It was-the first school bus in Plainse However, Sophia Myres
hauled children to school in an old care There may have been
others who brought children in that I didn’t know about.

Along about that time a baby girl was born to Merle and Elmer
Cross. essie Criswell and Wilma Martin married, and the
mother of Lonnie johnston dieds Walter McClellan and Bob
McConnell worked ';or the State Highway, and Volley O’Neal
and Kit Morris worked for the county. Plains could boast of
three churches, Baptist, Methodist and First Christian. The
only telephone in town was in Woody’s store.

Tubby worked for Mr, Huffhine five weeks before we decided
to move on. The Reads and the Huffhines begged us to stay,
but we were not used to such a slaw pace, even though we liked
the town and the peoples We simply had to migrate. It Was
with friendly handshakes and fond farewells that we promised
to come back. We kept that promise by moving to Plains laer
that falle But, that is in another chapter to be written 1wter.

To those who find my description of Plains, as I remember
it to have been in 1936, incorrect or lacking, please think of
me as doing my best to bring back pleasagt memories of over
th_irty years agoe
