Dr. Dorothy Lee, county coro­
ner, yesterday stated that the 
“ rainbow pill’ ’ diet plan might 
be the cause of several deaths 
in the southeastern corner of 
New Mexico. She said that she 
could find no other cause of death 
in these cases and it seemed the 
common denominator was the 
fact that the victims were all on 
the diet pills.

The “ rainbow pill”  diet has 
gained national prominence dur­
ing the past several months. Dr.

Lee says she had been working 
on obtaining information on the 
diet forseveral months and while 
doing this she had come across 
the cases that she investigated.

“ Dr. Henry declared that the 
patient, in a large number of in­
stances, has been able to obtain 
the pills by mail. I have some 
samples in my office, still in 
their shipping box. These pills 
are multi-colored and the color 
seems to be variable at times. 
Each pill usually contains a sing­
le Ingredient, although some of 
them contain more than one.

“ The patients are instructed 
to take a large number of pills 
in a day, ranging from four to 
17. The pills are color - coded, 
and the patients are told to take 
so many of the red ones, so ma­
ny of the green ones, and so on.’ ’

Dr. Henry has received letters 
from many women patients des­
cribing symptoms compatible 
with the hypokalemia, (low blood 
potassium) and-or digitalis ef­
fect.

The pills contain either sing­
ly or in combination such drugs 
as digitalis, thyroid a thiazide 
diuretic, a laxative, barbiturates 
and amphetamines.

Dr. Lee says that the deaths 
seem to be caused from a lack 
of potassium.

Most of the doctors, she said, 
seem to be running only a cash 
and carry, hurry type of opera­
tion. The doctors in this area 
see many patients a day and in 
quick sequence.

According to Life Magazine, 
which also carried an article on 
this problem this week, “ the 
doctors run a filling station type 
of operation, see 100 or so pa­
tients a day, give cursory phy­
sical exams or none at all, and 
carelessly send off their patients 
with sacks of potent—and possi­
bly deadly—pills.’ ’

BUILDING ORDINANCE

An ordinance providing for the character of buildings erected, 
moved in or repaired within designated zones.
Section 6; Building Permits; No building, wall structure, or 
part there of or addition to buiding within the City of Plains 
shall be erected, add too or removed, until a plan of the 
proposed construction, addition or other improvements, alteration 
or repairs shall be made, until a plan of the proposed work and the 
material to be used shall have been submitted to the City Secretary, 
who shall if in accordance with the provision of the ordanance issue 
a permit for the purposed construction, addition or repair. All 
buildings erected or repaired without a proper permit shall be 
removed if within the fire limits. No building shall be moved from 
one place to another outside of the fire limits and within the 
City limits without a proper permit thereof.
Section 9; It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation 
to hereinafter erect, construct, remove, remodel or repair any 
building or structure within the City limits of the City of Plains 
without first having complied with the provisions of this ordanance, 
and any person, firm, corporation violating any of the terms hereof 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon convict"on shall be fined 
not to exceed one hundred dollars.
