This is the last of my re­
gular reports for this congres­
sional session. As you know, it 
has been my practice in past 
years to suspend this nonpar­
tisan report during the conven­
tion and campaign periods of 
election years. That time is 
once again upon us.

In this last report of 1968 
I’d like to talk with you about 
jobs.

A good deal of our na­
tion’s attention has been cent­
ered in recent months on the 
need to improve employment 
opportunities for all our citi­
zens. For several years Con­
gress has been trying to assist 
by developing programs of job­
training supported at least in 
part by federal funds. We also 
have proposed the providing of 
tax incentives to private indus­
tries that devote resources and 
efforts to job-triining pro­
grams.

Recently a further idea has 
been put forward that may go a 
long way toward helping us 
meet our national goal of in­
creased job opportunities. It 
has been called the "National 
Job Bank,”  and I’d like to 
bring it to your attention.

Today, many of our people 
are enveloped in a vicious cy­
cle of poverty. Because they do 
not have a good education, they 
cannot get a good job and they 
cannot afford decenthousing. 
Because they live in slum hou­

sing, they find it difficult to 
establish a sound and stable 
home for their children.

This dependency cycle must 
be broken at every p o i n t -  
jobs, education, and housing.

In the long run, of cour­
se, quality education is the 
most important factor. But, 
even if we were to transform 
our educational system over­
night, the result of the miracle 
would not be felt for years—  
for education, by its very na­
ture, is a time-consuming 
process that proceeds and bui­
lds in logical steps. More­
over, for two-thirds of today’s 
poor, the days of basic educa­
tion have passed.

Decent housing is vital; 
and as the ranking minority 
member of theSenate’s Hous­
ing subcommittee I have sought 
for years to establish federal 
programs which would assist 
low-income families to ac­
quire their own homes. Just 
this spring Congress has ap­
proved the first of these low- 
income homeownership progr­
ams. I think it will work, and 
I’m hopeful it can later be ex­
panded to provide assistance to 
even more low-income famil­
ies.

But, housing alone can 
never resolve the basic con­
ditions of ignorance, jobless­
ness and despair.

Law officials stated they 

intended to enforce laws more 
heavily concerning these of­
fenses. Officials also stated 
that some youngsters have as­
sumed die attitude that nothing 
will come of the fact if they are 
caught in these illegal actions.

Officials state that although 
ignorance of the law is no ex­
cuse, many teenagers become 
involved in these actions by 
just being in the same car or 
group where illegal beverages 
are consumed or possessed.

The Texas law requires a 
person to be 21 years of age 
before it is legal for them to 
drink or possess alcoholic be­
verages.

A teenager can still be 
charged with possession un­
less their parents or legal 
guardian are with them. They 
still can’t  legally consume un­
less it is in the privacy of th­
eir home with their parents or 
guardian’s presence.

If another person, other than 
parents or guardian, are caug­
ht with illegal beverages in a 
group of minors they can be 
heavily fined for contributing 
to delinquency of minors, plus 
the youngsters facing charges 
of possessing alcoholic bev­
erages.

Many people are unaware

that it is unlawful for a can 
of beer to be opened in a car 
past midnight.

It is not the desire of lo­
cal officials to become ene­
mies or to be hard on young­
sters but it is their intention 
to educate the youngsters and 
the public about these laws. 
Necessary steps will be tak­
en if need be, for it is the 
duty of officials to carry out 
enforcement.

A booklet entitled "Laws 
Teen-agers Should Know” is 
available to youngsters and 
parents and can be picked < 
the sheriff’s office or at the 
Plains Record.

In addition to the Texas 
Liquor Control Act, the book­
let interprets laws concern­
ing motor vehicles, destruct­
ion of property, obscene liter­
ature, unlawfully carrying ar­
ms, and several areas of bur­
glary.

Youngsters, along with par­
ents, are urged to obtain a 
copy of this booklet and be­
come educated on laws con­
cerning minors.

It has also been suspected 
that bootleggers supply the 
youngsters with the booze. For 
several years Sheriff Heath 
has attempted to put an end to 
the "gravel pit porters” of 
the High School students.

Texas Voters Faced With 
14 Proposed Amendments

Campaigns will-be shap­
ing up soon on 14 more am­
endments to the state consti­
tution. All 14 of the proposed 
changes in thestate’s basic 
laws will be voted on at the 
general election November 5. 
Some are far-reaching, others 
routine.

Here are the amendments 
in the order in which they 
will appear on the November 
5 ballot:

1. Revising proviso ns for 
management and administra­
tion of the state employee’s 
retirement system and per­
mitting investment in securi­
ties other than government 
bonds.

2. Raising the state's wel­
fare spending ceiling from $60 
million to $75 million.

3. Permitting investment of 
the Permanent University F - 
und by UT regents in certain

types of securities, within the 
"prudent man rule.”

4. Allowing Dallas CaiJ 
to issue road bonds on vote 
of property taxpayers.

5. Authorizing a raise in 
state legislators’ salary fr­
om $4,800 to $8,400 a year 
and extending the per diem 
expense allowance of legisla­
tors ($12 a day) to 140 d ^s 
of a regular lawmaking ses­

sion. (Present limit is 120 
days.)

6. Allowing the legisla­
ture to exempt from property 
taxes equipment installed by 
industrialists to at trol air 
or water pollution.

7. Phasing out the state 
property tax after Dec. 31, 
1976, beginning next year, ex­
cept that portion for higher ed­
ucation institutions.

8 Eliminating the require­
ment that the governor, sec­

retary of state and comptrol­
ler approve contracts for pr­
inting and paper.

9, Providing for contribu­
tions to the teacher retire­
ment system on the basis of 
full salaries. (Contributions n- 
ow are limited to $504ayear.)

10. Allowing the legislature 
to provide for refund of state 
tax on cigars and tobacco pro­
ducts sold at retail in Texar­
kana.

11. Authorizing the legisla­
ture to permit consolidation 
of offices and governmental 
functions in El Paso and Tar­
rant Counties.

12. Giving the legislature 
power to authorize cities and 
counties to issue revenue b- 
onds for industrial develop­
ment purposes andpermitpri- 
vate concerns to operate plan­
ts thus financed.

Cont> from Page One
ture and clothing and food and 
entertainment— are the pro­
ducts of a good education and 
good jobs, not the reverse.

What is needed now, I be­
lieve, and what can be pro­
vided now, is the dignity and 
satisfaction of working for a 
living and earning the money 
that will give a person the 
economic power to buy the 
things that make a decent home 
and a good life.

What can we do to make it 
possible for more people to 
hold productive jobs?

Well, we know there are 
three requirements for a man 
to be productively employed. 
F irst, he must be qualified 
for the job; second, the jo b 
must be available; but third, 
he must know about the job. 
Thus far, we have concentra­
ted on the first two conditions, 
which is certainly not wrong, 
but we have failed to place 
adequate emphasis upon the 
third.

It is in ths area, 1 believe, 
that rapid progress can be 
made, and it is to this area 
that the National Job Bank 
proposal addresses itself.

In our concern to create 
job opportunities and to train 
people, we have largely ig­
nored the problem of com­
munication about jobs. Today, 
tens of thousands of jobs are 
going begging because people 
qualified for those jobs are 
not aware of them.

opening anywhere in the coun­
try.

Such computer job-mat- 
chig systems have been used 
for years in industry to match 
professional workers to pro­
fessional job opportunities. 
There seems to me to be no 
real barrier to using compu­
ters to match those seeking 
entry-level jobs to the jobs 
available.

One approach would be to 
establish a major computer 
centerin this country with 
scores of branches in the de­
pressed sections of our cities.

A person could walk in 
off the street and give all the 
essential facts to a computer 
operator— what kind of train­
ing he had, what kind of educa­
tional background he had, in 
what area he wanted to work, 
the income he needed, how 
many hours he coul d work 
This information would then b« 
fed into the computer whic.. 
would have been previously 
stockpiled with the job opport­
unities in private industry and 
business in non-profit organi­
zations and in government.

The computer could then 
provide the applicant with a 
report of the opportunities a- 
vailable in the community, the 
city, the state and even the na­
tion. This woud expand his 
range of job options, to ex­
pand his freedom of choice.

I believe the time has 
come to put computer tech­
nology to work resolving apart 
of our complex job crisis.

Proposed  CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

N U M B E R  S E V E N  ON TH E BA L LO T (S JR 32)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article VIII, 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended by adding 
a new Section 1-e to read as 
follows:

“Section 1-e.
“1. From and after Decem­

ber 31, 1978, no State ad va­
lorem taxes shall be levied 
upon any property within this 
State for State purposes ex­
cept the tax levied by Article 
VII, Section 17, for certain in­
stitutions of higher learning.

“2. The State ad valorem tax 
authorized by Article VII, Sec­
tion 3, of this Constitution 
shall be imposed at the follow­
ing rates on each One Hundred 
Dollars ($100.00) valuation for 
the years 1968 through 1974: 
On January 1, 1968, Thirty- 
five Cents (35«) ; on January 
1, 1969, Thirty Cents (30«); 
on January 1, 1970, Twenty- 
five Cents (25«); on January 
1, 1971, Twenty Cents (20«); 
on January 1, 1972, Fifteen 
Cents (15«); on January 1, 
1973, Ten Cents (10«); on Jan­
uary 1, 1974, Five Cents (5«); 
and thereafter no such tax for 
school purposes shall be levied 
and collected. An amount suf­
ficient to provide free text 
books for the use of children 
attending the public free 
schools of this State shall be 
set aside from any revenues 
deposited in the Available 
School Fund, provided, how­
ever, that should such funds 
be insufficient, the deficit may 
be met by appropriation from 
the general funds of the State.

“3. The State ad valorem 
tax of Two Cents (2«) on the 
One Hundred Dollars valua­
tion levied by Article VII, Sec­
tion 17, of this Constitution 
shall not be levied after De­
cember 31, 1976. At any time 
prior to December 31, 1976, 
the Legislature may establish 
a trust fund solely for the 
benefit of the widows of Con­
federate veterans and such 
Texas Rangers and their wid­
ows as are eligible for retire­
ment or disability pensions 
under the provisions of Article 
XVI, Section 66, of this Con­
stitution, and after such fund 
is established the ad valorem 
tax levied by Article VII, Sec­
tion 17, shall not thereafter be 
levied.

“4. Unless otherwise provid­
ed by the Legislature, after 
December 31, 1976 all delin­
quent State ad valorem taxes 
together with penalties and 
•interest thereon, less lawful 
costs of collection, shall be 
used to secure bonds issued for 
permanent improvements at in­
stitutions of higher learning, 
as authorized by Article VII, 
Section 17, of this Constitu­
tion.

“5. The fees paid by the 
State for both assessing and 
collecting State ad valorem 
taxes shall not exceed two per 
cent (2 V r) of the State taxes 
collected. This subsection shall 
be self-executing.”

Sec. 2. That Article III, Sec­
tion 51, of the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend­
ed so as hereafter to read as 
follows:

“Section 51. The Legislature 
shall have no power to make 
any grant or authorize the 
making of any grant of public 
moneys to any individual, as­
sociation of individua s, mu­
nicipal or other corporations 
whatsoever; provided, however, 
the Legislature may grant aid 
to indigent and disabled Con­
federate soldiers and sailors 
under such regulations and 
limitations as may be deemed 
by the Legislature as expedi­
ent, and to their widows in in­
digent circumstances under 
such regulations and limita­
tions as may be deemed by the 
Legislature as expedient; pro­
vided that the provisions of 
this Section shall not be con­
strued so as to prevent the 
grant of aid in cases of public 
calamity.”

Several years ago a coll­
ege boy coming south ate 
his first bowl of gumbo. Af 
ter tasting It he remarked*' 
"It's worth a trip to the So­
uth to get a bowl of gumbo. 
Just think, I’ve missed this 
delicious dish all my life! " 

"Gumbo", as okra Is som­
etimes called, actually is 
its place In American his­
tory. Originating In Africa, 
It spread throughout the wa­
rmer regions of the world.
It finally reached America 
through the French coloni­
sts of Louisiana in the early 
1700’s. It gained outstand­
ing popularity In French co­
okery In Louisiana, althou­
gh it was slow to receive 
any degree of popularity el­
sewhere in this country.

By 1748 it was being gro­
wn as far north as Philadel­
phia; Jefferson said it was 
known in Virginia before 
1781 and from about 1800 
onward numerous garden 
writers had something to 
say about it.

For many years okra has 
held an Important place am­
ong the garden vegetables 
of the southern states. Some 
of the South’s (In particu­
lar, Louisiana's) well-kno­
wn dishes contain okra.

Here are a few of the ma­
ny ways to prepare okra; 
Chicken Gumbo 
1 quart young okra 
1 chicken, 3 to 4 pounds

Add salt 
to taste and a little cayen­
ne, Serve with flaky cook­
ed rice.

Always remember that c 
ra should be cooked in aga­
te, porcelain, aluminum, 
or earthenware utensils. Co­
pper, brass, or iron cooking 
utensils should not be used 
in preparing okra, as the 
pods become discolored.

Fried Okra 
2 quarts young okra 
4 tablespoons fat 
Salt to taste

Wash the okra, dry thor­
oughly, and cut crosswise 
in pieces about one-half 
inch thick. Heat the fat In 
a frying pan, add the okra, 
cover and cook 10 minutes. 
Stir frequently to prevent 
scorching. Remove the co­
ver, continue to cook until 
the okra is tender, and bro­
wn lightly. Serve at once.

If preferred, the okra may 
be rolled in seasoned corn 
meal before being fried. Al­
so the whole pods may be 
parboiled and drained, then 
dipped in com meal, and 
fried.

N U M B E R  E L E V E N  ON T H E BA L L O T  (H J R 6 0 )

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Article III, 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended to add Sec­
tion 64 to read as follows: 

“Section 64. (a) The Legis­
lature may by statute provide 
for consolidation of govern­
mental olfices and functions of 
government of any one or 
more political subdivisions 
comprising or located within 
El Paso or Tarrant Counties.

In addition to 
the powers given the Legisla­
ture under Section 48, Article 
III, it shall have the right to 
levy taxes to establish a fund 
to provide retirement, disabil­
ity and death benefits for per­
sons employed in the public 
schools, colleges and universi­
ties supported wholly or partly 
by the state; provided that the 
amount contributed by the 
state to such fund each year 
shall be equal to the aggre­
gate amount required by law 
to be paid into the fund by 
such employees, and shall not 
exceed at any time six per 
centum (6r/< ) of the compen­
sation paid each such person 
by the state and/or school dis­
tricts; and provided that no 
person shall be eligible for re­
tirement who has not rendered 
ten (10) years of creditable 
service in such employment, 
and in no case shall any per­
son retire before either attain­
ing the age fifty-five (55) or 
completing thirty (30) years 
of creditable sendee, but shall 
be entitled to refund of moneys 
paid into the fund.

“Moneys coming into such 
fund shall be managed and in­
vested as provided in Section 
48b of Section III of the Con­
stitution of Texas; provided a 
sufficient sum' shall be kept 
on hand to meet payments as 
they become due each year un­
der such retirement plan, as

may be provided by law; and 
provided that the recipients of 
such retirement fund shall not 
be eligible for any other state 
pension retirement funds or 
direct aid from the State of

“AGAINST the amendment 
to Section 48a of Article III 
allowing contributions to be 
made on the basis of full 
salary of members of the 
Teacher Retirement System 
of Texas.”
Each voter shall mark out 

one of said clause^ on the bal­
lot leaving the one expressing 
his vote on the proposed 
amendment. If it appears from 
the returns of said election 
that a majority of the votes

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 51-a 

of Article III of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended, and the same is here­
by amended, so as to read as 
follows:

“Section 51-a. The Legisla­
ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub­
ject to limitations herein con­
tained, and such other limita­
tions, restrictions and regula­
tions as may by the Legisla­
ture be deemed expedient, for 
assistance to and/or medical 
care for, and for rehabilitation 
and any other services includ­
ed in the Federal legislation 
providing matching funds to 
help such families and indivi­
duals attain or retain capabili­
ty for independence or self- 
care, and for the payment of 
assistance to and/or medical 
care for, and for rehabilitation 
and other services for:

“ (1) Needy aged persons who 
are citizens of the United 
States or noncitizens who shall 
have resided within the boun­
daries of the United States for 
at least twenty-five (25) years 
and are over the age of sixty- 
five (65) years;

“ (2) Needy individuals who 
are citizens of the United 
States who shall have passed 
their eighteenth (18th) birth­
day but have not passed their 
sixty-fifth (65th) birthday 
and who are totally and per­
manently disabled by reason 
of a mental or physical handi­
cap or a combination of physi­
cal and mental handicaps;

“ (3) Needy blind persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States and who are over the 
age of eighteen (18) years;

“ (4) Needy children who are 
citizens of the United States 
and who are under the age of 
twenty-one (21) years, and to 
the caretakers of such chi'- 
dren.

“The Legislature may define

the residence requirements, if 
any, for participation in these 
programs.

“The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the State of Texas to cooperate 
with the Government of the 
United States in providing as­
sistance to and/or medical 
care on behalf of needy per­
sons, and in providing reha­
bilitation and any other ser­
vices included in the Federal 
legislation providing matching 
funds to help such families 
and individuals attain or re­
tain capability for independ­
ence or self-care and to ac­
cept and expend funds from 
the Government of the United 
States for such purposes in ac­
cordance with the laws of the 
United States as they now are 
or as they may hereafter be 
amended, and to make appro­
priations out of state funds for 
such purposes; provided that 
the maximum amount paid out 
of state funds to or on behalf 
of any individual recipient 
shall not exceed the amount 
that is matchable out of Fed­
eral funds; provided that the 
total amount of such assist­
ance payments and/or medical 
assistance payments out of 
state funds on behalf of such 
recipients shall not exceed the 
amount that is matchable out 
of Federal funds; provided 
that if the limitations and re­
strictions herein contained are 
found to be in conflict with 
the provisions of appropriate 
Federal Statutes as they now 
are or as they may be amend­
ed, to the extent that Federal 
matching money is not avail­
able to the state for these pur­
poses, then and in that event 
the Legislature is specifically 
authorized and empowered to 
prescribe such limitations and 
restrictions and enact such 
laws as may he necessary in 
order that such Federal match­
ing money will be available 
for assistance and/or medical 
care for or on behalf of needy

persons; and provided further, 
that the total amount of money 
to be expanded por fiscal year 
out of s ate funds for assist­
ance payments only to recipi­
ents of Old Age Assistance, 
Aid to the Permanently and 
Totally Disabled, Aid to the 
Blind, and Aid to Families 
with Dependent Children shall 
never exceed Seventy-five Mil­
lion Dollars ($75,000,000).

“Nothing in this Section 
shall be construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 of 
Article XVI of this Constitu­
tion; provided further, how­
ever, that such medical care, 
services or assistance shall 
also include the employment 
of objective or subjective 
means, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of as­
certaining and measuring the 
powers of vision of the human 
eye, and fitting lenses or 
prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal condi­
tion of vision. Nothing herein 
shall be construed to permit 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever in 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe any drug or 
physical treatment whatsoever, 
unless such optometrist is a 
regularly licensed physician or 
surgeon under the laws of this 
state.”

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How Big is the Cotton Industry
While an estimate of the total investment in enterprises growinjg and process­
ing cotton, and seed and manufacturing lint into textiles is subject to a wide 
margin of error, about $22 billion will be a very conservative figure. Agricul­
ture and the enterprises it supports comprise the nation's largest industry. 
Cotton is the most important cash crop, grown on some 850,000 farms from 
the southern tip of Virginia to the valleys of Californa. In round figures, the 
industry includes 6,300 gins, 1,500 raw cotton merchandising firms, 1,2500 
cotton warehouses and compresses, 280 cotton oil mills and 1,000 cotton tex­
tile mills. An estimated 12 million people depend on cotton for their livelihood.

The role of the cooperatives on the South Plains can not be over­
played. From a fifteen-member group in 1936, the cooperative family 
has grown to more than one hundred associations. During this time 
these cooperatives have returned many millions of dollars to their patrons. 
Included in these patronage dividends are the margins of their regional 
organizations which represent savings well in excess of sixty million dollars 
to date. These returns reflect the stabilizing effect the cooperatives have 
had on cotton and cottonseed markets. It has been estimated that every 
area cotton producer has realized an average of more than $10 per ton 
for cottonseed over what they would have received had Plains Cooperative 
Oil Mill never existed. Directly, or indirectly, the cooperatives are of 
economic significance to all South Plains farmers and their city cousins.
