Many Stockmen Form
Cattle Associations

Farmers and cattlemen are
acquiring needed land resour=
ces by forming grazing asso=
ciations and obtaining financi=
al assistance from the Far=
mers Home Administration,
the agency’s Yoakum County S=
upervisor, Homer P, Cole said
this weeke.

A grazing association is
composed of a group of family
farmers and ranchers who join
together to acquire and de=
velop land to provide seasonal
grazing for livestock belonging
to its members. The non=
profit asssociation is owned,
operated, and managed by its
members.

‘Small farmers,’ Mr. Co=
le said, ‘can increase their
incomes, make better use of
land and water resources, and
develop larger equity in land
through use of a grazing ass=
ociation. Thisprogram often
provides small farmers with

their only opportunity to re=
main in farming on a profi=
table basis.’

Other advantages of an as=
sociation include providing o=

pportunities toimprove livest=

ock quality, gain bargaining
power in the market place,
build more stable operations
and strengthen the rural co=
MMmunity.

‘Results benefit the enti=
re community, Mr. Cole said,
‘because associations accom=
plish better use of land and
water resources and provide
expanded tax bases and more
local buying power.’

The grazing associations
now in operation in Texas
range in size from 4 to 43
members, depending on the nu=
mber oflivestock to be suppor=
ted and dimensions and qual=-
ity of the land.

lion Dollars ($75,000,000).

“Nothing in this Section
shall be construed to amend,
modify or repeal Section 31 of .
Article XVI of this Constitu-
tion; provided further, how-
ever, that such medical care,
services’ or assistance shall
also include the employment
of objective or subjective
means, without the use of
drugs, for the purpose of as-
certaining and measuring the
powers of vision of the human
eye, and fitting lenses or
prisms to correct or remedy
any defect or abnormal condi-
tion of vision. Nothing herein
shall be construed to permit
optometrists to treat the eyes
for any defect whatsoever in
any manner nor to administer
nor to prescribe any drug or
physical treatment whatsoever,
unless such optometrist is a
regularly licensed physician or
surgeon under the laws of this
state.”

NUMBER NINE ON THE BALLOT (SJR4)

SENATE JOINT RESOLU-
TION No. 4 Proposing an
amendment to the Constitution
of the State of Texas, amend-
ing Section 48a of Article III
thereof, so as to provide for
contributions on the basis of
the full salary of members of
the Teacher Retirement Sys-
tem; providing for the sub-
mission of the proposed
amendment to a vote of the
people at an election and for
proclamation and publication
thereof.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 48a
of Article III of the Constitu-
tion of Texas be amended so
as to read as follows:

“Section 48a. In addition to
the powers given the Legisla-
ture under Section 48, Article
III, it shall have the right to
levy taxes to establish a fund
to provide retirement, disabil-
ity and death benefits for per-
sons employed in the public
schools, colleges and universi-
ties supported wholly or partly
by the state; provided that the
amount contributed by the
state to such fund each year
shall be equal to the aggre-
gate amount required by law
to be paid into the fund by
such employees, and shall not

exceed at any time six per
centum (6%) of the compen-
sation paid each such person
by the state and/or school dis-
tricts; and provided that no
person shall be eligible for re-
tirement who has not rendered
ten (10) years of creditable
service in such employment,
and in no case shall any per-
son retire before either attain-
ing the age fifty-five (55) or
completing thirty (30) years
of creditable service, but shall
be entitled to refund of moneys
paid into the fund.

“Moneys coming into such
fund shall be managed and in-
vested as provided in Section
48b of Section IIT of the Con-
stitution of Texas; provided a
sufficient sum shall be kept
on hand to meet payments as
they become due each year un-

| der such retirement plan, as

may be provided by law; and
