to Texas or would have been
eligible to vote in the pres=-
idential election in the state
of his former residence if he
had remained there and come
plied with the state’s legal
requirements for voting.

Mrs. Heald: said that if
the voter was registered in
the state of his former resi=
dence and has a yoter regis=
tration certificate or other
document to prove his regis=
tration, he should have the
document With him when he
applies at the clerk’s office.
Otherwise, it will be necess=
ary for the clerk to contact
the appropriate election off-

landlords may want to have
their grain divided at the el=
evator With the tennant and
landlord each receiving a wa=
regouse receipt for his share
of grain, By doing so each
may obtain a separate loan
without obtaining- the other’s
signature on the loan docu=
mente

Only grain grown on a
farm participating in the feed
grain program is eligible for
a CCC loan. Loans will be
available through May 30th
and the maturity date is June
30, 1969,

If a producer wishes to
redeem his grain at any time
through June 30, 1969 the in=
terest is 30 cents per hundred
dollar per month Or app=
roximately 3 and a half per
cent interest.
