Given Warning

Livestock owners are ur­
ged to make a close check 
of all livestock for any poss­
ible case of screwworms. On 
Friday of last week an animal 
was found with worms in a de­
horning wound and a sample 
of the worms were sent to 
the Screwworm Eradication C- 
enter at Mission, Texas for 
identification. They were pos- 
itivelv identified and an air­
plane was dropping sterile fl­
ies over the area tour miles 
northeast of Denver City on 
Monday, Oct. 1.

This is the first case of 
screwworms in the county in 
over four years and only the 
second outbreak since the era­
dication program began. Li­
vestock owners are urged to 
take samples of any suspected 
case and be sure the worms 
are sent to the laboratory 
for identification. There is 
a supply of containers at the 
County Agent’s office. Con­
tainers were distributed to 
all livestock owners at the 
beginning of the screwworm 
eradication program, but it is 
likely that manv of them have
