The three Cotton Classing of­
fices of the USDA in this area 
classed 79,000 samples of new 
crop cotton last week ending Fri­
day, November 8, 1968. This 
brought the total for the entire 
season to 178,000. 86,000 sam­
ples had been classed on the 
South Plains this time lastyear.

Predominant grades were 
Middling, Strict Low Middling, 
Middling Light Spotted, and 
Struct Low Middling Light Spot­
ted. These 4 grades represent­
ed 91 percent of the total class­
ed. The average staple length 
from the South Plains area last 
week was slightly longer than 1 
inch.

Micronaire readings by per­
centages were: 5.0 and higher 
1 percent, 3.5 - 4.9 57 per­
cent; 3.3-3.4, 17 percent; 3.0-3.2 
19 percent; 2.7-2.9 5 percent; 
and 2.6 and below 1 percent.

The average Pressley tests, 
which is the breaking strength 
of the fibers, for the Lubbock 
area was 86,000 pounds per 
square inch; for the Lames a area 
85,000 pounds, and for the 
Brownfield area 87,000 pounds.

Prices reported to the Con­
sumer and Marketing Service of 
the USDA at Lubbock ranged 
from $15 to $16.25 per bale ov­
er the government loan value 
for White grades, staples 1-inch 
or shorter, whUe 1-132 or lon­
ger staples were $16.50 per bale 
over the loan. Light spotted

grades of 1-inch or shorter were 
reported selling at $15.50 to 
$16.75 over the loan, whUe 1- 
1-32 and longer staples were 
$15.25 per bale over the loan. 
All prices are quoted in the 3.5 
to 4.9 micronaire range.

Average prices for cottonseed 
paid to producers was $49 per 
ton.

Conservation  Report
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What will your soil be like 
next spring? There are ways 
of at least keeping It so you can 
look at it. One of these is to 
leave the RESIDUE on the land.

Each year there are some who 
just must plow and while plow­
ing may be all right insomepla- 
ces, it just does not measure up 
on all our soils as some think.

There are several different 
methods of plowing too. Some 
leave all the residue on the sur­
face while others bury it all. 
When the residue is left on the 
surface of the soil it does ma­
ny things. One, It holds our 
precious top soil. Two, it holds 
much-needed moisture, as much 
as an Inch or two. Three, it 
cuts the cost of farming, as 
you save shreading, plowing now 
and sand fighting next spring.

it leaves the soil bare for the 
next five or six months. The 
residue does not rot as some 
think; the soil is too cold for 
bacteria to work. The residue 
will drag and hinder planting 
next spring. And of course our 
soil loss may be as much as 
four to six Inches.

If you Just must plow, why not 
use a chisel type plow that will 
leave all your residue on the 
land? By the way, chisel plow­
ing will destroy as much john- 
son grass as any breaking plow.

Another item that is worthy of 
mention is the fact that grain 
sorghum residue plowed under 
harbors the midge while residue 
left on the land does not. This 
was proven by research at Half­
way Station near Plainview, and 
has been done several times.

for the horse. A Tennessee walk­
ing horse is not shoed like oth­
er horses, and it has been hard 
to find a blacksmith to do the 
Job right.
