Fire Dam age H e a vy
A fire at She .1 Company's 

Wasson Number 2 Gas Processi- 
ing Plant two miles north of De­
nver City, Texas was discovered 
at 12-.50 p .m . in the process pu­
mp building. No one was injur­
ed and the fire was extinguished 
Saturday evening.

The blaze was confined to the 
pump building and the base of 
the rich oil deethanizer. No de­
finite cause for the fire has been 
determined pending inspection 
of the burned area. The entire 
field gas gathering system was 
safely shutdown preventing the 
inlet gas from feeding the fire.

The damaged plant is one of 
two interconnecting gas process­
ing facilities operated by Shell 
in the Wasson Field. The plants 
are jointly owned by Shell and

Coltexo Corporation. Together 
the plants handled about 185 m i­
llion cubic feet of gas per day.
An extension to handle an addi­
tional 100 m illion cubic feet per 
day is under construction ad jace­
nt to the damaged plant. Tem p­
orary facilities to handle gas pro­
duction from the Wasson Field 
will be installed. The estimated 
loss has not been determined.

In addition to Shell plant and 
field personnel, the Voluntary 
Fire Departments of Denver City, 
Seminole, Plains, Brownfield, 
Andrews, and Seagraves plus loc­
al oil field contract crews extin­
guished the blaze.

Mr. Taylor's talk was invigor­
ating and quite informative and 
should inspire a greater interest 
of the members in their local 
club.

Mr. Jack Redshaw and Mr. 
Harold D. Holloway, represen­
tatives of the E. I. Dupont de 
Nemours & Company, were 
present and Mr. Redshaw pre­
sented a film showing some of 
the technicalities of the "Per- 
m acep" permeators now being 
installed in Plains for the pur­
pose of purifying and removing 
much of the solids from the 
present water supply. The re ­
sults of this project will be to 
furnish the users of city water 
with a soft water for all their 
domestic needs.

The Dupont Company has 
been researching the Plains for 
two years, first with a mobil 
unit and then with one of the 
units now operating at the City 
Hall, the type of which is being 
installed a t the huge p lant near 
the C ity’s water tower in South 
Plains. Mr. Redshaw stated that 
when com pleted, this plant would 
constitute the largest of its kind 
in the world. The capacity of 
which is 100, 000 gallons a day. 
There are other plants of this 
kind operating in other parts of 
this country, nam ely, Oklahoma 
Iowa and California, but none 
with such a capacity.

Mr. Redshaw furnished many 
facets of the "Permacep" pro­
jec t, the facts and analysis of 
the Plains water and the results 
to be expected. The program 
was fascinating and inspires 
pride in the fact that the small 
town of Plains, Texas, was 
chosen for the site of this huge 
and very important research 
project.

No definite date was set for 
the com mencem ent of operation^ 
of the plant but it can be ex-

pected to be in the near future 
as the installation of the equip­
m ent is nearly com pleted.

The program was a very in­
teresting and entertaining one, 
and with die fine luncheon, the 
results were a fine meeting.

The officials of the Seventee­

nth Annual Junior Livestock Sale 
were real well pleased with the 
ave.rage prices paid by the buy­
ers Saturday afternoon. It is be­
lieved this year's sale was a rec­
ord for average prices paid for 
all livestock. Beef calves sold 
for an average price of $47. 52, 
barrows bought an average of 
$41.63, and the lambs sold for 
an average price of $72. 04.
The eighteen steers sold for 
$7,617.60; one hundred and two 
barrows brought a total of $8, - 
905.51; and sixty-three lambs 
sold for $4,198. 53. The 183 
head brought in a total of $20,
721. 64.
