“Game of Chance”

“Fifty cents per shot.” said the
sign at a certain golf course. “If
you score a hole-in-one. you win
$5.000.™

Sure enough, a golfer eventually
did come through with a hole-in-
one. But the proprietor refused to
pay the prize money. Haled into
court, he argued that the contest
was a “game of chance™—hence,
not enforceable by law.

However. the judge disagreed.
Ordering the money paid, the
judge said there was simply too
much skill involved in a golf shot

to classify this as a game of
‘chance.

In varying degree, gambling is
regulated in every state. Often,

under these regulations, it becomes

necessary for a court to decide
what is meant by the phrase “game
of chance.”

Sometimes the answer is rela-
tively easy. Thus, the throwing of
dice has consistently been held a
game of chance. So has roulette.
So has matching pennies.

On the other hand, chess and
checkers and spelling bees have all
been held not games of chance

~ but games of skill.

What about bridge? Most courts
have classified bridge, too, as a
game of skill.

*Although there is of course an
element of chance resulting from
the deal of the cards,” explained
one judge, “there is a continually
recurring necessity in the bidding
and play to make decisions which
will ordinarily be determinative of
the outcome.”

Does it “take the curse off” a
forbidden game of chance if the
stakes are very small? As a matter
of principle, no. Consider this case:

A restaurant owner was arrested
on a charge of operating an il-
legal gambling device on his prem-
ises. Although he protested that
the prizes were worth only a nick-
el, the court found him guilty any-
how. :

What the law is concerned about,
said the court, is any device ‘“de-
signed to intrigue the unwary and
arouse the latent cupidity of hu-
man nature into the notion that it
could get something for nothing.”

Freedom is something that
most of us would be willing to
fight to protect. In fact, Ameri-
cans have been called on to risk
their lives in defense of freedom
on many occasions.

But what is freedom?

It has different meanings to
different people.

For example, there is the
young man, a student at Oak-
land University, near Detroit,
who hit the headlines recently
by taking off his clothes while
he read poems and talked to a
class of about 50 students of both
sexes, discussing poetry and life.

He took an apple and started
talking about Adam and Eve in
the Garden of Eden.

Explaining his action, he said,
“If I am naked and I am not
ashamed, then I am free.”

Freedom From What?

He did not explain what he
was free from. Clothing, ob-
viously, but what else? Good
judgment? Common sense? An
understanding of what is expect-
ed of decent and respectable
people?

Yes, he was free from some-
thing—but his action indicates
that he is a prisoner of some
false and peculiar notions of
what life is really all about.

Another comment on freedom
was made, not long ago, by Sen.
Edmund Muskie of Maine. Sen.
Muskie said, ‘‘A man who’s poor
isn’t free. A man who is ignorant
isn’t free. A man who can’t send
his children to a good school
isn’t free.”

Greatest Freedom =
In the World &7
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Now, nobody is going to say
that it is desirable to be poor,
or ignorant, or unable to send
one’s children to a good school.
But to equate this with freedom
indicates a lack of a clear com-
prehension of the meaning of
freedom.

Sam Levenson, well-known co-
median and author, says of his
childhood circumstances, ‘“‘We
were independently poor.”

If anybody undertook to tell
him that the Levenson family
wasn’t free — because it was
poor—he would laugh at the idea.

“Glorious Liberty’’
Another example: the apostle
Paul was poor, sometimes lack-
ing adequate food and clothing.
But was he not free? ¢

In truth, Paul was free in a
sense not comprehended by
many of his contemporaries and
certainly not understood by
many today.

Paul spoke of the ‘‘glorious
liberty of the children of God.”
He experienced this most im-
portant freedom.

Jesus said, ‘“Ye shall know
the truth, and the truth shall
make you free.”

There is a freedom from sin,
a fredom from guilt, a freedom
to have fellowship with God
which Paul had, in spite of his
poverty in terms of this world’s
goods.

This freedom you, too, can
have by taking the way of
Christ, as Paul did.

And this is the greatest free-
dom in the world.

Texas Losing
Teachers

Austin--Texas is losing nearly
10, 000 teachers a year--15% of
those leaving the teaching pro-
fession in Texas are going to
other states where the pay is be-
tter, Katheryn Townsend, Pres-
ident of the 46, 000-member
Texas Classroom Teachers Asso-
ciation, said in a prepared state:
ment to the Senate and House
Education Committees.

Texas must raise its teachers’
salaries to prevent this drain of
qualified personnel, Mrs. Town
send said. "Salaries must be
raised to a level which will at-
tract and retain top young peo-
ple in the teaching profession."”

Speaking before the House
Public Education and Senate Ed-
ucation Committees, in favor
of S.B. 100 and H.B. 240, Mrs,
Townsend said that quality in-
struction for the three million
school children in Texas cannot
be maintained as long as the
teaching profession continues to
lose its members to business and-
industry. Mrs. Townsend said
that this loss stems trom one ba-
sic fact--"they can make sub-
stantially larger salaries in oth-
er fields, "

According to Katheryn Town-
send, "We need to attract more
young men into the field of ed-
ucation. At the present time,
slightly over 28% of Texas tea-
chers are men. Thirty-four

other states have a higher per-

A state-wide organization has
been created for this purpose and
it is the Brush Control and Range
Improvement Association, The
chief purpose of the association
is to find new chemicals that
will control brush and weeds at
a lower cost.

In order to gain this new kno-
wledge, the association is ask=
ing landowners to pay one cent
on their range land for the next
five years. Mr. G. W.Cleve-
land is the county Chairman of
this drive for funds and he says
that all contributions should be
paid before May 1st. He has .
attended two District Meetings
of the Association during the
past two months and he can qu-
ote several reasons why he be-
lieves that pennies spent for re-
search now could mean dollars
for the landowners later on.

This new program will be ex-
plained at a meeting tentatively
set for April 17. All local land-
owners and operators are urged
to attend this meeting and leamn
how a contribution for research
will increase the productivity
of the land, reduce the expenses
of operating farms and ranches
and create more available wea-
1th for the people and the gover-
ning bodies of the state.
