Notice 
To Dog 
Owners

The tim e for vaccinating and 
licensing dogs again approaches. 
Though it  sometimes seems that 
a ll this is an encroachment on 
the personal rights and liberty 
of the young to possess and e n ­
joy their pets it  must be taken 
into consideration that these sa­
m e littlefolks are entitled to the 
privilege of having s a f e  and 
healthy pets and safeguarded a - 
gainst the dreadful plague of ra­
bies. Rabies as many other sick­
ness of this type can be control­
led and eventually exterminated 
through a thorough practice o f 
vaccination. This cannot be do­
ne by the city for the entire dog 
population. It  must be done by 
the dog owners who think w e l l  
enough of their pets to properly 
care for them.

In order to maintain some con­
trol of the dog population in any 
city , an ordinance providing for 
the licensing of desireable dogs 
and disposing of the unlicensed 
ones is essential. The City o f 
Plains has an adequate dog ordi­
nance with the provision that a ll 

• dogs kept within the city limits 
must be licensed. The ordinance 
also provides that no dog can be 
licensed without first being vac­
cinated for rabies.

It’s Just Charles Now
The editorial quip entitled, "Who needs De G aulle?", published 

in 4 -3 -6 9  in the RV in regards to the visit of the then French Pre­
sident, was made primarily in concern for the welfare of the Uni­
ted States. Of course, the fact that De Gaulle has been on slip­
pery ground in his own country has been well known fo r  m a n y  
months and his eventual fall has been highly suspect. However,

- it was not with any aim at the prophetic that the article was writ­
ten and the sudden developments that brought on the actual down­
fall cam e with much surprize to this editor.

As our source of information is confined to the general news m e­
dia we make no claim  of any inside information. In viewing the 
situation from our position it would be erroneous to infer that w e 
were not pleased with the news of De Gaulle's demise from th e  
high position. To anyone who has witnessed his constant attacks, 
both verbally and governmentally, his absents from international 
affairs can only lend a sense of satisfaction and security.

While it  would be ambiguous to attempt to belittle or deny the 
greatness of the impact that the career of Charles De Gaulle has 
had on world affairs it still remains next to impossible to explain 
his attitude toward the United States the past few years. It c e  r - 
tainly could in no way be considered as friendly nor constructive.

’ The temptation to relegate the matter to senility is great i f  i t  
were not for what now appears to be an over abundance of affec­
tion and superfluous expression of sympathy and gratuity by th e  
heads of state of the United States.

It is evidenced by history* that without the support of the United 
States Government, Charles De Gaulle would still be in Algeria 
under his self imposed exile. His raid on the United States gold 
reserves and his blatant and defiant attempt to devaluate th e  A - 
merican dollar only a few months ago are sufficient evidence of 
the type of gratitude to be expected. It would be well to relegate 
this man to history before the United States is made ot appear silly 
in the presence of the entire world.

Swine Course
by LEO WHITE 

County Agricultural Agent 

The three night swine s h o r t -  
course sponsored by the Yoakum 
County Swine Committee was 
well attended. This shortcourse 
was held at Plains on the nights 
of April 21, 22 and 23. The 31 
people who attended the meet­
ings received some very good 
information pertaining to  a l l  
phases of swine production.

Dr. D.B. Hudman, extension 
service swine specialist f r o m  
College Station, conducted the 
shortcourse and brought s o m e  
factual information that should 
prove to be beneficial to our lo­
ca l swine producers. Everything 
brought out in the s h o r t c  o u r s e  
was related to swine m a n a g e ­
ment. He dwelt at length on 
such topics as feeding, sanitation 
and facilities.

Dr. Hudman stated before lea­
ving Yoakum County that, "No­
where in the state is the poten­
tial fof swine production any bet­
ter than in Yoakum C o u n t y . "  
His reasons for making t h i s  
statement was the fact that the 
grain sorghum is produced here 
and there is ample storage in the 
county to keep a year-round sup­
ply of feed. The winter months 
are much warmer here t h a n  in

tire com belt states where swine 
production is responsible for a 
large part of the agricultural in­
com e. Our higher altitude and 
summer humidity gives the High 
Plains region an advantage over 
other parts of this state. Hudman 
farther stated that an ample sup­
ply of water was necessary in 
modern swine production and it 
seems that we are not l a c k i n g  
in that respect. About 500 gal­
lons of water is required for each 
market hog when water f i l l e d  
pits are used under the pr od u c -  
tion facilities.

Markets for hogs are important 
but Dr. Hudman advised to con- 
.tinue using the available m a r -  
kets until the numbers were built 
up high enough to justify a mar­
keting association or a l o c a l  
slaughter facility .

Dr. Hudman visited some o f  
our swine production units while 
he was in the county and was fa­
vorably impressed with the qua­
lity of animals that were being 
produced here.

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Cotton Planting
Many of our farmers are busy 

in the fields at this tim e of year, 
but Mr. Terry Bacon of Bronco 
seems to be the busiest. He star­
ted planting cotton on the morn­
ing of April 21st, and it is the 
earliest to be reported to the P-R 
for cotton planting.

According to the scientists who 
are studying cotton, it  take 90 
days from the first bloom to har­
vest tim e. The only thing that 
will extend the tim e is cool nigh­
ts. The cotton plant is virtually 
inactive at temperatures below 
60° F . , and it takes approximat­
ely 100 hours above the 60° to 
get a recognizable stand -  1000 
hours above 60° from planting to 
the first bloom, and 1000 hours 
above 60° from white bloom to 
open boll.

Mr. Bacon is also owner and 
manager of the Bacon Gin Comp­
any at Bronco. With the gin and 
farming, he is a busy man.

I f  Mr. Bacon can escape the 
hazards of cold weather and re­
planting, i t  appears that he may 
have the first bale of cotton for 
Yoakum County this year.

PUBLIC NOTICE
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (SJR31)
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 24, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows:

“Section 24. The Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall each receive from the 
Public Treasury an annual sal­
ary in an amount to be fixed 
by the Legislature, not to ex­
ceed one-half the annual salary 
of the Governor. Each other 
member of the Legislature 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary to 
be fixed by the Legislature, 
not to exceed the annual sal­
ary paid to a district judge 
from state funds. Members of 
the Legislature shall also re­
ceive a per diem of not exceed­
ing Twelve Dollars ($12) per 
day durihg each Regular and 
Special Session of the Legis-

lature. No Regular Session 
shall be of longer duration 
than one hundred and forty 
(140) days.

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
August 5, 1969, at which elec­
tion the ballots shall be printed 
to provide for voting for or 
against the proposition: “The 
constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the Lieutenant 
Governor and 'the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall receive a salary fixed by 
the Legislature, not to exceed 
one-half the salary of the Gov­
ernor; providing that the Leg­
islature shall fix the salary of 
the other members, not to ex­
ceed that received by a district 
judge from state funds; and 
removing the 120-day limita­
tion on per diem for regular 
sessions.”
