From Ronald Keeler,
Strathmore, Calif.: I can re-
member when it was windy in
the fall we would hurry home
from the one-room rural school
in Pennsylvania to gather the
chestnuts that had blown to
the ground. The first one to
the tree won the treasure, so to
speak.

We buried a barrel under
straw and some earth to keep
apples during the winter
months; then we would reach
far inside later to retrieve our
precious apples.

For a time, the girls wore
paper hair bows in clasps on
their heads. They came in a
variety of colors. And atschool
we played a kissing game

" called “Snap and Catch Her.”

One of the popular social
events was the corn roast that
was scheduled just before the
field corn started to get hard.
Farmers would hold burning
their brush piles so that they
could be used for the fires. The
corn would be placed on sharp
sticks and held over the
burning coals. Sometimes the
corn would be roasted with the
husks on. The roasted ears
would be eaten with plenty of
butter and salt. One rule ob-
served was that no one,
especially. the girls, ever went
home from a corn roast with-
out having one’s face
thoroughly blackened with the
charcoal from the ashes.

"There is a great deal of inter-
est in the artificial recharge of
the Ogallala using playa lake
water, " Well explained. "Be-

fore any large scale recharge op-

erations take place, " he said,

"we want to know how this
would affect the quality of the
_underground water supply. "

Three other faculty members
will work with Prof. Wells on
the project, They are Entomol-
ogy Prof, Ellis W. Huddleston,
Chemistry Prof. Robert C.
Rekers and Agronomy Prof. Ray-
mond E. Meyer.

"It is imperative to conserve
the one to three million acre-
feet of water wich collects annu
ally in the more than 20, 000 pl-
aya lakes of the High Plains, "

Itural uses be protected.

"The quantities of pesticides
and herbicides and fertilizers
used in High Plains agriculture
continues to increase as farmers
adopt more efficient farming
techriques, " he said.

LUBBOCK--A federal grant of
$32,936, announced Wednesday
(April 16) in Washington, will
be used by Texas Tech research-
ers to investigate the possible
polfution of the Ogallala form-
ation through the recharge of
playa lake water.

The Ogallala supplies wate r
for the people, livestock, crops
and industries of the High Plains,

The $44,500 research proj-
ect is supported cooperatively
by the Federal Water Pollution
Control Administration of the
Department of the Interior, the
Texas Water Quality Board and
the University. If findings the
first year of the investigation
indicate the underground water
supply could be polluted by lake
water, funds will be sought to
continue the study.

Project Director Dan M. Wells,
who also is director of Texas
Tech's Water Resources Center,
said that the quality of water
and sediments in the playa lakes
will be checked this year to see
is they contain significant con-
centrations of pesticides, herbic-
ides, nitrates and phosphates.

"If we find substantial concen-
trations of these things," Dr.
Wells said, "We propose to sel-
ect three or four lakes which are

- .equipped for recharge and eyal-
