LAND USE ACREAGES: Farm
operators may now file acrcage
reports of cotton, diverted ac-
res and feed grains (which in-
cludes grain sorghum, corn and
barley), The acreage report
must be filed not later than Au-
gust 15th, 1969, We want to a-
gain remind farm operators that
the crops and diverted acres
should be carefully measured,
Failure to report the correct a-
creage of each crop could result
in a reduction or loss of payme-
nts, We expect to have help to
measure all farms that farmers
have requested measuring ser-
vice, However, operators that
requested measuring service are
still required to file a report by
August 15th showing acres and
 land uses,

Regulanons require that after
operators have certified their
crop acreages that a percent of
the farms be measured by ASCS

WATER SAFETY

By Sudie M, Thompson, CHDA

Everyone who goes on or around
water should know how to swim
or wear Coast Guard approved
lifejackets, Even with safety
devices wom, somepersons
drown anyway in stormy or cold
weather,

Here are some tips from the
Texas Health Bulletin worth not-
ing with a full summer ahead,
TIPS FOR SWIMMERS:

Always swim with a compan-
ion--never alone, On a long
distance swim, arrange for some=
one in a boat to accompany you,

Swim in a safe place, The
presence of lifeguards usually
indicates the area is safe for
swimming, Stay away from the
area immediately in front of
the diving board and do not swim
near piers or pilings,

Before diving, make sure the
water is deep enough and there
are no hidden objects such as
submerged rocks, In pools look
for depth markings before enter=-
ing.

If you have not been swimming
since last summer, take it easy
at first, Know your limitations,
and stay within them,

Wait at least an hour after eat-
ing before swimming, and don*t
swim when overtired or over-

heated,
Make certain that reaching po-

Fuel

les, buoys, and similar rescue
equipment are rcadily availa=
ble at your swimming area,

Don't depend on an inflated
innertube or toy to hold you up.
They may slip away from you,

Whenever a storm approaches,
get out of the water-~it is a con-
ductor of lightning,

WA TER SKIING TIPS FOR SKIERS
AND BOA TMEN;

Be a good swimmer before try-
ing to water ski,

Always wear an appropriate
ski belt or lite jacket,

Take instruction from a qua=-
lified ski instructor,

Stay away from all objects su~
ch as docks, sea walls and bo=-
ats, (Skiers seldom gethurt
from hitting the water, but ha-
ve been killed from hitting so-
1id objects.)

Be thoughtful of the rights
“of swimmers, other boatmen
and fishermen,

When landing, come in slow=
