conversation in many parts of the Mid-

continent area for the past several
weeks. ‘Yhile the Eastern part has been
contending with storms and floods the
lestern part has been scorching and
fighting a drought.

In Texas and Eastern New Mexico w-
here there is an urgent need for irr-
igation water, problems have become
Legislative and political issues.The
issue became most intense in Texas wh
ere an attempt was made to amend the
constitution and permit tremendous
bond issues for an enormous water tr-
ansportation project which would tra-
nsport water from the Mississippi Ri-
ver, where it empties into the Gulf,
to the high plains of Texas. The ame-
ndment was defeated by the voters of
Texas.

As the transportation plan was a
long range project which could not h-
ave been usable for many years,itwas
of no effect on the present drought.
However, the drought did heighten the
interest on the High Plains in any f-
orm of irrigation assistance.

The old cry of "water, water every
where but not a drop to drink" can
well be brought into consideration w-
here domestic water consumption is c-—
oncerned for the plains area is unde-
rlaid with brackish or salt water 1in
considerable quantity at varying de-
pths. The age old problem of desali-
nation hnere comes into play.

The attempts to desalinate have
been numerous dating back in history
to Alexander the Great when he was
confronted with watering an army with
water from the Mediterranean Sea.Only
within the last two decades with the
highest developed methods achieved by
mankind, has any great progress been
made. Today several methods are beiag
employed with varying degrees of suc-
cess. The most recent and scientifi-
cally developed being the recent dis-
covery of the E.I.Du Pont DE Nemours
and Company Known as the "PERPASEP"
permeator process.

These permeators, which contain h-
ollow fibers, desalt water by the re-
verse osmosis process.

Wife Versus Parents

If a bridegroom is lucky, his
bride and his parents will work out
their new relationship in sweet
peace and harmony. But what if
they don’t—and he is ‘“in the
middle”? Where do his duties lie?

By and large, the law says his
wife comes first. Take this case:

A man was haled into court by
his wife for non-support. In his
defense, he explained:

“I give every nickel I make to
my elderly parents. I just feel they
need the money more than we do.”

But the court decided this was
no excuse, and ordered him to start

taking care of his wife. The judge
said she had first claim on his earn-
1ings.

A similar principle applies to the
Water has been the prime subject of family domicile. A man accused

his wife of desertion, after she
walked out on him. But in court,
she pointed out that she had good
reason for leaving: her husband al-
lowed his mother not only to live
with them but also to run the
household with an iron hand.

Ruling in the wife’s favor, the
court said:

‘““When a man marries and
founds a new family, he assumes
new duties. When these conflict
with his former ties, they must be
held paramount. The very exist-
ence of the family depends on this
principle. Whatever his filial obli-
gations may be, a man may not
bring his mother to preside in his
new home. That place belongs to
the wife.”

Nevertheless, the law does not
insist on total estrangement of a
husband from his parents.

In another case, a man brought
his ailing, elderly mother into his
home—partly for the sake of senti-
ment, partly for the sake of econ-
omy. However, it was his wife, not
his mother, who had full charge
of managing the household.

Was this husband falling down
on his marital obligations? This
time, a court said no. The judge
said that, although a wife does rank
as Number One, she still must
make fair and reasonable adjust-
ments to reality—to make the mar-
riage work.

DEADLINE
NEARS ON
REFUND

AUSTIN, August 8-~ Attorney
General Crawford C, Martin re-
minded Texans today that Aug-
ust 16, 1969, is the deadline for
mailing refund claims on broad
spectrum antibiotics for which
. they were overcharged during
the years 1954 through 1966,

That is the deadline set by the
federal court for individuals to
file claims for a share of the
$100 million settlement offered
by five drug manufacturers after

Farmers in the Yoakum Cou-
nty Soil and Water Conservati-
on District are in the process
or have completed plans on de~
termining the type of cover to -
be planted on diverted acres
this year, Generally grain sor=-
ghum acreage will be the pri-
mary acreage conserved with
diverted acres,

Some are planning on using
cane, others on using some ty-

pe of hybrid sorghum, More

and more seem to be drilling
the crop used for cover or plan-
ting in narrow rows 24" or less,
In narrow rows or drilled the
crop will not obtain the height
generally of crops planted in
normal rows and consequently
will not have to be shredded as
often to prevent sorghums from
making a seed crop, which of-
ten becomes a problem is rot=
ated with other crops the succ-
eeding year, :
Some farmers have summer
