Interest Growing in 
Swine Production

by Leo L. White, CAA
Hog production is a very po­

pular topic of conversation a- 
mong many people in Yoakum 
County. The production o f  
m eat as a business instead o f  
a farm sideline is something 
that is really "catching on" all 
over the High Plains of Texas. 
Large cattle  feedlots have be­
en installed all over the area 
and now the people are talkingj 
about large-scale hog operati­
ons. All this comes about be­
cause we are producers of gra­
in sorghum, an ideal feed for 
livestock.

Some of the most successful 
swine producing operat ions 
are those where the anim a Is 
are kept in confinement. A 
series of houses are used fo r  
farrowing, raising the n e w l y  
weaned pigs in a nursery hou­
se, feeding and growing th e  
market animals in a finishing 
house, and additional houses 
are used for keeping the bree­
ding herd during the gestation 

[period. Under these conditio­
ns, it  is possible to raise hogs 
and never let an animal run 
on the ground. Some produc­
ers are actually doing it th  a t 
way but many are using a sys­
tem where the breeding he rd 
is allowed to run outside for a 
part of the time.

This system of producing po­
lk requires some very skilled 
management. Some time and 
study is needed for the produ­
cer to learn the’best manage­
ment practices. In April o f  
last year there was a three ni­
ght short-course for local pe­
ople interested in l ear ni ng

more about swine managem­
ent. This course was well at­
tended with twenty to twenty 
five people attending each ni­
ght. This year, in April, we 
have another short course pla­
nned. This one w ill be h e Id 
in cooperation with the prod­
ucers in Cochran County and 
it w ill be conducted at Mort­
on.

Ten years of change in T e - 

x as population and housing will 
be measured by the 19th D ece­
nnial Census to be conducted 
throughout the Nation in April, 
1970 by the Bureau of the Cen­
sus, U .S.D epartm ent of Com­
m erce.

First Texas 
Census

Texas, originally a part o f  
M exico, won its independence 
by revolution in 1835-36 and 
continued as an independ e n t 
republic until 1845, when i t  
was annexed to the U. S. and 
admitted to the Union as th e  
28th State. The present bou­
ndaries of the State, e x c e p t  
for minor changes, were est­
ablished in 1850.

Texans numbered 212,592 in 
the 1850 census. By 1900 the 
population had g r o wn  to 
3,048,710.  The most r a p i d  
growth rate in the 2 Oth centu­
ry (27. 8 percent) occurred du­
ring the 1900-10 decade. By 
mid-century the population 
stood at 7, 711,194. The larg­
est numerical increase (1,868,- 
483) occured during 1950-60,
