There 
were a few costly mistakes, but 
not as many as were displayed 
against Morton. The Cowboys 
defense had trouble stopping 
the sweeps and quarterback op­
tions, but otherwise had a good 
night. Leading that attack was 
tackle Eddie Moore. Moore 
played headsup ball and stayed 
in the Roughneck backfield ne­
arly as much as the Sundown 
punter. He crashed through the 
line to block two punts, one of 
which set up the only Cowboy 
touchdown. He also accumu­
lated 15 tackles during the ni­
ght. Four of these caught th e  
opponents behind the line o f 
scrimmage for healthy loses of

five yards or better. Clevy Ke- 
rby added eleven tackles to the 
cause. He penetrated several 
times into the Roughneck back- 
field to spill them for a good 
loss. Along with Kerby was Br­
uce Lester. Bruce had a good 
night on defense picking up 9 
tackles. Shelly Simpson and  
Mike McRae also worked hard 
on defense. The defense play­
ed pretty fait ball, but just co­
uldn't contain a few 4th and 
-4 situations. Unfornately, 
that's what the game is a ll a- 
bout.

The first half saw the Cow­
boys and Roughnecks see-saw 
back and forth down the field, 
both threatening but never sc­
oring.

The sows 
ToMr. & Mrs. A. B. williams of Plains hog raising is not only have averaged 9 pigs per sow 
big business, it is a serious business, and to them, t heo f t en  
used cliche "pigs are beautiful" is no* just a saying but a real­
ity. After many years of both dry land and irrigated farm in g  ,
Mr. & Mrs. Williams decided upon hog farming as a subsidy for 
their farming industry.

Their farm programs a re  
modern and up-to-date,emp­
loying the latest methods and 
therefore, it is not u n u s u a l  
that when they decided on the 
hog program, that the s a m e  
modernization would be emp­
loyed.

One year ago, Mr. & M r s . 
Williams set up the "Sunnyside 
Hog Farm" on their farm four 
miles north and four miles ea­
st of Plains. This ultra-modem 
project was started as a 32 sow 
farrow to finish unit. The con­
struction program consists of 
8 crate farrowing rooms, far­
rowing 8 sows at a time. T h e  
farrowing house is 26 x 40 f t . , 
with totally automatic feeding, 
ventilation, air conditionin g, 
and heating systems. The fin­
ishing house is 20 by 48 feet, 
with 8 pens, 8x12 feet each,
4 on each side with a walk­
way in the center with slatted 
floors and with cemented pits 
under the floors for bacterial 
sanitation.

The finishing house is a Iso 
totally automatic with 2-belt 
feeders at the end of the buil­
ding which serves each row

of feeder pens. Both feeders 
have a capacity of 16,000 lbs. 
of feed each. By pushing th e  
button, the feeders in the pens 
are filled.

Until farrowing time, the 
sows are kept in a large open 
pen with a shed at one end and 
individual feeding stalls at the 
other end. The program emp­
loyed by Mr. Williams is so 
arranged that 8sows are farrow­
ed in the farrowing house and  
remain there until the p i g s  
are weaned at six weeks of age. 
The pigs are then moved to the 
finishing house and the sows re­
turned to the large open pen. 
The farrowing house is t h e n  
used to farrow another 8 sows. 
The finishing house is arranged

per litter and an average of a- 
bout 18 pigs per sow per year.

Mr. Williams stated that the 
total building and equipment 
cost was $600. per sow and th­
a t operating costs run approx­
imately $75. per sow per year. 
This estimate is mainly for 
feed and electricity due to the 
fact that Mr. & Mrs. Williams 
operate the farm themselves 
without added employees. The 
present market is $19. per 
head for 7 to 8 week old pigs. 
They are expanding this pro­
ject from 32 sows to a 64-sow 
unit, and stated chat a 64-sow 
unit was needed for a one-man 
year-round employment.

Mr. Williams advised that 
anyone going into the hob bu­
siness should have a thoroug h 
knowledge of the business or 
hire someone who has s u c h  
knowledge. When asked for a 
comparison of the hog indus­
try and general farming indus-to accommodate 200 pigs to a 

weight of approximately 80 lbs. try, he stated that under th e
or 100 head from 80 lbs. until 
finished for market.

Up to the present time, th e  
market has been so satisfactory 
and the demand so great fo r  
feeder pigs that Mr. W illia  m s 
ha~ marketed his pigs as feed­
ers rather than finishing them.

The sows being used at th e

present farm conditions he wo­
uld prefer a 100-sow s w i n e  
project to a one-section cot­
ton and maize farm program. 
Mrs. Williams added that i f  
you don't like hogs, you had  
better stay out of the business.
