Hog numbers are increasing 
in Yoakum County as they are 
in many of the counties on the 
South Plains. This is as it shou­
ld be since the South Plains al­
so leads in the production of 
grain sorghum, an idef 1 feed 
for hogs when proper supplem­
ents are added.

A recent news letter shows 
the top fifteen hog producing 
counties in the state of Texas. 
Six of these counties are in the 
Panhandle-Plains area. T he 
following list shows the rank 
of the counties as of December 
1, 1970; (1) Llano, (2) Lubbock 
(3) Fayette, (4) Mason, (5)La- 
mb, (6) Castro, (7) Comman- 
che, (8) Dawson, (9) Lavaca, 
(10) Wilson, (11) Hale, (12)Lee, 
(13) Hockley, (14) Milam, (15) 
Williamson.

For the 39 counties that make 
up Crop Reporting Districts 1-N 
and 1-S, there were 316, 5,0 0 
hogs on farms on December 1, 
1970 as compared to 216, 000 
on December 1, 1969, up 46.
5 %  Swine producers in this 
area had to be very optimistic 
in order to increase numbers 
at such a rate during a period 
of low prices.

EMERGENCY HAYING AND GR 
AZING
Emergency grazing and haying 
of set-aside land has. been ex­
tended to November 1 and on 
CAP land until November 30.

All charges for grazing and 
haying, irrigated as well as 
non-irrigated, have been can­
celled. In addition to removi­
ng the charge for haying and 
grazing it is no longer necess­
ary for farmers to make appli­
cation to graze or hay except 
in those instances where it is 
to be re-let to another party.

Farmers that wish to re- l e t  
their set-aside or CAP land to 
others or wish to sell hay from 
the acreage should contact the 
office before re-letting or sell­
ing the hay.
FARMER certification

August 1 is the final date for 
farmers participating in the 
cotton and feed grain progsm 
to certify to their crop and la­
nd use acreage.

Before coming to the office 
to make this report farmers sh­
ould have the crop and set-as­
ide acreage carefully measured 
so as to know the acreage of 
each crop, the exact acreage 
and location on the farm oi the 
set-aside land..

If the acreages are known be­
fore coming to the office to 
file the report very little time 
is required.

Operators will state when ce­
rtifying if the set-aside land 
is eligible cropland, which is 
at least in equal productivity 
to other cropland normally de­
voted to the crops for which a 
payments are to be made and 
if the farm has irrigation they 
will state if the set-aside acr­
eage is within the farms irrig-

PREVENTED PLANTING OR 
LOSS DUE TO WEATHER HA­
ZARD

June 15 was the final requir­
ed planting date for cotton and 
farmers that were prevented 
from planting due to weather 
hazards, insufficient moisture 
etc. had 15 days from the Ju­
ne 15 date to file applications 
to have the land released to 
plant in other crops if they did 
not wish to plant cotton after 
that date. Twelve applications 
were filed due to insufficient 
moisture.

July 1 was the final required 
grain sorghum planting date. 
Farmers have 15 days from die 
July 1 date to file applications 
to have the land released due 
to weather hazards if they do 
net choose to plant after the 
July 1 date.

Farmers that have crops pl­
anted and have a loss from ha­
il, windstorm or insufficient 
moisture should file applicat­
ion within 15 days after th e  
loss and before other use is 
made of the land so that field 
inspection may be made to see 
that the land has been worked j 
in a workman like manner. i 
COVER CROP PRACTICES

A new emergency cover crop 
practice has been approved for , 
the county and producers that 
have land that needs a cover 
crop established consisting of 
forage crops, peas, etc. shou­
ld file requests immediately 
if they have not done so. The 
payment is three dollars per 
acre if not pastured.

As a general rule, when you 
request any kind of services to be 
performed for someone else, you 
may indeed be responsible for 
payment. But in the case of a 
medical emergency, the law usu­
ally makes an exception and de­
nies liability. As one court ex­
plained:

"Persons commonly call for 
medical aid for the sick solely 
out of a spirit of kindness, with­
out any expectation of becoming 
personally responsible.”

Would ¡1 matter that the sick 
person was your friend or rela­
tive? Not necessarily. Thus:

A man brought his daughter- 
in-law to the hospital for some 
tests while her husband was 
away on a trip. When surgery 
became necessary, he told the 
doctor to go ahead. Did this re­
quest, plus his kinship to the pa­
tient, make him responsible for 
the surgical fee?

A court said no, because it was 
not customary for a man to be 
responsible for his daughter-in- 
law’s medical expenses. To make 
him liable, said the court, there 
would have to be a more specific 
understanding between him and 
the doctor.

Still, the understanding need 
not be as specific as a formal 
legal contract. In another case, a 
man was driving his girl friend 
home from a party when he had 
an accident. The girl was badly 
injured, and he rushed her to a 
hospital.

There he begged the doctor to 
do everything he could to save 
her life. He said he “felt re­
sponsible” because she had suf­
fered the injury in his car.

Later, he tried to avoid liabil­
ity to the doctor by pointing out 
that he had not made a specific 
agreement to pay. But a court 
held him responsible anyhow. 
The judge said the comments he 
did make, under such circum­
stances, could fairly be interpret­
ed as a promise to foot the bills.

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‘R ock ’ M usic H azard
Highly amplified “rock” 

music may or may not be 
pleasing according to indivi­
dual tastes, but it is a very 
real hazard to the human 
hearing mechanism, according 
to the Beltone Crusade for 
Hearing ' Conservation.

The crusade, sponsored by 
Chicago-based Beltone Elec­
tronics Corporation, world 
leader in hearing aids and 
electronic hearing test instru­
ments, is designed to make 
persons aware of the vital 
need to protect their hearing 
ability.

Crusade officiais stress that 
it is the amplification level, 
not the type of music that de­
termines whether or not the 
listener is endangering his 
hearing. Whether an indivi­
dual’s preference runs to 
“rock” or Bach, the results 
are likely to be the same, if 
the sound intensity is exces­
sive.

To illustrate their point, 
they said that the sound level 
in discotheques often runs as 
high as 110 to 120 decibels 
(dB). For comparison, a nor­
mal conversation would mea­
sure only about 60 dB, and a 
“hot” motorcycle about 110 
dB. And, such excessive music 
sound levels are not confined 
to discotheques, but also have 
been found in teen-age dance 
halls and even at high school 
dances.

Citing specific examples of 
how the excessive sound level 
of highly amplified music can 
harm the human hearing 
mechanism the crusade offi­
cials pointed out that tests 
conducted by the University 
of Tennessee showed that 
among 15 randomly selected 
rock musicians, 10 registered 
notable high frequency range 
hearing deficiencies, and one 
19-year-old musician was suf­
fering from a hearing loss that 
would be common to a person 
several times his age.

N o governmental system is 
perfect. Life, liberty and the 
pursuit of happiness have been 
idealistic goals for centuries. 
The American system has come 
closer than an y other to rea c h - 
ing these goals. But it, too has 
had its flaws. Countless move­
ments and organizations have 
demanded and have rece ived  
recognition of basic guarantees 
of liberty under the law. Curi­
ously, however, the most elem­
ental right — voluntarism in the 
important business o f . m a king 
a living — has been prescribed 
to a far greater extent t h an  
many care to admit;

Not long ago, the editor of Na­
tional Review, Mrs. William F. 
Buckley. J r ., went to court to 
protest what he felt was an inf­
ringement on his right of free 
speech resulting from compuls­
ory labor union membership. The 
June, 1971, Reader's Digest pre­
sents an article entitled "Where 
Labor Gets Its Political Muscle" 
written by Mr. George Denison. 
It is a startling indictment o f 
government-backed compulsory 
unionism and the misu se of or­
ganized labor's qsower.

Mr. Denison's piece s ta rts 
off with a few brief facts on the 
size and power of present-day 
U.S. labor unions. These unio­
ns embfkbe 18,269,000 memb­
ers. The union treasuries have 
a net worht of more than $4 bi­
llion — constituting the nation'^ 
most powerful political force. | 
As Mrs. Denison observes, "No 
other organized group can mat­
ch labor's bloc of voters, its ar­
mies of election workers and lo- 
byists, its campaign treasurey 
or its immense influence in Wa-. 
shington and state capitals. "He 
enumerated the manner in wh­
ich this immense influence in 
Washington is exercised. The 
unions maintain some 100 lobby­
ists in the halls of Congress. Th­
ey represent lobbying's biggest 
spending. According to T he 
Digest, labor's funds contribut­
ed $120,000 to the successful 
election bid of a single U. S. 
Senator, which reportedly was 
a substantial portion of his en­
tire campaign budget. The Di­
gest article drews on die rema­
rks of Me Theodore H. White 
in his book, "TheMaking of 
the President 19 68."  Mr. White 
reported that 72,225 union men 
and women canvassed house-to- 
house, 94,457 Election Day vol­
unteers served as car-poolers, 
baby sitters and poll-watchers;

55 million pamphlets and mail- 
out leaflets were mailed by the 
AFL-CIO from Washington and 
60 million more from local un­
ions.

The point made by The Read­
er’s Digest is concerned not al­
one with the power of un ions  
but the manner in which th e y  
derive that power and , in the 
opion of Mr. Denison, misuse 
it. The power, for all practical 
purposes, is granted by the go­
vernment which sanctions com­
pulsory unionism. Members are 
forced to join if they wish t o 
keep their jobs, a situation th­
at, due to the growing political 
role of unions, is becoming in­
tolerable to many independent- 
minded workers. Writes Mr. De­
nison; "The roots of this awes­
ome political muscle t r a c e  
back to labor's long struggle for 
equal bargaining rights w i th  
management, which led Cong­
ress to grant unions the power 
to make contracts forcing work­
ers — if they want to keep th­
eir jobs — to join unions and 
pay dues. . .  This government 
sanctioned compulsion allowed 
unions to increase membership 
and raise funds in order to fight 
for better wages and work ing 
conditions. But the blunt fa c t 
is that in recent years huge am­
ounts of this money have been 
used for political purposes hav­
ing nothing whatsoever to do 
with collective bargaining. In­
creasingly, unions are using co­
mpulsory dues to back causes & 
candidates of the leader's choo­
sing, without regard to whether 
any individual worker a g r e e s  
with the choice." This is th e  
nub of the issue involved in 
present-day practices of organ­
ized labor. In a civil rights co­
nscious era, it is inconcievable 
that so elemental an issue can 
continue to be avoided or ign­
ored.

Mr. Denison concludes h is 
Digest story with an apt quota­
tion from Thomas Jefferson;"To 
compel a man to furnish cont­
ributions of money for the pro­
pagations of opions which he 
disbelieves is ynfiL and tyran­
nical. " More and more people 
are asking the question of how 
the cause of liberty and c i v i l  
rights can be anything more  
than an empty phrase as long 
as the tyranny of union compu- 
lson is ignored. The Reader's 
Digest has rendered a service 
in bringing the true dimensions 
of this issue to the public’s att­

Four-day 

workweek
stirs

criticism, support
THE BULGING WEEKEND 014 GOODV....TÍ4KEE PAYS OFF !

Editor’s Note: Americans 
argue over whether the four- 
day workweek would be a suc­
cess if it were extended nation­
wide. Some employers who 
have tried it claim success. But 
personnel experts warn the 
idea might contain pitfalls. 
This is the first of three articles 
on where the four-day week 
might be going.

The bobtailed workweek is 
quickening the nation’s busi­
ness pulse. It has been around 
in many countries for cen­
turies. Some Americans think 
the idea is great, among them, 
oddly enough, many em­
ployers.

Others, particularly person­
nel specialists, fear the four- 
day week could lead to trouble, 
partly on grounds that idle 
hands are the devil’s workshop, 
etc.

Forgotten sometimes in the 
give-and-take over the four-day 
week is its chief purpose, con­
ceived back in the 1950s. The 
idea then was to make room for 
the already-growing army of 
unemployed spawned by the 
end of World War II. If you only 
worked four days, the boss 
could hire the jobless on the 
fifth day. That was the premise 
then. It didn’t take.

Today the idea that employ­
ers might help to trim the 6 per 
cent national unemployment 
figure by hiring a stand-in on 
the fifth day appears to be lost 
in the shuffle. If people can do 
all their work in four days, 
we’ll just shut up shop on the 
fifth day, most emp’oyers 
insist.

In such tax-supported serv­
ices as police and fire depart­
ments, of course, the four-day 
week would mean staggered 
duty so stations would be 
manned all the time. That sys­
tem already is in effect in some 
cities, especially for firemen.

The mid-1950 splurge for a 
four-day week somehow was 
brushed aside as U.S. firms 
stepped up production to keep 
pace with mounting demands 
for goods by the American con­
sumer. Everybody wanted 
more lawn mowers, autos and 
— well, you name it, somebody 
wanted it.

In 1956, then-Vice President 
Richard M. Nixon looked ahead 
to the “not-too-far distant” day 
when most people would be 
laboring only four days a week 
and “family life will be even 
more fully enjoyed by every 
American.”

It didn’t catch on then, but it 
may have a better chance now, 
with some big labor union 
leaders already using the four- 
day week as a bargaining tool 
and a small yet increasing 
number of business firms ex­
perimenting with the concept.

Take the United Auto Work­
ers, whose late chief, Walter 
Reuther, began exploring the 
four-day week in the mid-1960s. 
This year UAW leaders are 
working on a new angle. It 
would be to ask the federal gov­
ernment to pay for the fifth 
workday in such tax-financed 
industries as aerospace.

The union in contract nego­
tiations this summer plans to 
argue that the aerospace indus­
try is an arm of the govern­
ment. The Defense Department 
pays for relocating and retrain­
ing its civilian employes. So 
why shouldn’t it help finance 
aerospace workers?

Aerospace industry officials 
already have answered the 
question by pointing out that 
what they need is new govern­
ment contracts so presently un­
employed technicians, sci­
entists and engineers can be re- 
hired — not ways to cut the 
workweek of those with jobs.

In Los Angeles, where 
municipal government costs 
are outstripping tax revenues 
at an alarming rate, the four- 
day week is being considered

as one way out of the city’s fi­
nancial bind.

Los Angeles City Council 
President John S. Gibson has 
proposed a four-day, 32-hour 
week. He has tied to his plan a 
20 per cent salary cut for city 
employes.

“This will reduce city serv­
ices, but it will save money, 
too,” Gibson told Council mem­
bers. He asked for a feasibility 
study. With the 20 per cent pay 
cut kicker aboard, his plan is 
not likely to gather warm sup­
port from municipal employe 
unions.

In private industry, however, 
the abbreviated week is at­
tracting some attention. Two 
firms which favor the concept 
are the Dartnell Corp., a pub­
lishing house, and McDonald’s 
Systems, Inc., whose drive-ins 
serve hamburgers and trim­
mings to the Wimpies of the 
nation.

Each is shifting to a 4V2-day 
week and has indicated the 
four-day week likely will be 
next.

“It’s a matter of good em­
ploye relations and morale,” 
explains a McDonald’s spokes­
man. “It’s also a boon for ef­
ficiency.”

Some major insurance com­
panies are thinking about the 
four-day week, too.

“They are all for the shorter 
week,” says John Coulter, di­
rector of manpower for the Chi­
cago Association of Commerce. 
“They look on it as a potential 
saving in recruitment costs, in­
asmuch as a certain per cent of 
the population is intrigued by 
the four-day week idea.”

Coulter says one Chicago in­
surance firm had a 300 per cent 
boost in job applications after it 
became known the concern was 
considering a switch to the 
shorter week.

However, he adds, while em­
ployes often seen enthused over
the idea, not all business super­
visors and management people 
feel that way.

“I’m not even sure the rank 
and file workers as a whole are 
sold on the shorter week,” 
Coulter says. “The clinker in it 
is that, while the days in ihe 
workweek would be reduced, - 
the weekly hours usually would 
remain the same, around 37M> 
to 40 a week. The result, of 
course, is longer hours per day.

“Women, for example, often 
favor a five-day week because 
they want to quit in time to get 
home and fix dinner. And itVs j 
tougher for them to get to work 
earlier because sometimes 
they have to get the kids off to 
school.”

As for older workers, some 
are opposed to the longer work­
day because they tire more 
easily, Coulter points out.

Service industries that cater 
to workers would be hit — per­
haps even hurt — by a general­
ly accepted four-day week, ac­
cording to the Chicago man­
power and personnel expert.

“Restaurants are a good ex 
ample,” Coulter says. “Dry* 
cleaning and laundry business 
also would drop, because work­
ers would need one less clean J 
shirt or one less clean dress a] 
week.”

The four-day week also could 
have these repercussions, h* 
adds:

1. A reduction in passengers 
and revenue for public or pri­
vate transit systems.

2. A loss in business for down­
town shopping areas.

“People would be more prone 
to conduct their business near 
their homes,” Coulter insists. 
“This would tend to push retail 
business out to community and 
suburban shopping centers 
even more than under the 
present trend in that direction,

“When the impact of the four- 
day week is fully realized,” 
Coulter says, “there will be a 
more negative reaction. J 
frankly doubt the practice ev,er 
will become popular.”
