1/8 t salt

1 egg yolk, beaten

Cream butter with lemon peel and
juice, add sugar gradually, beating
until fluffy. Add egg and 1 egg yolk,
beating thoroughly after each addi-
tion.

Then add a mixture of flour and
salt in fourths, mixing until well
blended after each addition. Chill
dough thoroughly, at least one
hour.

Roll a third of dough at a time
about % inch thick on a floured sur-
face.

Second Team Of Eagles

Adding to this lead, senior Billy
Curtis put the ball between the
uprights for the extra point and
Plains was on top by 7.

As the first quarter moved on,
however, the tide “started to turn
against the Cowboys. The Eagle of-
fense rallied back and as the last 33
seconds ticked off, LCHS running
back Dusty Watts carried the ball in
for a 75 yard touchdown. At the
buzzer, the score stood 7-6, Plains.

In the second quarter of action,
the score remained unchanged as
neither team could seem to execute a
successful drive or even keep posses-
sion of the ball. Plains’ first attempt
to penetrate ended after three short
plays with a punt.

The Eagles then took control of
the ball on their own 30 yard line
but didn’t keep it long either as
quarterback Bruce Gilstrap made a
bad pitch and fumbled the ball
away.

This pattern of turnovers and
punts occurred frequently
throughout the second quarter with
Plains having 5 possessions and
LCHS having 4.
