The Cowboys came away with an 
impressive victory last Friday night 
with an impressive victory last Fri­
day night with a 14-0 drubbing of 
Tahoka.

After a Bulldog fumble on the 
Cowboy 25, Plains was able to ad­
vance to the 15 yard line on an eight 
yard scamper by Michael “ the 
Cobra’’ Diaz and a two yard plunge 
by Shane McMinn. On the ensuing 
play, Diaz dashed 15 yards into the 
end zone putting the Cowboys up 
12-0. Diaz got the call again on a

fake field goal attempt when 
McMinn took the snap three yards 
outside the goal line, pitched it to a 
sweeping Diaz, who took it in for a 
two point conversion, making the 
score 14-0.

Head Coach Larry McMinn com­
mended the team for their effort 
and was real pleased with their win. 
He cautioned “ the Cowboys would 
definitely have to cut down on the 
number of turnovers and penalties - 
before their next game.”

The Cowboys had the chance to 
polish up on those areas this week as 
they clashed with the Forsan Buf­
faloes Friday night in Plains. The 
black and gold will take to the road 
to roundup the Farwell Steers this 
Friday night.
