Lenders Invited 
To Acquire Loans

The Texas Housing Agency an­
nounced it is accenting applications 
from mortgage lenders who would 
like to participate in a below-market 
FHA-insured loan program design­
ed to assist first-time homebuyers.

“ Qualified lenders who sign up 
for the program will receive an 
allocation of low interest mortgage 
money that mey be used to flnance 
homes for low - and moderate - in­
come families in their community,” 
said Dan A. McNeil, Executive Ad­
ministrator of the Texas Housing 
Agency.

McNeil said the interest rate on 
the $83 million in available fimds 
has not been determined, but is pro­
jected to be 8.75 percent or less.

“ In order for us to provide a 
family with an affordable home 
loan, there must be a lender in the 
community who is willing to 
originate and service the loan on our 
behalf,” McNeil said. “ The success 
of the program on a statewide basis 
depends on the participation of 
num erous, community-oriented 
lenders,” he added.

Lenders may obtain an applica­
tion from the Agency by contacting 
Jim WiUiams at (512) 474-2974. The 
deadline for lenders to request an 
allocation of funds is noon Thurs­
day, Oct. 30, 1986. The minimum 
allocation awarded to each lender 
wiU be $500,000.

The Texas Housing Agency was 
created by the state legislature in 
1979 to provide affordable home 
Hnancing to low - and moderate - in­
come families The Single Family 
Home Purchase Program is funded 
through the sale of tax-exempt 
bonds; no state or federal ap­
propriations are used.

to drugs? A big part of the answer 
has to be that they are almost con­
stantly in a world of music and 
video that is drenched with drug
use.

Most of the new films are produc­
ed for sixteen-year-olds, and many 
of them have teenagers as heroes or 
anti-heroes. These films, however, 
are a million miles away from the 
gentle teenager films of the 1940’s 
and 1950’s. Almost every other word 
is a four-letter word. Indeed, if one 
judged American teenagers by these 
films, one would conclude that they 
were incapable of communicating in 
any but the roughest, most brutal 
form of expression. Is that how 
young Americans talk?

One has to hope that the new 
brutalism of the motion picture 
industry-and remember that some 
people are making huge fortunes 
out of it-isn’t truly representative 
of American society as a whole. 
Many Americans resent and oppose 
the brutalization of language and 
life, though they often seem out­
numbered. The electronic media 
create an environment, and it’s very 
hard to escape that environment.

An untold number of radio sta­
tions broadcast rock music that has 
to do with drug use. Ironically, the 
air waves belong to the public. 
Radio stations are licensed by the 
Federal Communications Commis­
sion. The President declares war on 
drug use, but the air waves are full 
of songs that extoll drugs.

Mrs. Albert Gore, wife of the 
senator from Tennessee, and Mrs. 
James Baker, wife of the Secretary 
of the Treasury, have alerted the na­
tion to this problem. They have

however. Record manufacturers 
want to continue making money by 
selling records that are part of the 
drug culture.

In times past, civilized societies 
often were faced with barbarian in­
vasions.

The situation in 
our time and civilization is very dif­
ferent. As Dean Inge, the British 
writer and philosopher said years 
ago, “ We breed our own bar­
barians.’’ Certainly, if one thinks 
about the films being produced in 
this country, one realizes that they 
consciously promote barbariahism - 
promiscuous sex and brutality in 
human relations. They convey this 
message in superb color and with all 
the drama associated with the mo­
tion picture. Much the same 
message emerges from the television 
tube and the ràdio set.

Americans who are concerned 
about drug use must ask themselves: 
Why do so many young people turn

Newspaper reporting in recent 
years had made plain that many 
prominent stars of the music world 
use drugs and are high on them 
when they make their recordings. 
Drug use is presented in a subliminal 
way as exciting.

How can the slide into bar- 
barianism be halted? That’s a ques­
tion being asked by millions of 
Americans who are alarmed and 
sickened by the new brutalism. 
Positive reinforcement of tradi­
tional values is fine and necessary, 
but that’s not enough when promor 
tion of the drug culture has become 
a huge money-making machine and 
when pornography is a multi-billion 
dollar business tied to organized 
crime.

From The Superintendent ̂ s Desk
DEAN ANDREWS

Since the price of oii has a direct infiuence upon the weaith of our 
schooi district, i find the foiiowing information to be very pertinent.

When oii prices began coiiapsing eariy this year, many taxing units 
in Texas became concerned. Oii and gas properties provide more 
than haif the property base in 66 counties and 216 schooi districts. 
These units and others aiso receive tax revenue from industries 
cioseiy tied to oii and gas.

Drastic drops in oii prices iimit the abiiities of many units to 
generate property taxes. The impact wiii in certain areas mean the 
ioss of miiiions of doiiars in tax revenues from oii and gas proper­
ties.

Many taxing units are aiready facing these probiems. Headiines in 
iocai newspapers in oii-dependent areas around the state are one 
indication: “Oii price faii putting pinch on iocai schoois, ” “Oii vaiue 
ioss forecast at 40 percent,” “Area tax payers to feei bite of oii 
siump”. The probiems wiii iikeiy be worse in the upcoming 1987 tax 
year.

We find that prices and reserves determine minerai vaiues. Tax roii 
vaiues of minerais iike oii and naturai gas are based on the present 
vaiue of future income from reserves in the ground, in other words, 
an appraiser considers the size of the minerai reserve, production 
costs, production scheduies, forecasted sate prices, and the poten- 
tiai risk invoived. Lower forecasted prices mean iess future income 
and thus iess vaiue.

in addition, tower prices curtait exptoration for new reserves. 
Driiiers quit exptoring for new oii when petroteum prices no ionger 
cover the costs of finding and extracting the petroteum. Since no 
new petroteum is being found to reptace the petroleum being taken 
out, the existing reserve depletion rate is thus accelerated. Lower 
prices and shrinking reserves are two major factors in reducing the 
taxable value of oii and gas.
Prices were already on their way down. From 1981 to 1985, the price 
of a barrel of oil dropped an average of about $2 per year. By 
January 1, 1986, the appraisal firms which value mineral property in 
Texas were using a base price of $22-27 per barrel, down from a 
high of $38 five years ago.

With these predictions from the experts, we can see that Plains 
I.S.D. will probably continue to lose tax revenue in 1987. In the 
meantime as we continue to hope that oil prices will increase we 
realize that we are fortunate to have the tax base we have.

By Culling Cows

Ranchers who haven’t already 
culled open, late-calving and poor 
performing cows should do so soon.

There’s no need to put expensive 
winter feed into cows that are un­
productive and inefficient, points 
out David Right, county agent with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. Culling the herd now will 
also help you more effectively plan 
on feed supplies for the winter mon­
ths.

The culling process should also 
“weed out’’ cows with bad eyes, ud­
ders or problems with feet, legs and 
reproduction.

Also, pregnancy testing cows this 
fall may be a more profitable 
management tool than ever before.

Since it’s quite difficult for a cow 
to produce a calf large enough to 
pay her annual rnaintenance bill and 
leave some profit for the producer, 
an open cow is surely losing money, 
emphasizes Right. In addition, cows 
calving late and during the summer 
months wean calves 30 to 90 pounds 
lighter than their herd mates which 
calve at earlier times. For this 
reason it’s advisable to cull cows 
which will calve late next year and 
purchase pregnant replacements 
which will calve early.

Whoever does the pregnancy 
diagnosis (usually your veterinarian) 
will be able to estimate the calving 
date on each animal and make it 
easy to identify next year’s late- 
calving cows. Work toward a 60-day 
calving season or one that’s certain­
ly no longer than 90 days.

Removing barren and late-calving 
cows from the herd will increse both 
the herd’s reproductive potential 
and pounds of calf weaned, and 
ultimately more profit for the pro­
ducer.
