Duo ‘Guilty’
In Robbery
Last August

It took a jury more than five
and a half hours this week to
find Ronald Fran Ethington and
Larry Wayne Henderson, both
of Dimmitt, guilty of armed
robbery, but less than 30 min-
utes the next morning to assess
the penalty.

She said South Plains Blood
Services supplies blood to 39
hospitals in a 22 county area
around Lubbock, and they ask
each community to  support
blood drives.

Citing the increased need for
blood, not only in Lubbock, but
the surrounding hospitals and
communities, Ms. Hassell said
that last year, persons in Mule-
shoe alone used 26 units of
blood at the West Plains Med-
ical Center and 62 units were
donated. Thus far in 1977, the
local hospital has used 24 untis
of bllod and 57 units have been
donated.

Blood which has been donated

will replace blood which has
been used, she addded, saying,
““We have been so low on blood
that we have had to go on radio
and television to appeal for
blood donors in emergencies.
This is a program which needs
to be ongoing with our increased
need for blood."’

She said donated blood lasts
only 21 days and the blood
service is  non-discriminatory
toward people needing blood in
order to be fair to everyone.

No charge is made for the
blood itself, although there is a
$29 fee charged per pint, for
processing, storage, delivery
and other charges.

indebtedness only for water
facilities. The new formula
lets FmHA take into account
the applicant's existing in-
debtedness for all purposes.
This is expected to increase
the grant portion of FmHA
funding of many projectes.

The new regulation also pro-
vides that some projects, pre-
viously not eligible for grant
assistance, may receive
FmHA grants of up to 20
percent of total eligible project
development costs, if they are
needed to safeguard public
health and safety. A larger
proportion of grant funds, up
to S0 percent, may be pro-
vided if justified through the
formula for determining the
community’s ability to repay a
loan.

Application of the revised
formula has been made retro-
active to May 6, 1977, except
where loan and grant funds
have been delivered to the
borrower, according to Ken-
nedy. He added that financing
of projects previously ap-
proved, but not yet funded,
will be adjusted to the new
formula.

In addition to the September
30 deadline for obligation of
funds, the drought emergency
program imposes an April 30,
1978 deadline for completion
of projects. communities of up
to 10,000 population may be
included in the service arcas
of water system receiving
FmHA loans and grants.
Loans are made for terms of
up to 40 years, at an interest
rate of five percent.

In the year 1877 in a little
community in Cobden County,
llinois was the begining of this
true story.

There were no newspapers
there but if there had been, we
might have read this notice:
Bormyesterday September 20th,
1877 to Mr. and Mrs. Tom

Jane with blond hair and blue
eyes, weight about 8 pounds.

Through the years other child-
ren were born to the Littlepage
family but today they are all
gone except one sister Senna.

Annie lost her father when she
was 12 or 14 years old. There is
not much known about her
in these early years. She had to
make her own way in life and it
is very hard for a farm girl.

She told about picking straw-
berries for just a a penny or two
a quart. She would stay in
homes and care for children just
for food. She also would care for
the sick and learned at an early
age the home remedies of the
older generation and all her life
she has depended on the also.

About 1897 or 98 Annie met a
young man who also had to
make his own living at an early
age. Like fairy stories and true
stories they fell in love and on
Oct. 19, 1898 Annie changed her
name from Miss Annie Little-
page to Mrs. Charles Nicholson.

Shortly after the beginning of

the twentieth century a son was

born to them. Two and one half
year later another son was born,
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About this time the man they
worked for in Illinois, bought a
cattle ranch in the Texas pan-
handle and wanted Charlie to go
west and manage il. Like all
young people they were looking
for adventure, and Texas seem-
ed like a good place to go.
Neither of them had ever been
out of the state of Illlinois and
they heard Texas calling so in
the later part of 1902 they
packed their few belongings and
put it all on a train, said farwell
to relatives, loved ones and
friends and left the only place
they had cvery known and
started to a place they had never
seen. It was the place they
would call home the rest of their
lives.

No one knew what went thr-
ough the mind of this young
mother as the train slowly made
its way to Texas but regardless
of what it was, she would face it,
and care for her family and
husband. They knew nothing of
this place to whcih they are
going on what the living condi-
tions were like; were there other
people nearby and what would
the weather be like and many
more things. But at no time did
she say 'Will | like it there?"
She knew what ever hardships
came, they would face them
together. At that time she did
not think of the hardships that
might lie ahead, they were
young and this was a new
adventure.

Finally they reaced their des-
tination a little town called
McLean about 19 miles from the
place they were to live. How
different everything lookded to
them when they got in the
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wagon and started on the long
journey to their future home,

The country was a wide open
place as far as one could sce. No
trees, very few  farms, no
streams, a few cows some
long-cared jackrabbits and me-
adowlarks and a house or two in
the distance.

They arrived in their new home
late in the day and spent the
night with the family that was
leaving soon. Charlic and Annie
would live in the same house.
The next morning they and their
few belongings were placed in
the place where they would live
for a short time. It was a one
room shanty, a hard packed dirt
floor, one door and onc window
and water was from a cistern at
the other housc. This water was
for drinking, cooking and wash-
ing and when the cistern went
dry, in the dry scason water had
to be hauled from a pond in the
cow pasture.

In the years that followed, they
moved to several different plac-
es not more than 25 miles away
but this place on the Sitter's
ranch was always home. They
had brought with them from
Illinois, two beds, a few chairs
and a table, a sewing machine, a
few odds and ends and a large
trunk thay they used not only for
their clothes but it doubled for a
seat when they had company.
The stove was for heating as
well as cooking and was known
as a 'Bachelor’s' stove by some
and others called it a ‘Topsy'.
Many meals were prepared for
hungry :owboys on this stove
after being out all day and
coming in hungry.

On the back of this three room
house was a porch, and on this
porch was her cistern and here
was the laundry room. An iron
pot, two washtubs, a washboard
and a large supply of lye soap.

After the excitement of the
journey was over, life began in a
new and different way. Charlie
performed his tasks of caring for
the livestock and running the
ranch and Annie's job was doing
the minute tasks that a woman
on the ranch must do cooking for
men, working a garden, raising
chickens and caring for orphan
calves, but of course her great-
est and happiest job was caring
for her children.

When they left lllinois, the
stork also made the trip and
every two or three years, he left
her another little bundle to care
for and raise.

Annie missed many of the
things that she had left back in
Illinois but the thing she missed
the most was her church. She
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had always been a devout
Christian and faithful to her
belief in God, always attending
church when she could and I'm
sure if she could go someplace
today, it would be to church,

Churches had not come to this
part of Texas when she got here.
She raised her children to know
that there was a loving God and
she read often to her children
from the Bible. She wanted her
children to go to Church and
SundaySchool but there was no
place available for a church,
because very few families lived
in this community, but when the
children were old enough for
school a schoolhouse was moved
in which made a place for
Sunday school and church. The-
re was no one to take charge of
the Sunday school so Annie
assumed the job.

Annie liked music and she
loved to sing, and one of the
older children remembers his
mother sitting on the back porch
in an old squeaky rocking chair
and singing ‘Amazing Grace’.

All of Annie's life was not
hardship and hardwork for she
was a jolly person and enjoyed
life and playing jokes on her
children and neighbors. And
she surely would say she had
more pleasures than sorrows.

After a few more people moved
into the community, she was not
so lonely. They visited each
other, not just an afternoon or
an evening but would go for all
day and night. The children
remember these visits when
they would put bedding in a
wagon and go several miles to
spend the night.

The people in the Enterprise
community were far from a
doctor and when there was need
for a doctor someone would ride

horscback to get him and he
would come in his horse and
buggy. If somcone was very ill,
which was not often, it would
seem like ages before he arriv-
ed.

The men in the community
made plans to get a telephone
line to this small settlement and
now, at last they did not feel so
isolated, and they could talk to
each other or to any other place
when they felt the need. It was
told of Annie's first experience
with the telephone that after the
crude looking box was installed,
she was asked by the operator to
ring one of her friends in town
and she replied ‘‘Nothing
Doing, I'm afraid of that thing'".
But not for long was she afraid
and she often called friends just
to pass the time. Never again
were they without a telephone.

When Annie's children were in
their teens, they moved to
another place for two years.
There were lots of young people
and plenty of enjoyment for
these young people and Annie’s
home was always open to them
and there were many parties,
ice cream socials and Sunday
evening singings and just gen-
eral get-togethers.

After they moved to the West
side of the ranch she looked out
of the door one day and there
was that old stork with his little
bundle. He told her that he was
getting too old to follow her
around and that this would be
his last trip, and it was.

They finally moved back to
Enterprise and the older child-
ren were marrying and leaving
home, one by one. Charlie
retired and moved to McLane
where he lived until he died in
1960. Annie lived a few more
years with a daughter and

because of failing health, she

moved to the home here in

Muleshoe, wher she is now

living.

Many years have passed since
Annie as a young mother viewed
the place she would call home
for many a sad and happy years.
She said the Lord had been good
to her. She was always thinking
of others before herself. In her
earlier years she had spent
many a day and night by the
bedside of a sick person, and
prepared the bodies of the dead
for burial, and delivered babies
when no Doctor was available.
She gave to the ones in need and
prayed for those in sorrow. If
she could live it all over again,
she would probably not change
it one bit. It is true the Lord has
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been good to her for he has
given her somcthing that few
others have received.

Onc hundred year of life on
this carth. It has given her cight
children namely: Lawrence Dal-
las; Glen of Bella Vista, Ark.;
Lora Jones, Jacksonville, Ark.;
Bessie Stevenson, Muleshoe,
Texas; James ‘‘Buster’” now
deceased; Charlie, Seattle Was-
hington; Annic Mae Stotts,
Winston, Ark.; G.W., now de-
ceased; Grandchildren and a
number of great-grandchildren.

As we celebrate her 100 birth-
day, we will all say, “*Happy
Birthday, Mother and thank you
for all the things you have done
for us for so many years."
