John Deere Tells 
Of New Mowers

John Deere is building a new line 
of silver walk-behind mowers, ac­
cording to Vaughn Culwell, owner of 
Plains Farm Supply, Inc. in Plains. The 
new line commemorates the com­
pany’s 25th silver anniversary of its 
first homeowner mowing machine.

"They’re departing from their tra­
ditional green and yellow colors be­
cause these mowers are far superior to 
walk-behinds that they’ve marketed 
before," said Culwell.

There are five new models -  three 
are pwered by 4-1/2 hp, 4-cycle over­
head valve engines, and two are pow­
ered by 4-hp, 2-cycle engines using a 
fuel mix of gas and oil. All five feature 
a blade brake clutch system that stops 
the cutting blade within three seconds 
when a control lever is released, yet 
allows the engine to continue operat­
ing. All models cut a 21-inch path with 
an aluminum deck that’s contoured for 
strong suction and uniform mowing.

With a 2.5-bushel bagger that can 
be lifted with one hand from a rear 
discharge system, both sides of 
mowing deck can be used for trim­
ming. Side discharge is optional.

A shift selector on the handlebar 
of three self-propelled models controls 
speeds from 1.2 to 4.1 mph. The 5- 
speed gear transaxle is belt driven for 
smooth engagement "This is an ex­
clusive for John Deere," Culwell said.

Easy starting is a feature of all five 
mowers. Cutting height can be set 
from 1/2 to 3-1/2 inches.

M any o f you m ay be concerned about the recent m easles outbreak  
in Lubbock. Since m any of our com m unity are often in Lubbock a t­
tending classes a t Texas Tech, or sim ply shopping, it is natural for 
this concern to exist. A t this po in t however, we are not aw are o f any  
m easles in Yoakum County. As far as the students o f Plains  
Schools are concerned, we fee l that the m ajority  are protected  
through im m unization.

Parents o f school age children realize that im m unization re­
quirem ents for students entering Texas Public Schools are quite  
specific. One of those requirem ents is for im m unization against 
m easles. We fee l that because o f this requirem ent, the m ajority  of 
Plains I.S.D. students are protected. Any exceptions would be very 
few  in num ber and then only by reason o f a student receiving the 
im m unization before the age o f fifteen m onths. A ll Plains I.S.D. 
students have im m unization records showing a record o f m easles  
im m unization or illness.

For your inform ation I am  including the follow ing release from  
Texas Education A gency describing im m unization requirem ents for 
a ll students entering Texas schools.

Immunizations Necessary For School 
Regardless of whether a child attends public or private school, 

every student in Texas must have proof of immunization.
Upon enrolling a child in school for the first time or transferring 

the child to a Texas school from another state, a parent must pro­
vide proof that the child has been immunized appropriately for his 
age against diphtheria, tetanus, poiiomyeiitis, measles, mumps 
and rubella.

With rare exceptions, Texas law forbids schools to accept 
children without proof of immunization. The Texas Department of 
Health has established minimum requirements for immunization 
for the admission of school-age children to schools. They are as 
follows:
Four-year-olds entering pre-school:
‘ Three doses of oral polio vaccine
‘ Three doses of diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis (DTP) vaccine 
‘ One dose measles vaccine or a physician-verified history of the il­
lness
‘ One dose mumps vaccine or a physician-verified history of the il­
lness

Five years and older:
‘ Three doses oral polio vaccine (one dose since the child’s fourth 
birthday). Applies to children through age 17 
‘ At least three doses of DTP and/or tetanus-diphtheria vaccine (one 
dose since the child’s fourth birthday and within the past 10 years) 
‘ One dose mumps vaccine or a physician-verified history of the il­
lness (through age 16)
‘ one dose rubella vaccine (through age 11)

If a child is on an ideal immunization schedule, he or she will 
have received five doses of DTP vaccine and either four or five 
doses of oral polio vaccine by the time he or she enters school.

Children can be immunized by their family doctor or at their local 
health department. Any validated document of immunization will be 
accepted by the schools provided it shows at least the month and 
year when each immunization was given. The Texas Department of 
Health and local health departments will provide record-keeping 
cards free of charge for maintaining school immunization files.

For more information about immunizations, parents should con­
tact their local schools or health departments.
