Emergency Farm Loan
Applications Being Accepted

Applications for emergency farm
loans for losses caused by drought
conditions which occurred January 1
through August 1, 1989, are being ac-
cepted at the Farmers Home Adminis-
tration (FmHA) location in Plains,
FmHA County Supervisor Trueman
Murdoch said today.

Yoakum County is one of twelve
in Texas recently named by Secretary
of Agriculture Clayton Yeutter as eli-
gible for loans to cover part of actual
production losses resulting from the
drought.

Trueman Murdoch said farmers
may be eligible for loans of up to 80
percent of their actual losses or the op-
erating loan needed to continue in
business or $500,000, whichever is
less. For farmers unable to obtain
credit from private commercial
lenders, the interest rate is 4.5 percent.

"As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent loss
of production to be eligible for an
FmHA emergency loan," Murdoch
said. Farmers participating in the PIK

or Federal Crop Insurance programs
will have to figure in proceeds from
those programs in determining their
loss.

"Applications for loans under this
emergency designation will be ac-
cepted until Aug. 22, 1990 but farmers
should apply as soon as possible. De-
lays in applying could create backlogs
in processing and possibly carry over
into the new farming season,” Mur-
doch said.

FmHA is a credit agency of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture. It is
authorized to provide disaster emer-
gency loans to recognized farmers who
work at and rely on farming for a sub-
stantial part of their living. Eligibility
is extended to individual farmers who
are U.S. citizens and to farming part-
nerships, corporations or cooperatives
in which U.S. citizens hold a majority
interest.

The FmHA office in Plains is open
from 8 a.m. to 12 noon and from 1 to 5
p.m. Monday through Friday.

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Hold Meeting
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From the Superintendent’s Desk

I have been asked recently about the University Interscholastic League realign-
ment procedures and how they work in regard to the districts to which a school
might be assigned.

Classification is determined by the average daily membership (ADM) in high
school grades 9-12 during the week of October 2-6, 1989. During this week
Plains I.S.D. had 133 students enrolled in high school. After applying the U.LL.
formula, our reclassification enrollment figure was 137.52. The last realignment
figure for Class A competition was 144 ADM and below. Class AA was 145-
299 ADM. We think that we will compete in Class A for two more years, how-
ever the new realignment figures will not be released until February 1, 1990, at
9:00 a.m. I assure you that many school officials will be looking at these figures
on that day.

Plains I.S.D. U.LL. participation now involves four different districts: Volley-
ball SA, Football 4A, Basketball 9A, and Spring Meet 6A. The reason for so
many districts is that all schools do not participate in all competition. For exam-
ple, some schools participate in 11 man football and some in 6 man football; and
some do not participate in volleyball but when all Class A schools participate in
a Spring Meet, we have twelve schools in our district.

We would like to have the same schools in each of our districts, volleyball,
football, basketball and Spring Meet, but as long as we are in Class A that seems
to be impossible. We will however, continue to work to make the situation as
pleasant as possible.
