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Preparing Schools For AIDS Epidemic

Texas Council of Administrators
of Special Education (TCASE) is
sponsoring a needs assessment confer-
ence to help school boards and school
officials prepare to face an AIDS crisis
when it occurs in their district. April 9
and 11 and May 4, conference atten-
dees will have the opportunity to focus
and identify the information and
training needs of school staff and con-
stituency.

"What most school districts have
learned about AIDS thus far is how to
panic. Many school administrators are
realizing that it is not just a special ed-
ucation problem; they must prepare for
the future,” said Mike Murrow, educa-
tion consultant.

Voters Reminded
To Get Out & Vote

Texas recorded its highest primary
election turnout ever in a non-presi-
dential year on Tuesday, March 13
when 2.3 million people cast ballots in
the Democratic and Republican party
primaries, Secretary of State George
Bayoud said.

The turnout is believed to be the
second highest total for any primary
election in Texas history. The highest
primary’ election turnout ever was in
March 1988 when nearly 2.8 million
Texans voted in the Democratic and
Republican party presidential pri-
maries.

This ‘year’s primary marked only
the third time in Texas history that a
primary election turnout exceeded 2
million voters. The turnout on March
13 represented 28 percent of the state’s
8.3 million registered voters. The
turnout rate is the highest for a guber-
natorial primary election since 1978.

In 1986 - the last gubernatorial
election year in Texas - 21 percent of
the state’s eligible voters turned out in

the primary election, while in the 1982
guBernatorial primary a 26 percent

turnout rate was recorded.
Bayoud, the state’s chief elections
officer, credited county election offi-

cials, the primary candidates and their

political parties, and Texas businesses
and civic organizations with helping to
promote voter participation. He en-
couraged Texans to return to the polls
on April 10 for the runoff elections.
