CLERKS WITHIN SIX MONTHS OF AUGUST 30, 1991 ACCORDING TO ARTICLE 6899j, 
VERNON'S TEXAS CIVIL STATUTES. (September 2,1991 thru February 28, 1992)

The owner shall have the right during this six-month period to file 
the brand and marks now recorded in his name. After this time any unrecorded 
brand will be available for use on a "first-come" basis.

It should be noted that it is illegal to brand livestock without first 
properly recording the brand with the County Clerk in the county in which 
the livestock are held.

When the brand or brands are recorded, the location on the animal on 
which the brand is to be applied must be designated.
