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Gorbachev arrives in New York

NEW YORK — Soviet leader
Mikhail S. Gorbachev arrived in New
York Tuesday and said he hoped his
luncheon discussions with President
Reagan and President-elect George
Bush will lead to an ‘‘expansion of
cooperation’’ between the
Superpowers.

Gorbachev made his arrival state-
ment in a sun-splashed ceremony at
Kennedy International Airport as
U.S. officials said they were prepar-
ing for the possibility of a ‘“‘grand
gesture’’ from the Soviet leader to
reduce troop strength in Eastern
Europe.

Gorbachev will blend diplomacy
with sightseeing on a three-day visit

to the United Nations and New York.
He said he hoped his meeting with
Reagan and Bush today will ‘“‘serve
the best interests of the United States
and the Soviet Union, indeed of all the
world.”

“We have not arranged any formal
agenda, so either side will be free
openly and frankly to raise any issues
it wishes to,”” he said.

It is Gorbachev's second visit to the
United States in a year and the fifth
time he has arranged to sit down with
Reagan. The two leaders signed a
historic arms reduction treaty during
the Washington summit last year.

Bush was playing down his role in
today’s luncheon session. He told a
news conference in Washington he
will attend in his capacity as vice
president and without any of the na-

tional security aides he has picked for
his incoming administration.

Last year, Gorbachev came to
Washington. This time it is New York,
where some of the biggest headaches
are being caused by the logistics of
moving the general secretary’s 45-car
motorcade through Manhattan.

He will address the U.N. General
Assembly today for the first time.

Arriving on the tide of his drive to
shake up the Soviet political system
from top to bottom, Gorbachev sent
advance word that he may offer new
proposals to end the Cold War,
strengthen the United Nations and
improve the world’s environment.

An American official acknowledged
the possibility of a “grand gesture,”
such as a reduction of Soviet troops in
Czechoslovakia and Hungary. “It is

plausible they would do it on the eve
of the opening of negotiations with the
West and also as a public relations
move,” said the official.

Such a move, in the absence of a
similar move by the United States,
would reduce the Soviet advantage in
conventional forces in Europe and
could facilitate an overall conven-
tional force agreement early in the
Bush administration.

As the Kremlin leader headed to
New York, Reagan was briefed by
Secretary of State George Shultz, Col-
in D. Powell, the national security ad-
viser, and other White House
officials.

Shultz and Soviet Foreign Minister
Eduard A. Shevardnadze will meet to-
day before the two presidents sit
down for lunch.

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Atlantis

lands after
four days

EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE,
Calif. — Atlantis streaked out of
orbit from its secret spy satellite
mission Tuesday and glided to an
unusual afternoon landing as a
small band of spectators cheered
the five astronauts’ safe return.

Navy Cmdr. Robert L. Gibson
guided the 97-ton shuttle to a
centerline touchdown at 2:35 p.m.
CDT on a hard-packed clay run-
way after a flight of 4 days, 9
hours, 5 minutes.

“They have been given the
welcome back call,”” said Billie
Deason at Mission Control in
Houston after the spaceship had
rolled to a halt on the 7.5-mile-long
runway.

Two loud sonic booms crackled
overhead as Atlantis descended
through partly sunny skies and
made its swooping approach to
Rogers Dry Lake in the Mojave
Desert.

One tire on the shuttle’s left lan-
ding gear had a slow leak, but
NASA said it was not a concern. It
certainly did not seem to affect the
smoothness of the touchdown,
which was televised live by the
networks.

About 55 minutes after landing,
the crew emerged from the orbiter
and were greeted by NASA ad-
miniistrators, and then inspected
the underside of the craft. It was
only the seventh afternoon shuttle
landing, the time apparently dic-
tated by the orbit Atlantis had to
follow in deploying a radar
satellite to spy on the Soviet Union.
NASA prefers morning landings at
Edwards because winds tend to
gather force later in the day.

Because of the military secrecy,
Tuesday’s landing was closed to
public viewing from the observa-
tion site on this military base 80
miles north of Los Angeles. Only a
few hundred journalists, NASA
employees and invited guests were
witnesses.

Scattered applause echoed
across the hardpan in front of
NASA’s main hangar as Atlantis
rolled across the dry lakebed. The
National Anthem blared from a
loudspeaker.

In contrast, an estimated 425,000
people had watched Discovery.

Vice president/provost proves
loyalty belongs to T

Texas Tech Vice Presi-
dent/Provost Donald Haragan used
to have orange blood, but now he
says his blood is pure red.

After receiving his bachelor’s and
doctorate degrees in atmospheric
science from the University of
Texas at Austin, his blood was
orange.

“I had been a Longhorn fan all
| my life,” he said.

Then Haragan moved to Lub-
bock. He said he had mixed feelings
about whom to yell for at athletic
events, but after he had been at
Tech for three years, he was asked
to sponsor the Saddle Tramps.

“Boy, did they drain my orange
blood fast,” he said. ‘“When it
comes to loyalty now, there's no
question.”

This semester, the Board of
Regents restructured the ad-
ministration. Haragan said the
regents added the vice presi-
dent/provost position because the
university president was being call-
ed on to do too many things. The
idea was to allow day-to-day ac-
tivities to be taken care of by so-
meone reporting to the president,
he said.

He said an important part of the
provost position is to target areas
for improvement and then
strategically plan for the

university.

Haragan said the next few years
promise to be exciting for Tech.

On the agenda are the search for
a coordinator for the Texas
Academic Skills Program, im-
plementation of the new
undergraduate admissions stan-
dards and new general education
curriculum.

““We're trying to set the direction
for Texas Tech for the next
decade,” Haragan said. “The op-
portunities for Texas Tech are pro-
bably as good as any university in
the state. Students can get as good
an education at Texas Tech as
anywhere in Texas — as good and
probably better.”

Haragan said although he plays
no part in the selection of the next

exas lech

president, he is very interested.

“We’ve got a lot on our plate at
Texas Tech, and there’s nothing
more important than finding a new
president,”” he said.

The new president will need to
have a vision for Tech, he said.
Haragan said the new president will
have to deal with people, with the
public, with ex-students and with
potential donors. The new president
will have to understand the
university.

‘“He has to sell the university,”” he
said. Haragan said he is
celebrating his 20th year at Tech
this year.

In 1969, Haragan came to Tech to
develop the department of at-
mospheric sciences. He started as
an assistant professor and became
chairman of the department on two
different occasions.

He later served as assistant dean
of arts and sciences before being
named interim dean of the college.
During his tenure as interim dean,
he was asked to be interim vice
president. Then he was selected as
vice president.

“I've seen the university from all
standpoints,” he said.

Haragan described himself as a
people person. He said his manage-
ment style is one focusing on
understanding people.

“There are no rules to fit every
situation,”” he said. “It’s a suppor-
tive type of management style.

Felony charges filed against students

Three Texas Tech students were
charged with felony theft Monday, the
Department of Police Services
reported.

Charges were filed with the Lub-
bock County criminal district at-
torney against Steven Hunt, a
freshman home economics major; his

brother, freshman English major
Gregory Hunt; and Colin Baker, also
a freshman English major. All three
face felony charges for the theft of
two swivel chairs valued at $1,785
from the lobby of Murdough/Stangel.

A Crime Line tip received Nov. 14
led police to the three men.

Police recovered the stolen chairs
from Steven Hunt on Nov. 15. Police
said that during questioning, Hunt

told them his brother also was involv-
ed in the incident.

Both men told police they were not
personally involved in the actual theft
of the chairs, police said. They in-
dicated Greg Hunt’'s roommate,
Baker, was responsible for the theft,
police reported.

Baker told police, however, the
Hunt brothers were responsible for
stealing the chairs.
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Graduation speaker
reflects Tech image
across state, nation

In the quest to project the image that Texas Tech is, in fact, a
first-rate university, administrators at long last have deduced that
the quality of commencement speakers is a reflection of the quali-
ty of the university.

Throughout the past few years, the administration’s efforts to
provide memorable commencement speakers have been relative-
ly lackluster. Students, after all, are not overwhelmed after their
tenure at the university when the person delivering the com-
mencement address to them is a familiar professor whom
students have seen daily in class.

Legislators and other academic institutions likely have been
equally unimpressed with the historic quality of Tech commence-
ment speakers.

Financial restraints have resulted in a pool of speakers drawn
from among faculty and staff members rather than outside
speakers who might be deemed worthy of acclaim.

Commencement exercises mark a special time for students. Not
only does the completion of a college career signal the beginning of
a student’s professional career, but also the beginning of responsi-
ble adulthood. Completion of a degree is an achievement truly
worthy of notice.

Commencement speakers at the University of Texas or at Texas
A&M certainly are not recruited from the ranks of the univer-
sities’ professors. During May 1988 ceremonies at the University
of Texas at El Paso, Vice President George Bush addressed
graduating seniors.

Tech seniors graduating at the same time were treated to pro-
fessors from within the university — certainly not the kind of sen-
doff expected by students who may even have taken courses from
the speakers. ¥

The time has arrived for Tech administrators to recognize the
importance commencement exercises play in projecting a first-
rate image — not only within the state, but also throughout the
nation.

By all appearances, administrators have recognized the impor-
tance of commencement speakers in terms of image enhancement
and have responded accordingly.

December Tech graduates will not soon forget their commence-
ment exercises as the speaker will be Turgut Ozal, the prime
minister of the Republic of Turkey. Ozal’s visit already has receiv-
ed national attention and will bring Tech into the national spotlight
while he is on campus.

Although Ozal’s visit previously had been arranged with no con-
nection to the December graduation ceremonies, the fact that
Tech administrators seized upon the opportunity to secure a
speaker of such note to send off the newest generation of Tech
alumni shows the initiative needed for the school to move ahead
within university circles.

Perhaps future Tech graduates will be honored at graduation by
other figures of socio-political stature similar to that of Ozal.

Tech administrators should continue to be aware that quality
speakers enhance Tech’s image in the academic and political
world. To be a first-rate university, Tech must begin to appear as
a first-rate university.

The Texas Tech Student Senate, in
cooperation with the Tech Bookstore,
will provide extended library hours at
the Tech Library during the week of
final examinations.

The Croslin Room will be open to
students between the hours of mid-
night and 3 a.m. Thursday through
Tuesday.

Students will be able to park on
either side of the University Center
except in spaces marked 24 hour
reserved.

Volunteers from the senate along
with a paid volunteer from the
regular library staff will be on duty at
all times to monitor the room and en-
sure an atmosphere conducive to
study.

Restrooms will be provided at the
Wall/Gates residence halls.

“Girls who feel unsafe walking to
Wall/Gates should ask one of the
monitors to either watch them walk
across or walk with them,’’ said John
Winslow, author of the legislation that
will provide the service to students.

Running a shuttle to and from
Wall/Gates would be too expensive to
justify, he said.

Students who use the library during
extended hours will be asked to com-
plete a survey to determine whether
extended hours will be offered in the
future, Winslow said.

‘““Last year we had the library open-
ed 24 hours for finals week,” Winslow
said, “but we found that there were
only two or three students in there
after 3 (a.m.), so we decided to not
waste people’s money to provide a
service that is not used.”

The service is anticipated to hit a
bigger target of students than it did
last year, Winslow said.

being extreme.

With the question of testing for com-
mercial vanity products raised, it is
up to the consumer to decide which
side he will support.

Those in favor of product testing
argue that testing is a necessary part
of product evaluation before products
go on the market.

“Most animal rights activists are
grossly misinformed and not realistic
in their fanatical views. Animal
testing is essential to the advance-
ment of medicine, and that fact is
overlooked by many activists,” said
Dr. Gary Schwede, a Lubbock

veterinarian.

Another local veterinarian, Dr. Il-
ene Tipton, said, ‘‘Cosmetic testing
with animals should be kept in
perspective. Some experiments have
been repeated that didn’t need to be.”
Tipton also said she is very much
against abuse of animals for controll-
ed testing.

The problem with cosmetic and pro-
duct testing is who decides when con-
sumers have enough new mascara
and drain-cleaning products. Animal
rights activists argue that there are
enough products on the market to

satisfy any number of consumers
needing such aids.

According to a newsletter
distributed by PETA, People for the
Ethical Treatment of Animals,
household product and cosmetic com-
panies make billions of dollars in pro-
fits each year, yet not one company
puts even .01 percent of its net profits
into developing, perfecting or
validating non-animal testing
methods.

Alternative methods of testing,
without the use of animals, have been
created and are proven to be effec-
tive. Activists urge testing facilities
to use those methods.

“The issue of animal rights creates
more questions than answers,”’ said
Kerri Glass, a writer for The
Agriculturalist. Glass researched the
issue for four months before writing a

“Supporters of testing present one
side of the story, and animal rights
activists present the other,” Glass
said. “But neither side tells the whole
truth.”

Activists bring out extreme in-
stances of cruelty when discussing
the issue, and supporters stress
fanatical views and actions taken by
those activists, said Glass.

“Animals die every minute in the
United States alone to test new sham-
poos, hairsprays, laxatives and oven
cleaners,” PETA says.

The choice is up to the consumer.
Do we choose to support products that
use animal testing heavily during
production?

Or do we take a stand and join in the
search for alternative methods of

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1988 held no surprlses for Tech

Expectatlons true for Raiders |

If Texas Tech’s 1988 season could be
summed up in one play, then the play
would be one of the Red Raiders’ last
this season.

With Tech trailing 4542 and moving
the ball with ease against a porous
Oklahoma State defense, I-back An-

thony Lynn fumbled the ball with less
than 1:30 remaining in the affair and
OSU went on to win.

~ The fumble wasn’t Lynn’s fault. It
was a play that could happen to
anyone at any time — and that is ex-
actly the point.

For a team that lost the ball on the
ground only 12 times this season, it
was a simple case of bad luck.

Tech saved its last two games for
its best offensive performances. Four
points separated the Raiders from
defeating two Top 20 teams and chalk-
ing a 74 record instead of its overall
mark of 5-6.

Everyone knew the 1988 Raiders
were going to possess one of the na-
tion’s more potent offenses. It averag-
ed 405.8 yards per game — a school
record. Everyone knew Tech was to

have a suspect defense. It finished at
the bottom of the Southwest Con-
ference, surrendering 441 yards per
contest. Everyone figured the
Raiders would fall somewhere around
the middle of the league pack. They
ended the SWC season 4-3.

In other words, the Raiders surpris-
ed no one by pulling no surprises.

Injuries plagued a line that was
questionable from the beginning. The
unit, of which all but one starter (6-1,
270-pound guard Chris Shafer)
returns next season, including Dallas
Morning News first-team All-SWC
selection Charles Odiorne, did sur-
vive tough times. At least eight dif-
ferent line combinations were used
throughout the season, and despite
being outweighed in almost every
contest, the line was good enough to
allow quarterback Billy Joe Tolliver
his finest season as a Raider and I-
back James Gray a near-1,000-yard
season.

The senior Tolliver, the Morning
News’ first-team All-SWC
signalcaller, threw for 2,889 yards
(190 of 354 for 53.6 percent and 19
touchdowns). Tolliver, who rewrote
the Tech record book in the passing
department, was not without
receivers, even though he was
without a true deep threat most of the
season. All-SWC wide receiver Wayne

Walker suffered a Tech-career-
ending knee injury in the season’s
first game — a 29-24 loss to North
Texas — and finally was removed
from the Tech lineup for surgery after
the Arkansas game.

But Tolliver found that the com-
bination of Tyrone Thurman's 48 cat-
ches for 726 yards (15.1 average) and
Eddy Anderson (23 for 356) helped
ease the blow of Walker’s loss.

The backfield had a good season
overall. Gray’s 161 attempts for 938
yards (5.6 yards per carry) coupled
with fullback Ervin Farris’ blocking
and receiving (537 yards) provided a
good tandem. If there was such a
thing, junior I-back Clifton Winston
would receive the All-SWC sparkplug
award for his Texas and OSU

showings.

Unfortunately for Tech, the 1988
defense was another story. The
Raiders were not without quality
players. Safety Donald Harris had
another outstanding year as a
sophomore. James Mosley had an ex-
ceptional year considering he was
switched from defensive end to
linebacker at the start of his final
season. Senior tackle Desmond Royal
was named to the Morning News’
first-team All-SWC squad.

Tech gave up more than 600 yards
in two games (Rice, OSU) and 460,
476, 399 and 447 yards against
Arizona, Texas A&M, Texas and
Houston, respectively.

Only against Baylor and TCU did
the Raiders hold an opponent to less
than 330 yards.
