A total membership of 78,000
is the 1956 goal of the Texas
Farm Bureau, according to an
announcement made by Millard
Shivers at a District 7 Farm Bu-
reau meeting held in Brownwood
on Wednesday. Mr. Shivers is
the organizational director of the
state group.

The membership quota given
to Eastland County in the current
campaign is 425 and Comanche
County has been given a goal of
400. Plans call for the state total
to be reached before the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federation con-
vention gathers in Miami, Flor-
ida, later this year.
