K ansas City, Mo., Dec. 30.—N ational 
prohibition will be th e  big political 
issue in th e  1916 cam paigns. T hat was 
the prophecy made yesterday  a fter­
noon a t a  conference of the  national 
leaders of th e  jrrohibition p arty  at 
th e  Y. M. C. A. They said th a t now 
nearly  100 organizations haying na­
tion wide influence w ere together in a 
aovement to enroll five million voters 

for the dry cause before th e  nex t cam­
paign.

“Fourteen s ta tes  now are  under pro­
hibition,” Virgil G. H inshaw , Chicago, 
national chairm an of th e  party , said. 
“Twelve o thers have adopted woman’s 
suffrage. Those two big reform s go 
hand in  hand and. today, if a  nationa. 
vote could be taken, tne sen tim en t of 
the en tire  country  would be found 
largely to  favor both of these .”

Mr. H inshaw  said th a t no t less than 
two weeks ago Secretary  B ryan told 
a  ca ller a t h is  office in  W ashington 
th a t if prohibition was made the is­
sue m  191G it  would sweep th e  coun­
try. According to  Mr. H inshaw , Sir. 
B ryan would he, w ith R oosevelt and 
o ther leaders, a  supporter of such a 
plank.

Tho prohibitionists are m  Kansas 
City organizing a d is tric t for campaign 
w ork th a t will iucludo the s ta te s  of 
-Missouri, K ansas, Oklahoma, A rkan 
sas and New Mexico. H eadquarters 
a lready  have been opened in the K an­
sas City Life building, and it  is their 
purpose to  go through these  s ta tes 
w ith speakers p reparing tho w ay for 
the 1916 cam paign. They expect to 
obtain several hundred college men 
th is sum m er who will carry  the enroll­
m ent cards of the p a rty  to  the voters 

“W e expect to  have enrolled five 
million vo ters throughout th is country 
pledged to  support a  national prohibi­
tion m ovem ent, before th e  next, cam ­
paign.” Eugene V. Clhaflu, tw ice can- 

1 ftidate for th e  presidency on th e  par­
ty ticket, explained. “Many of them 
" i l l  he gained from th is d is tric t.”

A team  composed of C harles J. H al1 
pations.l warty organizer: form er Gov­
ernor John P. St. John of K ansas, Mr

Chafin and Miss Cecil Pear] Bucking­
ham, prohibition singer, w ill' work 
from here. They plan to  m ake a “ra ­
pid fire” sw ing through the larger ci­
ties of tho five s ta tes  w ith in  the next 
th ree m onths, pledging voters to  the 
nation wide dry cause. The re ­
m ainder of he  country also is being 
divided into d is tric ts  com prising a 
few sta tes and sim ilar team s will w ork 
in them. In  th is w ay it is hoped to 
build up an effective organization for 
the coming fight.

Y esterday’s m eeting was attended j 
by about 15 persons who are  closely i 
identified w ith the  prohibition party  I 
in th is s ta te  and K ansas. Short | 
speeches w ere m ade by Mr. Chafin, | 
Mr. H all and W. G. Galderwood, the 
prohibition leader in  Minnesota.

ENG LISH A R T IL L E R Y M A N  W R IT E S  

A R T IC L E  DESCRIBING EX ­
P E R IE N C E  UNDER F IR E

London, Dec. 26.—U nder w hat pic­
turesque circum stances men often 
move forw ard to th e  firing line is 
described by a London a rtis t, a  mem­
ber of the honorable ■ artillery  corps, 
who, w ith the sensitive eye of hit 
craft, te lls of h is im pressions with 
m ore than  ordinary vividness. His 
le tte r  is) undated, but. was presum ably 
w ritten  in Belgium.

‘'A fter doing w ork ail over on. 
country,” he w rites, “we find our­
selves in another, w ith  every prosect 
of having a ho t tim ^  w hich we 
ail been praying for. A t th e  Iasi 
place tout two we were digging a  sec 
end line of trenches and cam e in foi 
some very ho t fire. The nex t day they 
caught us as we w ent to  dig in slight­
ly m ore advanced trenches; and wt 
lay in a  sm all ditch for about th ree  
hours w ith shell and  rifle  bullets 
jum ping about over our heads and 
flicking leaves off the stun ted  willow 
trees  in  our ditch. One w as quite 
safe and ra th e r bored, as it  pouret 
with rain. I played a gam e of picquet 
with th e  m an nex t me and won twe 
francs, then the rain  stuck  th e  cards 
together.

“The n ight before la s t we left at 
about 5. I t was quite pitch black and 
in tensely cold, and snow lay heavily 
everyw here on fields, roofs and trees 
as we m arched silently through the 
village and out into a  long, long road 
w ith a  wonderful avenue of trees 
like Hobbem a’s fam ous p ictu re  a t the 
N ational gallery. On we go, hardly 
able to  keep our footing on the frozen 
and uneven ground, and always, like 
a trem endous su rf beating on an iron 
shore, comes the booming of guns, 
Rockets shoot up, leaving a long 
stream  of stars, and showing up the 
silen t country, snowbound and very 
peaceful-looking until one comes to a 
village to tally  deserted, ruined walls, 
heaps of debris and g rea t shell holes 
in road and roof telling  th e ir dread­
ful story. And as if a  m iracle had 
happened, there  stands th e  church un­
touched.

•‘W e h a lt silen tly  and  move on 
again, and is if to rem ind ,us th a t th e  
world is not so peaceful a fte r all, 
shells com» bursting  through th e  air. 
One burets quite close, setting  a ru in­
ed house in a trem endous blaze and 
lighting up tire whole scene (quite one 
for a pain ter.) W e are ju s t ou t of 
it, five m inutes earlie r would have 
shown ms all up, and we should prob­
ably have been very effectively shel­
led. W e climbed down little  slippery 
slopes and up o thers very w arily (one 
is carry ing  everything, and the  nails 
in  one's boots on th e  hard  ground 
m ake toad going. Over fields, and 
th en  we reach reserve trenches a t 
about 7:30. X hate  reserve  trenches. 
One of my g reat fea rs  is suffocation 
and to  stagger in to  a  hole in  the  
ground and find oneself under the

earth , head touching knees and roof 
above, in  black darkness, not knowing 
w here one is, and feeling caught in 
on every side, is dreadful to me. We 
do guards, each section till about 4:30 
in th e  morning, with slight sniping 
to rem ind one of th e  Germans then 
we form up and off again, and stagger, 
it seems, for m iles across fields and 
broken country. H ere we a re  a t la s t 
a t the first, line  of trenches. Black 
silen t figures suddenly appear, a few 
w hispered orders and we find ou> 
selves in th e  trenches.

“T here are  five of u s  in our trench. 
Tile dawn comes up slowly and we can 
see w hat is in front of us. W e are 
evidently on top of a  slope, or ra the  
not quite on top. T here  has to toe 
one observer in every trench  for half 
an Hour all th rough  th e  day and at 
n igh t any hour. The cold is still in­
tense, b u t w e open a tin  of jam  and 
s ta r t having breakfast. Suddenly my 
suice of bread and jam  is covered with 
clay, knocked off the top of the p ara ­
pet. The snipers a re  a t  work, and 
wonderful shots they  are, too. Over 
a hundred bullets w ere put ju s t in  the 
to  of our trench, and w henever an 
observer’s head w ent up to  loo t 
through a  small inclosure, th ey  were 
a t it  again. Suddenly the ir batteries 
opened fire on us, and getting  the 
range w ith m arvelous celerity  they 
proceed in  the nex t hour to  put close 
on one hundred shells on about ha lf s 
dozen trenches, including ours. W e are 
ali crouched down. The noise is ap 
palling, one’s eardrum s feel splitting 
as each shell bursts. Clouds of 
black, evil-smelling smoke, showers 
of ea rth  and stones, mangelrw.urzels. 
and pieces of shell come flying into 
the trenches. One m an finds a  large 
piece of shell in his overcoat pocket. 
No one w as h u rt of our lot. On our 
left the regim ent had four killed and 
several wounded. This is toeing under 
fire properly, and we a re  glad they 
have stopped and given us a  rest. Not 
so th e  snipers, who keep it up all day.

“N ight observation is nerve-rack­
ing. T rees move about, showing black 
against th e  snow, and the sky is very 
clouded, all shapes look hum an, me­
nacing and advancing. T here is a 
trem endous a rtille ry  duel going on on 
our left, like a  million stage carpen­
te rs  knocking together a scene of 
herculean proportions. Some regul­
ars com e up to reinforce our trench ; 
an a ttack  is  expected. I can  hear the 
trem endous m ovem ent of supply wag- 
ans going on ju s t over th e  hill crest 
in th e  enem y’s lines. Sm all red sparks 
show fitfully  in the,trenches, rockets 
are going up, and th e  sky ever and 
anon is sp lit w ith  g rea t flam es of 
light. A farm  behind our lines is one 
g rea t blaze and they  send up rocket 
signals on our side, bu t nothing hap­
pens. W e are  relieved ju s t before 
dawn, and w e creep back here very 
tired, d irty  and cold, bu t very  glad 
to have got through our really  first 
tes t of endurance all righ t.”

N E W  HEAD OF REORGANIZED  

M O RM AN C H U R C H  HAS HIGH  
A M B IT IO N S

W orcester, Mass., Dec. 20.—The 
elim ination of poverty is the forem ost 
aim of F rederick  M. Smith, ihe new 
acting head of the Church of Jesus 
C hrist of th e  L a tte r Day Saints, the 
Reorganized Morman church. This 
young leader of 50,000 church mem­
bers has outlined a cam paign of so­
cial reform  and is com pleting his 
studies a t  C lark U niversity  in order 
th a t he m ay toe sufficiently equipped 
in knowledge of philosophy to pu t liis 
ideas' to  p ractical test.

Young Mr. Sm ith has fce*n for some 
time the chief aid of h is father, P resi­
dent. Joseph Smith, who died recently  
at Independence, Mo. Through the 
aid of a  secretary  he will be able to 
rem ain in W orcester and keep in 
touch w ith the w ork of the church toy 
m eans of a  system  o f reports which 
he has inaugurated . .

The election of Mr. Sm ith to the 
presidency nex t A pril w ill mean the 
beginning of a  new era  in the reor­
ganized M orman church. Tile doc­
trines of th e  young leader are  con­
sidered radical by outsiders.

“I t  is  our belief,” said Mr. Smith, 
" th a t i t  is not intended th a t some 
should have an overabundance of 
w ealth—hoardings beyond all their 
needs, w hile o thers nave nothing. We 
believe th a t every th ing  a  m an pos­
sesses beyond a  com fortable compe­
tence should be tu rned  over to the 
church treasu ry  for redistribution  and 
read justm ent along judicious lines.

“The socialists and th e  com m unists 
have the righ t idea in  a m easure, but 
they lack the religious elem ent. I t  is 
often easy to  convert th e  b rain  w ith­
out converting th e  heart.. W e believe 
in th is doctrine of social economy 
as an artic le  of faith.

“T here is a  grow ing sen tim ent in 
our church  in favor of putting  this 
doctrine in to  practice. I t  should toe 
done. T here a re  m illionaires in our 
faith  w ho have told me they  are  rea­
dy to  lay  th e ir w ealth  on th e  a lta r  
of th e  church as soon as the plan is 
put into practice. T here  a re  mer­
chants who have expressed the same 
inclination to  me. I should consider 
th is as a fu tu re  policy of the church.

“W e believe th ere  should not toe any 
poor people. T here  is no place for 
the drone in  our fold. T-he m an who 
is in a  business th a t  he is no t com­
peten t to  ru n  to  advantage ami a t  a 
profit, should be tu rned  to  som r oth­
er vocation and sc ire  one pu t in his 
place who can m ake of h is business 
vhat it  should ha

“The money w hich will go into rbe 
church in  th is w av is no t a charitable 
fund aind those who benefit from  it 
a re  no t p a rtak ing  of charity . Those 
who need help get it because they are  
entitled  to it by reason of misfortune. 
The widow w ith a  fam ily o f children 
to look a f te r  gets her help  from these 
funds and stands as high as any in

The local bank 
was approached Sunday n igh t when 
the governor, w as here  on Ills way to  
yesterdays m eeting of the regen ts a t  
Las Cruces, by the executive and Mr. 
McCanna. A ssurance w as given a t  
th a t tim e th a t  the Dank would per- 
form the service asked.

The bank will be secured by the 
bond filed by Llewellyn, w hich th e  a t ­
torney  general pronounces unim peach 
able. Im m ediate dem and Is to  he 
m ade on th e  su re ty  company, an Okla­
homa concern w hich gave th is  bond. 
Failing to  collect th e  bond, steps for 
the relief of th e  college can be taken 
by the legislature, w hich m eets in 
th ree  weeks.

N E W  Y O R K  B A N K E R  SAYS BUSI­

NESS S H O U L D  BE W IL L IN G  
TO V E N T U R E  NOW

Men- York, Dec. 29.—The quietness 
usual a t th is season of the year is in­
tensified by th e  feeling of caution 
w hich ex ists in  all p a rts  of the coun­
try. I t  is a  fa ir  question to  ask if this 
caution  is  no t going beyond reason 
and reaching a, stage» 'Where i t  m ust 
react, a,s all sentim ent does when a l­
lowed to  .go to  extrem es? . I t  is quite 
true th e re  have been many reasons 
for depression in th is extraordinary 
year of 1914. Bait m any of these rea­
sons no longer exist; some have been 
am ply discounted, and o thers of a 
positively encouraging nature  have 
no t yet had an opportunity to exert 
th e ir  full influence. Among the rea­
sons for uncerta in ty  which no longer 
ex is t a re  th e  Mexican difficulties, the 
an ti-trust and investigation m anias 
and the ta riff readjustm ent. These 
im portan t problems absorbed- a tten  
tion during th e  first half of the year, 
but since then  have oeen ignored, and 
for five m onths the m arket has had 
to unexpectedly face the m ost coios 
sal w ar in history. The en tire  busi­
ness world received a shock which i1 
will take years  to obliterate. So fa r as 
th is country is concerned, however, 
the effect has been very  largely dis­

counted . B usiness quickly adjusted 
itself to  w ar conditions, and is now 
going along nearly  “as usual.” In  the 
fu tu re  th is m arket is no more likely 
to be sensitive to  new s indicating 
peace th an  to new s of an opposite 
character. T he indications a re  that 
the w ar m ay not la s t a s  long a s  at 
one tim e feared; and, if peace chould 
come w ithin the next six months, the 
financial effects w ill prove less di­
sastrous than  anticipated, as all the 
belligerents are  showing a  much 
g rea te r ability  to m eet the costs than 
w as calculated upon. The war, th e re ­
fore, while still a  m atte r of g re a t un­
certain ty , has been well discounted 
in th is m arket, and should no t pro 
duce any fu rth er m aterial depression 
unless d isasters occur which a t  the 
m om ent seem betyoucr the range of 
probabilities.

This brings to, us ano ther set. of cau­
ses which a re  of a purely encouraging 
nature , and which thus fa r  have had 
little  o r no effect upon business or 
stock m arket values-. Chief of these 
is the clearing  of tn e  political atm os 
phere. There lias been a most, s trik ­
ing chance in the a ttitude  of the fede 
ra l governm ent and th e  legislature 
tow ard business interests. The dis­
position now is  to aid, not. hinder, 
business which had suffered serious­
ly from unreasoning hostility. At 
la s t the  country  realizes that, the  
Sherm an law  under the new in ter­
pretation  is sufficient to pro tect the 
people against the abuses of monopo­
ly; and if any doubt on th a t  score 
exists th e  new Clayton law makes 
assurance doubly sure. The beneficial

effects o-f th is change have no t yet 
had an opportunity of expressing 
them selves. B usiness has adjusted 
itself to the new  tariff; and, though 
some of th e  changes w ork harshly 
and m ay come up for rectification, 
th e  ta riff a s  a d isturbing elem ent has 
been relegated to the rear. This fa­
vorable developm ent has also escaped 
attention . A nother step forw ard of 
suprem e im portance is the reconstrus- 
tion of our banking system  upon 
scientific lines, and in s tric te r accord­
ance w ith long recognized necessities. 
The new federal reserve system  made 
a splendid s ta rt on th e  road to sound 
and progressive banking. The coun­
try  now has an elastic  currency sys­
tem ; also a  plan w hereby the bank­
ing pow ers of the country  are  con 
centrateid, w ith  th e  power of control 
d istributed  som ew hat in accordance 
w ith the im portance of various sec­
tions. The new system  is not. yet in 
full working order, bu t has already 
shown its  po ten tia lities for good, and 
the country now' possesses a  .inuncia) 
organization b e tte r  able to cope with 
financial crises than any which we 
have h ith e rto  had. This is ano 'hei 
lavorable factor which has not been 
adequately reflected in e ither busi 
ness or financial circles. Still an 
other encouraging factor has been a 
good harvest, which saved the country 
from a  serious setback and im parted 
positive optim ism  throughout the 
¿rain belt,. W e raised  fa r  too much 
cotton to benefit the  South; bu t this 
will prove a  not unmixed blessing. 
.¡Suce cheap cotton m ust help both 
domestic and European m aniPactnrert 
,o place th e ir industry upon a more 
normal condition. L astly  the in ter 
sta te  Commmerce Commission grant 
ed the railroads perm ission to  advance 
-ates 5 per cent w ith certa in  well 
known exceptions. The decision was 
som ewhat disappointing inasm uch as 
-t is' expected to increase  revenues 
mly 30 millions instead of 50 millions 
us a t firs t sta ted ; bu t its  chief im ­
portance is the  significant change o. 
a ttitude  on the  p a rt of th e  commis 
sinners tow ard the railroads, which 
,s in  keeping w ith the change in the 
governm ent a ttitude  already noted.

The above is  a ra th e r formidable 
array  of favorable circum stances, thus 
far practically  ignored in the finan 
cial m arkets w hich are usually the 
first to respond to such events1. Only 
one explanation can be  given for this 
failure to respond, and th a t is th e  wat 
which overshadows and outweighs 
every o ther consideration. Until 
peace prospects a re  m ore definite 
stock m arket operations will have to 
be kep t w ithin conservative limits. 
A few stocks will benefit by th e  war. 
but all would benefit by  peace; and 
ail purchases w hether on investm ent 
or speculative account should lie made 
with both discrim ination and conserv­
atism. A dditional favorable condi­
tions w ith  a d irect influence upon 
values are. the continued ease of 
money and th e  January  investm ent de­
mand which is close a t  hand. Our 
exports continue large and exchange 
is no t fa r from  the gold im porting 
point. More or less foreign liquida­
tion lias taken place, but the offerings 
from thence have thus fa r been read­
ily absorbed. The steel industry  
shows sym ptom s of im provem ent, and 
the decision no t to  reduce wages is 
regarded as an expression of g rea ter 
confidence in the future. Railroad

earn ings a re  reflecting  the p revalent 
dullness in  business. Gross earnings 
often show heavy losses w hich a.re 
being pa rtly  offset by  re trenchm ent 
in operating  expenses. Dividend re ­
ductions exerted  relatively  sm all ef­
fec t upon m arket values, having evi­
dently been discounted in. advance.

A t 12 o'clock las t n ight the mem 
tiers of the E ast La a Vegas fire de 
partm ent w ere callecr out to a five-hou. 
battle w ith a  stubborn blaze th a t al 
most to tally  destroyed th e  Plotel Le 
Roy on Grand avenue n ear FiftL 
street. The flames, thought to be the 
work of an incendiary, for some tim.c 
threatened several buildings in  the 
neighborhood. The alarm  w as turned 
in a t 12 o’clock and the E ast Las Ve 
gas company im m ediately answered. 
The E. Romero Hose and F ire  com 
pany arrived on the scene shortly 
afterw ard, but w as released aud re­
turned to  its  station.

The fire  fighters got two stream s 
on the building and attem pted to get 
the flames under control. The build 
in«- w as a' veritable fire trap , it  is 
said. Open spaces betw een the par 
titions acted as flues. T he fire  goi 
into these and burned, gaining great 
headw ay before- the blaze could be 
seen. Shortly a.fter the fire  company 
arrived a high wind blew up and made 
the w ork m ore difficult,. At th is  time 
the flam es w ere blown into dangerous 
proxim ity to th e  livery stable occu 
pied by Nick Chaffin, and the fire

beys had to hustle  to  save th is build­
ing.

The flam es w ere finally  extinguish­
ed at. about 5 o’clocrc th is  morning. 
By th is  tim e the fron t -part of the 
building w as burned through and the 
in terio r w as gutted. The fire w as ex­
ceptionally well handled. In the opin­
ion of F ire  Chief Phillips the alarm  
was answ ered, hose laid and w ater 
throw n on the blaze in  th e  shortest 
in terval th a t has ever been consumed 
by the local companies.

“The fire  departm ent finds th a t all 
the plugs th a t w ere gone over by the 
Agua P ura com pany recently  a re  in 
first class condition," said ' th e  chief 
this- morning.

The LeRoy hotel was a. two story  
fram e .structure standing  on Grand 
avenue betw een Douglas avenue ami 
Main avenue. I t  contained about 29 
ooms. A t th e  tim e of the conflagra­

tion i t  was unoccupied and had been 
or more than  a month. In th e  opin- 
on of Chief Phillips the  blaze was of 
licet)diary origin. This theory is con- 
ddered probable in  view of the fact 
hat. no person had lived there  for 
-onie tim e. The blaze s ta rted  in  the 
iront of the low er floor.

Was a Landmark

The building w as one of the land­
m arks of Las Vegas. I t w as bu ilt in 
18S1 by J. W. F oste r as a  hotel and 
to re  th e  nam e of m e F oste r house, 
n 18S2 i t  w as sold to Judge H. S, 
■Vooster, who ran  it  as th e  W ooster 
touse. At the tim e of h is death in 1907 
fudge W ooster gave the hotel to his 
laughter, Mrs. C. E. Johnson. I t was 
hen sold to  Mrs. J. T. O’Rourk, who 
•an it  under its  p resen t name until 
i little  more titan  a  month ago, when 
he place w as closed indefinite!./, 
lome of the  fu rn itu re  nvas moved ou t 
it th a t time. The re s t of the furni­
ture was taken  out a t noon yesterday, 
it is said. Thé fire  occurred a few 
hours later.

The shell of the building still 
:.tands, an eyesore. Chief Phillips 
makes the request that, the  building 
should be torn  down, together w ith 
the structu res th a t already have been 
condemned by the city council. O ther 
public officials join the firem an in th is 
request, saying th e  structures are not 
only ugly, b u t they constitu te fire 
traps to  esdanger th e  lives and prop­
erty  of the citizens.

M Y S T E R Y  OF WOODS
Albany, N. Y., Dee. 29.—The body

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LIFE IN TRENCH IS

SOLDIER DESCRIBES T H E  DIS­
COM FORT OF BEING OBLIGED  

TO BURROW

Paris, Dec. 30.—How trenches are 
dug and advances m ade in face oi 
the  enem y’s fire a re  described by a 
F rench soldier in a  le tte r  to h is par 
ents.

“We have had plenty of work dur­
ing the p as t week,” he said, “to gain 
a  m ere 200 yards on th e  enemy. We 
made th ree  successive advances iu 
rain , wind and hail. W e are  now 
only 50 yards from the German line 
w ith its  p its and netw orks of barbed 
wire. Our advance has cost us dear­
ly; m any poor com rades fell, dead or 
wounded, on th e  way.

“This is how we go to work, p ref­
erably when the n igh t prom ises to be 
dark  or rainy. A rtillery  prepares the 
way in the afternoon, Dy a  fierce bom­
bardm ent. As soon as n ight falls we 
move to th e  fron t line, and w hen the 
enem y's rifle and m achine gun fire 
quiets, we taken rifle  m one hand, a 
shovel or pick in  the other, and move 
over the fiat, ground, craw ling along 
on our stom achs. A t the command 
‘h a lt!’ w ithout rising  and w ith  our 
knapsacks as a protection against the 
w histling bullets, we dig desperately. 
I t is rem arkable how quickly a  hole 
m ay be dug when the bullets are kick­
ing up th e  loose ea rth  above your 
heads; m any a poor chap drops be­
fore th is  is done. One com rade fell 
over me w ith a  bullet through the 
eye. N ext day. th e  body rolled in a 
muddy tent-cloth ana strapped to a 
pole, was borne by two friends into 
the neighboring village.

“Once the soldiers nave dug their 
individual trenches, they  m ust be con­
nected, but th is  w ork m ay be done 
m ore leisurely. Next, th e  entire 
trench  is deepened, so th a t by morning 
we can stand  up stra ig h t and aim 
com fortably over th e  c res t a t the line 
opposite. W e m ust also burrow  little  
eaves to  sleep iu and tunnels com­
municating w ith th e  rear, and build 
gun posts' to th e  front of the trench ; 
then  there  is the w ork of pu tting  out 
barbed w ire entanglem ents, setting  up 
tim bers and covering them  over as a 
roof against a rtille ry  fire. I t  is hard 
work, lirting and placing these tim ­
bers, especially dragging them  
through our m uddy little  tunnels.”

"In spite of ra in  and hail and w ad­
ing around in the  mud, I don’t  get 
cold. W hen I curl up in, my hole in 
th e  ground and sleep, I forget all the 
discom forts of my home.”

OLD T IT L E  R E V IV E D

Paris. Dec. 30.—The decree issued 
a t Bordeaux Septem ber 29. fixing the 
salary  of m arshal of F rance a t  30,000 
francs, was supposed to  have the ef­
fect of reviving th a t title , extinct since 
the death of M arshal C onrobert in 
I ¡595, i t  was also supposed th a t Gen­
eral .Toffre would be raised  to th a t 
dignity in  order to  rem edy h is  ano­
malous situation w ith  reference to

M arshal French, who outranks him 
but whose arm y is under his geueral 
command. Now i t  appears th a t the 
delay of the governm ent in making 
the nom ination is  due to th e  necessity  
of parliam entary  approval.

The tih rd  republic had never sup­
pressed the grade of m arshal, but a 
iaw passed in 1875 provided th a t the 
num ber of m arshals in the arm y, and 
the ir nom ination, should be lire object 
of special laws. The parliam ent will 
be called upon at. the forthcom ing ses­
sion to regularize the situation. O ther­
wise when the F rench and English 
arm ies may lie co-operating outside 
of F rench  te rrito ry , th e  chief com­
mand would devolve upon M arshal 
French.

Since the creation  of the grade by 
Philippe-Auguste in  1185 there  have 
been only 324 m arshais of F rance. The 
grade w as suppressed by th e  revolu­
tion and revived by Napoleon, carry ­
ing w ith it  th e  title  of monseigneur. 
To he m arshal of F rance  i t  w as then  
necessary  to  have won a, p itched bat­
tle  or to have taken  two fortified 
towns.

C O M P E N S A TIO N  L A W  O. K.

Philadelphia, Dec. 28.—The w ork­
m en’s com pensation law  in operation 
in New Y ork s ta te  h a s  given general 
satisfaction, w ith the possible excep­
tion of the m a tte r  of insurance ra tes, 
which experience is  proving to  have 
been too high, said John  M itchell to­
day iu an  address before tire A m eri­
can Association for L abor Legislation. 
Mr- M itchell, who is a  m em ber of the 
New York s ta te  w orkm en’s com pen­
sation  com m ittee, said th e  h igh  rate 
of insurance is th e  common experi­
ence of every s ta te  adopting com pen­
sation  laws.

“L ack of compiled s ta tis tic s ,” he 
added, compels th e  ra te  m akers to 
put themselves, on th e  safe side and a 
ra te  to be safely h igh m ust be  too 
hjgh.

“in  th e  adm inistra tion  of the s ta te  
insurance fund th e  com m ittee has 
been able to  declare a  general aver­
age of 20 per cen t reduction  in ra te  
and in addition to refund of 15 per 
cen t dividend upon business of tile 
f irs t sem i-annual period.”

Mr. Mitchell said  th a t in the sched­
ule of com pensation tiG 2-3 per cen t is 
not too high. W hen the operation of 
the law  has settled  to  a firm  basis 
of adm inistration , he said, i t  will en ­
ta il little  o r iiq added burden upon 
the industries of the s ta te .

F IV E  MORE ARRESTS

Indianapolis, ind;., Dee. 29.—Five 
m ore men, including E. E. Talbott, 
city controller of T erre  H aute, and 
George E hrenhard t, a  m em ber of the 
T erre  H aute  beard  of public works, 
were a rrested  a t T erre  H au te  today 
by federal au thorities on the indict 
m ent re tu rned  December. 23 charging 
conspiracy to  corrup t th e  election of 
November 3. The a rre s ts  today bring 
the to ta l made since th e  d ragnet was 
set C hristm as night, to  100.

H ilton  Redm an, an attorney, and 
son of C ircuit Judge E li H. Redman, 
who w as a rrested  and released on 
$19,000 bond Saturday surrendered  t r  
th e  federal authorities, and th e  fourth 
m an tak en  into custody w as F rank  
Kizer, a  saloon keeper, who w as re ­
leased on $2,500 bond. F rank  'Lock- 
wood, a politician, was a rrested  th is 
afternoon. H e gave bond.

TEXAS GOVERNOR 
ASSAILS I ,  

WILSON
C O L Q U IT T  SAYS P R E S E N T  A D M IN ­

IS T R A T IO N  IS T R E M E N ­
DOUS F A IL U R E

Houston, Texas, Dec. 30,—Governor 
O. B. Colquitt of Texas “released” his 
“sw an song” today. I t consists  m ain­
ly of a  v itrio lic a ttach  upon th e  W il­
son adm inistration , w hich he charac­
terizes as “t^e greatest, failure iu the 
h is to ry  of th e  presidency.”

G overnor Colquitt re tire s  January  
19 and is a  candidate to  succeed Sen­
a to r Culberson. The dem ocratic gov­
ernor adm its th a t h is principal fault 
w ith the adm inistra tion  is regarding 
the handling of th e  Mexican situation, 
although he a ttacks practically  every 
move th a t h a s  been made.

Wilson Called Failure
111 p a rt th e  s ta tem en t says:
“The W ilson adm in istra tion  has 

been the g rea te s t fa ilu re  in the h is­
tory  of the presidency. T he south is 
a  land literally  flowing w ith milk and 
honey, i t  has made- one of the biggest 
and best crops in its  h is to ry  and yet, 
because of th e  u tte r  incom petence of 
th e  m en in charge of th e  governm ent, 
its business is  p rostra ted , its  c red it is 
im paired and thousands of its  people 
a re  starving.

“The adm inistra tion’s ta riff law 
w as pledged to lower the cost of liv­
ing, and it has had the co n tra ry  ef­
fect. By pu tting  raw  m ateria ls on the 
free lis t and keeping the protective 
ta riff on m anufactured  goods, it has 
condemned A m erican farm ers by hun­
dreds' of thousands to peonage.

Allows British Dictation 
“rrh e  adm in istra tion ’s foreign policy 

has been imbecile. I t  h a s . allowed 
England to d ictate  conditions as to 
cotton shipm ents to  European cotin- 
tries th a t has enabled th e  English 
sp inners to rub tlie A m erican cotton 
grow ers of half the value of the ir 
crop. E ngland stopped A m erican ship­
m ent until th e  English sp inners had 
bought th e ir supply a t  0% cen ts a  
pound and stored it  in  Texas and 
o ther sou thern  w arehouses. Then 
England consented to  declare cotton 
ne t contraband. If 1 had been presi­
den t I would have served notice on 
England th a t our foreign trad e  in  cot­
ton and o ther noncontraband commod­
ities w as going forw ard and if neces­
sary i would have sen t A m erican iron­
clads to England 's door to  enforce 
th a t notice.

“The adm inistra tion’s repeal of the 
Panam a canal toll exemption, in vio­
lation of the party 's national platform , 
w as another weak su rrender to  Eng­
land.

Mexican Policy Failure
“The W ilson-Bryan m anagem ent of 

the Mexican affa ir has been an egre­
gious failure. They landed an Ameri­
can arm y in V era Cruz to force H u­
e r ta  to salu te  the flag and brought It 
back w ithout getting  the salute. They 
now ask  congress to  appropriate over 
$500,009 to  pay th e  expenses of th a t 
ridiculous expedition. W hat did it

accom plish? I t  s e t  all M exicans aflame 
against A m ericans, no t only in Mex­
ico, bu t in Texas.”

Governor Colquitt says th a t w hen 
he sen t 1,200 s ta te  troops to  th e  bor­
der to p ro tect T exas from  M exican 
bandit gangs there  w ere h u t 60 fed­
eral troops along the 1,200-mile fron­
tier. H e says th a t he hasi since lea rn ­
ed th a t everything w as ready  a t  
W ashington "to  have me indicted by 
a federal grand ju ry  and pu t in  a fed­
eral prison, on the assm ption th a t I 
m eant to invade Mexico.”

“W ilson and Bryan have stood by,” 
the s ta tem en t continues, “encouraging 
one gang of bandits a fte r another, 
while people were being butchered all 
over Mexico, w hile the v as t A m erican 
in te rests  th e re  w ere being confiscat­
ed, and today M exican conditions are 
w orse than  a t  any time since Madero 
was assassinated .”

Predicts Democratic Defeat 
In conclusion he says:
“ I am  fully convinced th a t th e  na­

tion:: I election of 1916 will end the 
dem ocratic regime. The policies of 
the dem ocratic national adm in istra­
tion have wholly failed e ither to  curb 
monopolies o r to  low er the cost of 
living to ' th e  people, and th ey  have 
m aterially  contributed to deprive mil­
lions of wa'ge earners of’ employment.

"T he p residen t stood in  th e  road 
and condemned th e  south, which made 
him. to  heav ie r loss and m ore w ide­
spread m isery than  it lias known in 
three generations. He vindicated an 
obsolete theory  of political economy, 
but he m ighty n ear ru ined the coun­
try  doing it .”

P R E S ID E N T  IS D ISTRESSED
W ashington, Dec. 29.-—The shooting 

of tw o A m erican h un te rs  by Canadian 
soldiers on the N iagara riv e r n ear F o rt 
E rie  yesterday  is viewed by P residen t 
W ilson w ith  deep distress. H e told 
callers today he  had received no for­
mal report on th e  incident.

Secretary  B ryan instructed  th e  Am­
erican vice consul a t F o rt E rie  to 
take  possession of the body of the 
m an killed and to  do evertyhing pos­
sible for th e  m an wounded. T he s ta te  
departm ent has reported  th e  incident 
to S ir Cecil Spring-Rice, th e  B ritish 
am bassador here.

TOPIC IS E M P L O Y M E N T
Philadelphia, Dec. 28.—R eports on 

unemployment and addresses on th is 
im portant subject a re  scheduled for 
the  eighth annual m eeting of the 
A m erican Association for L abor Leg­
islation, w hich opens here  today. Re­
ports of investigators have been pre­
pared so th a t th e  s ta tu s  of the p res­
en t unem ploym ent situation may be 
discussed intelligently. R obert G. Va­
lentine of Boston will lead a discus­
sion on th e  repsonsibility  and oppor­
tun ity  of th e  employer.

The w orking out of w orkm en’s com­
pensation in various s ta tes  will be 
another topic for discussion, and vari­
ous phases of labor legislation will be 
presented by speakers.

A U S E F U L  G IFT
Sioux City, la ., Dec. 29.—Ben B. 

Aring, a  traveling  man, brother-in- 
law  of th e  chief of police of E ast St. 
Louis, sho t and killed him self here  
today w ith  a gun sen t him as a p res­
en t by  the  chief of police.

STORY OF LOVE

TWO B R O TH ER S L iV E  ES TR A N G ­
ED FOR M A N Y  Y E A R S BE­

CAUSE OF A G IRL

Springfield, Mass., Dec. 30.— Alien 
Ja r is  Wood, aged 82, died in his lone­
ly cabin on T eneriffe m ountain in E ast 
Brookfield a few days ago, the  story 
of a  strange  enm ity was told in the 
village. F or 12 years Ja r is  and his 
brother John worked side by side 
w ithout speaking, ana w hen John lay 
on his deathbed neither of th e  oroth 
ers would consent to a reconciliation

The estrangem ent of the two broth­
ers forms a  love story  th a t surpasses 
the fondest plots of the novelist. Both 
men w ere su ito rs  for th e  hand of Miss 
Mary Squires, a n d  it is said by some, 
never contradicted by either brother, 
th a t they fought a  duel to see which 
would be  the lucky man. Ja ris  won, 
and w ent to Spencer, Mass., and m ar­
ried th e  girl. T his was in- 1862.

Ja r is  Wood re tu rned  to the lonely 
farm house w ith  Ills bride bu t received 
no welcome from  John. F or a tim e 
the newlyweds occupied one side of 
the house and John tne other. Mrs. 
W ood's efforts to  effect a  reconcilia­
tion w ere fru itless, and th is resulted 
in ja r is  building another cabin. W hen 
John took sick, Ja r is  W ood’s wife 
nursed him, bu t when she saw death

w as coming, and she tried  to reunite 
the brothers, n e ither would consent.

D uring th e  funeral of John, Ja ris  
sa t upon the doorstep, but did not en­
te r  the- old house un til th e  funeral 
cortege had  s ta rted  toward th e  ceme­
tery. D uring th e ir lives the brothers 
eked out a  bare  existence. No modern 
im plem ents w ere never used by them, 
for both decided to conduct, th e  rocky 
farm  ju s t as the ir fa th er did before 
them .

The estrangem ent w as known by al 
th e  townsfolk, b u t n e ither John nor 
Ja ris  would answ er any questions of 
interview ers, and th e ir  own stories oi 
the 12 years feud w ere never told.

U N IT E D  STATES  
CAN END THE 

WAR
BY C U T T IN G  OFF E X P O R T A T IO N  

OF SUPPLIES, C O N F LIC T  
CAN BE STRANGLED

W ashington, Dec. .10.—How the 
U nited ta-tes could end the European 
w ar in  90 days by cu tting  off th e  ex­
port of w ar supplies and how some 
day th e  “issue” betw een this eouptrv 
and Japan  m ust be " tried  out in fits 
Pacific,” w ere proposed today by Rep­
resen tative Vollmer of Iowa, to the 
house foreign relations com m ittee, 
when, with R epresentative Barthold':, 
he endorsed a joint- resolution to em­
pow er the p residen t to  prohibit ex­
ports of w ar supplies.

“T here is only one nation whuse 
lines of national in te rests  are  hope­
lessly opposed to  ours. I do no t hesi­
ta te  to  pred ict th a t Japan  proposes 
to hold, n o t only Kmo Chow, bu t the 
islands of the Pacific which she bas 
seized. Some day th is  issue m ust be 
tried1 ou t in  the Pacific, and it  may be 
to the in te rest of this country to have 
powerful friends a t her side.,” Rep­
resen tative Vollm er em phatically de­
clared.

“Germany cannot be beaten in this 
war. H er people are  united and de­
term ined to  fight to the las t drop ct 
blood. If th is  w ar continues it  will 
go on and on un til all the  world is 
dragged down to bankruptcy .”

“Do you th ink  the German govern­
m ent expects us seriously  to pass 
such a  resolution ns th is?” asked 
C hairm an Flood.

“I believe, and persons who have 
been, in  Germany say,” replied Voll­
mer, “th a t the G erm ans look w ith 
g rea t displeasure on shipm ents of 
arm s to  the  allies.”

R epresentative B artholdi told the 
com m ittee th a t by “dollar neu tra lity” 
the U nited S ta tes is  a lienating  the 
friendship of Germany and A ustria,

“The alliance of G reat B ritain  w ith 
Japan  is no t a  good omen for our 
future in  the Pacific. W e a re  now 
selling our neu trality  for B ritish  
gold,” h e  said.

“Is  i t  your contention th a t while 
technically neu tral, we are  really  one 
of th e  allies, supplying the bullets for 
the o thers?” asked R epresentative1 
Cooper.

“I believe we are  p ratic ipes crlxnf- 
nis,” said  R epresentative B artholdi, 
“in  the m aiming and killing of men, 
the malting of widows and orphans 
and the prolongation of the w ar.”

R epresentative B artholdt declared 
shipm ents of w ar m unitions since the 
w ar began  aggregated ?150,000,000.

“I am  convinced,” lie said in con- 
clesion, “th a t by cu tting  off the ex­
portation of the w ar supplies we can 
bring the w ar to  a  close soon. And 
the cutting  off of ju s t one month of 
w ar would m ean more to us than  all 
th e  profits th a t tile m anufacturers of 
the w ar supplies could m ake.”

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IN F L U E N C E  O F  T H E  
F R A T E R N I T I E S

Mr. B ryan has expressed the view 
th a t the fra ternal organizations -will 
prove an  effective force for world 
peace, lie  adm its tn a t a fter in te rna­
tional difficulties nave reached a 
crisis the fra te rn ities  will be unable 
t -  avert a  breach, bu t he  argues th a t 
prior to such tim e the in ternational 
ties of brotherhood would res is t ordi­
nary  attem pts to  sever them . TM~ 
presum es a  streng th  of international 
m em bership of fra te rn itie s  which does 
not, exist. I t  also presum es too much 
on th e  streng th  of obligations between 
m en who have never m et each other 
face to face. I t is probable th a t in ­
dividual m em bers of fra te rn ities -would 
be influenced by such obligations to 
tem per the horrors o r w ar when deal­
ing with individuals of the  same 
brotherhood. T here have been num ­
erous well au then ticated  cases to  sup­
port th is conjecture. But it  is  doubt­
ful w hether fra te rn a l would be strong­
er than  patrio tic  ties. We have seen 
in the p resen t w ar the best personal 
friends on opposite sides. German 
professors who w ere regarded as 
sp iritual fa thers of English students 
are  defending the German cause 
against exceptionally b itte r  assaults 
from their form er pupils, in te rn a ­
tional socialists, who called each other 
•'comrades" and who openly repudi­
ated  patrio tism  as obsolete narrow ­
ness, a re  on opposite sides of th e  Eu­
ropean conflict, each defending his 
country’s cause as just. T here  seems 
to he no sen tim ent strong  enough to 
break th e  ties of patriotism .

B ut th e  fra ternal societies of the 
U nited S tates have exerted a  rem ark­
able influence in, mollifying th e  b itte r­
ness of partisan  and sec ta rian  con­
troversies. A t an  earlie r period in 
our h isto ry  men of one se t of political 
views w ere socially ostracised  by 
neighbors of ano ther political faith, 
in  th e  border sta tes, for example, 
children fought each o ther in  the 
schools because of differences of 
views on slavery: The anti-slavery
boys w ere no t perm itted to  cou rt the 
pro.slavery girls. Religious prejudices 
w ere equally b itte r. T he denom ina­
tions spent more tim e fighting each 
e ther than  they did fighting th e  prince 
of darkness, or perhaps they thought 
th a t they  b es t fought him  by fighting 
each other. The cordial relations now

obtaining am ong th e  evangelical de­
nom inations would have been  im pos­
sible two-score years ago.

T h a t th e  association  of m en of 
d ifferen t religious and  political views 
iii fra te rna l societies had much to do 
w ith destroying these  b itte r  preju­
dices may well be argued. The o ther 
day the p res iden t quoted Charles 
Lamb as eclaring  th a t  he could not 
ha te  anybody he  really  knew. W hen 
men m et each o th er in  lodges, under 
favorable conditions, th ey  learned to 
know and to  like each other. They 
recognized th a t  m en could he good a t 
hea rt and filled w ith noble aspirations, 
regard less of th e ir  pecu liar beliefs 
about religion and politics. A fter 
men had fratern ized  i t  w as impossible 
for them  to  renew  th e ir  old hostilities. 
The p resen t to lerance in religion and 
politics is probably more directly due 
to tho influence of fra te rna l societies 
than to any o th er sing le  cause.

T H E  A G R IC U L T U R A L  
C O LL EG E

One of th e  educational institu tions 
of New Mexico which appears to  be 
imbued w ith  th e  sp irit of doing as 
much as is possible for th e  b e tte r­
m ent of th e  sta te  isi th e  New Mexico 
College of A griculture and Mechanic 
Art. The school is endeavoring to 
make of the young men and women

who are  enrolled upon its  books valu­
able citizens, equipping them  adm ir­
ably to  m eet the  problem s of life and 
do th e ir  p a rt in th e  developm ent of 
th is g rea t sta te . B ut the school is 
going fa r th e r  than  th a t; it is ende­
avoring to  ass is t a  g rea t m ass r f  
people who canno t en te r its  halls as 
students.

T hrough Its extension departm ent 
the in s titu tion  is supplying to th e  
farm ers of th e  s ta te  expert advice 
th a t is enabling them  to  grow larger 
and be tte r crops on land th a t  long has 
been producing and to  convert into 
producing tra c ts  lands th a t heretofore 
have been valueless from an agricul­
tu ra l standpoin t. Tlie college also 
offers a free  short course for farm ers 
and housewives, tlie  only expense to 
those a ttend ing  being railw ay fare., 
board and lodging. A uthorities on 
subjects of in te re s t to  th e  farm  folic 
are  secured for lectures during this 
course and those who tak e  advantage 
of i t  com e aw ay b e tte r  p repared Tor 
th e ir ' work.

The school’s new est move in the im ­
provem ent of its  extension depart­
m ent is th e  m aintain ing of farm ers’ 
advisers in  m any p a r ts  of th e  s ta te . 
These officials receive a  considerable 
proportion of th e ir sa lary  from the 
college, w hile the counties in which 
they  .are stationed m ake up the re s t 
of the amount, needed. San Miguel 
and M ora counties a re  profiting  by 
th is la te s t move of th e  agricultural 
college.

B A R E  W A U L S  A N D  
M O NO TO N Y

The b are  w hite  w alls of the m odern 
san itary  hospital have a  certa in  mo­
notony which, in  m any instances, 
form s a dull and dreary  aspect to  the 
sick person who m ust lie for the 
larger p a r t of every day and find 
nothing else in his horizon. A patien t 
when he le ft th e  hospital, said : “Sis­
ter, tell th e  n ex t p a tien t who occupies 
'h is  room  th a t there  are  391 fleurs- 
de-lis in  ’ the decoration on the wall.” 
Another pa tien t reported  to  h is friend 
th a t h is room was w ell aired by two 
large windows, th a t there  w ere th ree 
fly specks on th e  b ig  w hite w alls, and 
the b rass  door knob was m ost in te r­
esting. In Indianapolis two units of 
the City hospital, known as Burdsal 
units in honor of th e  founder, have 
been decorated so adequately th a t the 
foregoing criticism  does no t apply. 
Some of the best a rtis ts—men and 
women of national fame—have collab­
orated  in th e  work. In  th e  children’s 
dining room  is portrayed a  “festival 
of toys." In  one of the corridors of 
the ch ild ren 's  w ards is illustrated  the 
story  of Cinderella. A well known 
po rtra it pa in ter has included 24 por- 
tra its  of Indianapolis children placed 
medallion-lilte in  panels betw een the 
windows. In the sun parlor th e  best- 
known children  stories have been de­
picted in colors. A large bronze foun­
tain is being m ade for th e  roof garden 
playground. A v isiting  a rtis t, looking 
over th e  w alls  already covered, re ­
m arked I h a t th e re  w ere only two 
buildings in  th is  country th a t these 
decorations recalled, one of them  the 
Boston public library, th e  o ther the 
congressional library. The idea, while 
not w holly unique, has here  been car­
ried out. w ith a quality and complete- 
ness probably not equalled elsewhere. 
As Brayton quotes, “These beautiful

and peaceful decorations ‘may m inis­
te r  to a  mind diseased and pluck from 
memory a rooted sorrow.’ ” The Jour­
nal of the A m erican Medical A ssocia­
tion considers th is achievem ent 
w orthy of being widely copied if o ther 
com m unities can  enlist a  sim ilar co­
operation of artists .

W H Y  O N E  B O A R D  O F  
R E G E N T S ?

The Optic, cannot see the force in 
the argum ent of the Albuquerque 
Journal th a t the New Mexico College 
of A griculture and M ecnanic A rts need 
not have been em barrassed financially 
by the recen t closing of tho F ir s t S tate 
bank a t Las Cruces had all the edu­
cational institu tions ot the s ta te  been 
governed by one board of regents. If 
tlie reported  em barrassed, condition ot 
the school is due to any fau lt of the 
board of regents, could not; the en tire  
educational system  of th e  s ta te  have 
been em barrassed in a  sim ilar way if 
controlled by a  single board?

The Journal recen tly  m ade th e  
sta tem en t th a t placing all the schools 
under control of a  single hoard of re ­
gents would rem ove th e  institu tions 
from the possible influence of poli­
tics. How this would he brought 
about is ra th e r difficult to  see, as' the 
governor doubtless would appoint the 
single board ju s t as he does th e  in­
dividual bodies of reg en ts  fo r 
school under the p resen t system . 
Should tlie regen ts be elected by po­
pular vote, tb e  schools would be 
brought into politics ju s t a s  deeply as 
they a re  a t  p resen t.

The Optic caunot but cling to the 
belief th a t each institu tion , managed 
by its  own regen ts, can do b e tte r  w ork 
than if it  w ere yoked w ith all th e  oth­
er schools of th e  sta te , under one 
m anagem ent. I t would appear th a t  
the tendency, under the  la t te r  system , 
would be to  centralize  upon th e  .up­
building of one institu tion  to  the  de­
trim ent and neglect of th e  others. 
W ith th e  sp irit of rivalry  elim inated 
from the schools tlie tendency to  pro­
progress would be dim inished.

WORTH KEEPING, 

SAYS JONES
P R E S ID E N T  SAYS T H E  INST1 t'U- 

T IO N  IS DOING EX C E L ­
L E N T  W O RK

'Santa Fe, Dec. 28.—“I t  is beginning 
to  daw n on th e  people of New Mexico 
th a t m ining is th e  chief industry  of 
the s ta te ,” says th e  b iennial report 
of the board of regen ts of the New 
Mexico School of Mines a t Socorro 
now on file w ith Governor McDonald. 
“The production in  1313, according to 
the U nited S tates geological survey, 
w as $17,862,369 and had  i t  no t been 
fo r the  European w ar th e  production 
for 1914' would have exceeded $20,100,- 
000. M ining is thus seen to be the 
leading industry  and m eans an actual 
cash ou tpu t g rea te r than  all th e  o ther 
industries of the sta te , including both 
agricu ltu re  and stock raising .”

I t  is shown in the report th a t the 
balance on band a t  th e  end of Novem­
ber, 1912, was $409.24, and the re ­
ceip ts during th e  two years $53,399.96. 
The d isbursem ents am ounted to $51,- 
285.15, leaving a  balance a t  tbe end 
of the  la s t year of $2,524.05.

T he rep o rt re fe rs  to  the statem ent 
of P residen t F ay e ti a . Jones a t  the 
New Mexico Educational association 
convention a t  A lbuquerque “th a t every 
dollar spen t in  th e  cost of m aintain­
ing th e  school is now bringing into 
th e  s ta te  $40 of outside capital in m in ­
ing  operation and exploitation through 
the p resen t publicity of th e  school/' 
and continuing i t  says: “Any invest­
m ent th a t is bringing a re tu rn  to the 
people of the state- in  th e  ra tio  of 40 
to  1 is a  good investm ent and should 
be encouraged in  every m anner pos­
sible.”

The report shows th a t 25 students 
are  a t  p resen t enrolled a t  th e  School 
of Mines, and th a t  besides New Mex­
ico th e  S ta te  of California, New 
York, Texas, Ohio and Illinois a re  rep­
resen ted  in  the enrollm ent. I t  asserts 
th a t “ the m ain building of the school 
is th e  best and m ost substan tia l in the 
s ta te ,"  and th a t  the  p resen t value of 
th e  school and equipm ent is $100,000. 
I t  po in ts out th a t th e  handicap Of a 
lack of experim ental m ining and mill­
ing m achinery will be  soon overcome 
by th e  erection and equipm ent of an 
addition to  th e  engineering building, 
to  be paid for from the special fund 
resu lting  from  th e  sale and lease of 
lands allo tted  to  th e  school. It. is p re­
dicted th a t w hen these  im provem ents 
a re  m ade “the school will, w ithin a 
short time, be crowded w ith s tu d en ts /’ 
The report concludes w ith the deelar 
ation th a t “it  is our intention to make 
th is in stitu tion  one of the noted 
schools of m ining in th e  -country.”

W ashington, Dec. 29.—W ith  th e  re ­
convening of congress today a fte r a 
brief C hristm as recess, both houses 
faced th e  hig ta sk  of clearing up 
crowded legislative calendars.

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Vessels Worth Twelve Million 
Dollars Interned at Boston

They Are Awaiting the Conclusion of the European ‘War

(Prom  th e  Boston Globe)
Seven German spies and one Aus­

tr ian  have been  in terned  a t  Bosfcm 
since las t August, wnen th e  E uropean 
w ar broke out, and a re  e ither tied up 
a t Boston docks o r a re  anchored in 
the lower harbor.

Recognizing th a t sn g lan d  is m is­
tress of th e  sea, they dare no t ven ture  
out in to  the  ocean highway, w here 
they  would run th e  risk  of being cap­
tured.

T heir ow ners and m anagers, repre­
sen ting  an investm ent of alm ost 12 
million dollars, decided a t  th e  ou t­
b reak  of hostilities th a t a  n eu tra l pert 
w as the sa fest p lace fo r ships flying 
th e  G erm an flag un til th e  end of the 
war. As soon as i t  w as evident that 
w ar would be declared  th e  ow ners got 
in to  comm unication w ith th e  captains 
of the ships and ordered them  to re ­
main in o r sail for some neu tral port 
and aw ait orders.

E very G erm an cap ta in  knew  th a t 
his duty was to  pro tect h is ship and 
cargo from  cap tu re  and' they  governed 
them selves accordingly.

Tlie m ost widely known of th e  Ger­
man fleet of five vessels a t  th is  port 
is th e  K ronprincessin Cecile of the 
N orth  German Lloyd S team ship com­
pany. I ts  escape from  the enemy 
when off the Irish  coast la s t August, 
when its  passengers thought they 
w ere headed for England and the con­
tinen t, only to find th a t  they  were 
steam ing a t  top speed hack to  the 
A m erican coast, and the arrival of the 
g rea t ship a t B ar H arbor, created 
g rea t public excitem ent.

Because of su its  in  th e  United 
S tates courts, and because i t  could 
get b e tte r protection and dockage fa­
cilities in a big port i t  w as sen t to 
Boston in charge of th e  U nited States 
m arshal of the Maine d is tric t convoy­
ed by two torpedo boat destroyers 

I t is now anchored a t  th e  new  S tate 
p ier in E ast Boston, w here i t  will 
piobably rem ain until hostilities are 
over.

I t  hah a  crew of 55b aboard of it 
and the captain is doing everything he 
can to make things as com fortable as 
possible while they  are detained here. 
About 50 of the crew  have left, having 
been adm itted as em igrants.

One of the Largest Afloat? 
Dcring the recen t storm  th e  ships, 

especially th e  Cecilie, had g rea t diffi­
culty  in m aintaining th e ir anchorage. 
T heir owners fear th a t w ith  th e  com 
ing of w inter storm s great, damage 
may he done the c ra ft un less they are 
tied up a t some w harf, Two m ore of 
the boats w ill probably tie up  a t  the 
Commonwealth dock, South Boston.

The Cecilie cost to  build m ore than 
3 Vis million dollars. I t  carried a  fair 
cargo and a  big passenger lis t when 
it sailed from New York, Ju ly  25 last, 
in an ineffective a ttem p t to reach  the 
o ther side.

Among th e  consignm ents was a 
large shipm ent of gold from New 
Y ork for London banks, which, of 
course, under th e  circum stances it 
w as unable to  deliver to the consign­

ees. They have sued the steam ship 
com pany fo r a  breach of contract, 
which su it is now7 before the U nitea 
S ta tes court in th is erty, and th a t is 
ano ther reason why the big liner is 
here. T he Cecilie is one of the larg ­
est ships afloat. I t arrived here No­
vem ber 6.

T here are  four o ilier N orth German 
Lloyd steam ers in the harbor. The 
Koln, 7,400 tons, valued a t  one million 
dollars, C aptain Jacehm s, sailed from 
B rem erhaven, Ju ly  29, w ith a  general 
cargo and  passengers for Boston and 
New Orleans. I t  a rrived  in  Boston 
A ugust 11, disguised as a  W hite Stai 
liner.

The W ittekind, 5,640 Ions, Captain 
Semibill, also valued a t  one million 
dollars, le ft H am burg Ju ly  24 w ith 
passengers and cargo for M ontreal 
The ow ners in tercep ted  th e  ship at 
sea by w ireless and it  proceeded di 
rec t to  Boston in  th e  disguise of a 
B ritish tram p steam er. I t  poked its 
nose up the low er h a rb o r A ugust 9 
and the  nex t day landed passengers 
and la te r  the cargo. A fter d ischarg­
ing i ts  fre igh t i t  was towed to  its 
berth  in  th e  low er harbor and has 
been there  ever since.

The W illehad, ano tber N orth  Ger­
man liner, w as loading a t  M ontreal 
for H am burg w hen th ings began to 
look in teresting  on the o th er side. Its 
captain hu rried  things up and got 
away, heading for Boston, w here he 
arrived A ugust 5. I t  discharged its 
cargo a t  th is po rt and w as towed to 
anchorage in  the harbor. Of a  crew 
of 95 m en w hen i t  a rrived  here, a l­
m ost h a lf have lefr, rinding employ­
m ent ashore.

F orty  of the Koln crew  nave left 
for the  sam e reason, leaving 70 on 
hoard to aw ait sailing  as soon as th e  
war is over. The W illehad had a  crew 
of about 100 w hen i t  arrived, bu t half 
of them  have obtained employment 
ashore and have decided to- become 
American citizens. A bout th e  sam e 
proportion are  le ft on the W ittekind.

The O crenfel’s crew  of 69 are  still 
aboard1 th e  boat, w hich s.ailed from 
Calcutta for Boston and New York 
June 12 and arrived in this city  under 
command of Captain Von Aswegen, 
August 4.

Over a t  the Commonwealth Dock 
are berthed the g reat steam ers Amer­
ica  and C incinnati of th e  Hamburg- 
American line. A few  years ago they 
w ere regarded a.s th e  las t word in 
steam ship building—floating palaces, 
with every convenience m an could de­
vise for the com fort of passengers. 
The Amerika, which is th e  la rger of 
the two, cost, m ore than  two million 
dollars to build, and the Cincinnati 
cost 1% million dollars.

The Cincinnati w as all ready  to sail 
when w ar broke out and it  has re­
mained a t  th e  dock ever since. The 
Amerika arrived a  few days a fte r hos­
tilities began w ith sm okestacks pain t­
ed to  rep resen t a. W hite. S ta r boat 
They a re  am ong th e  g rea test cargo 
and passenger carry ing  vessels afloat

and a re  today among the finest ships 
in th e  world.

The Cincinnati had about 365 in Its 
crew w hen the. w ar broke out. Today 
it  has about 200 aboard. The others 
have found em ploym ent ashore and 
have le ft th e  employ of the line. It 
was to  sail A ugust 8, b u t th e  day be­
fore C aptain Schaarsschm idt received 
word from h is line to  tie  the boat, in 
Boston, rem ove the cargo and  await 
orders. A w aiting C aptain Schulke of 
the A m erika when he arrived were 
sim ilar orders. B oth vessels have 
been a t the Hamburg-Am erican dock 
in South Boston since.

The Amerilca’s crew  has also been 
depleted since the war, lm t there  art 
still about 200 whom th e  line rails' 
iav and feed abroad the ship.

The association is follow­
ing the new arm y abroad, no t only 
into F rance  and Belgium hu t also 
into India and Egypt. Before the 
new year begins, Y. M. C. A. hu ts are 
to be se t up in Indian cantonm ents 
and tw o Y. M. C. A. hu ts of ample 
size are  to be  erected  at. each of th e  
th ree  English bases in northern 
France. In all the  cam ps in England, 
too, w here the soldiers a re  quitting 
ten ts  and taking up th e ir quarters in 
long wooden barracks o r  rough 
lum ber, th e  Y. M. C. A. is likewise 
tu rn ing  its  a tten tion  to  the p repara­
tion of adequate w in ter quarters, 
w ithin w hich m ay be com pressed all 
the social, religious , and recreative 
life of the camp.

The B ram shott Common camp, for 
instance, has been provided w ith  four 
Y. M. C. A. huts. T he cost of build­
ing and equipping the four was $14,- 
000. Cost of m aintenance for six 
m onths is estim ated a t  $6,000. The 
huts, w hich a re  each 160- fee t long 
and 30 feet wide, will provide for a 
camp population of 12,000 meu.

A favorite decoration is the English 
and Belgian flags w ith  th e  words'

“D eath to  th e  G erm ans” or “Down 
w ith th e  G erm ans” underneath—-these 
being largely patronized by Belgian 
and B ritish  soldiers. A bulldog stand­
ing by the U nion Jack  is also in g rea t 
demand. Some sentim ental Tommies 
have p ic tu res of th e ir girls o r names 
oi them  inscribed on th e ir arm s. 
O thers have th e  nam es of th e ir  re ­
g im ents pu t in. One sailor is said 
to have the nam es of his w ife and 
five children, pricked on his arm .

Many soldiers beiteve tn tattooing 
as a  sort, of inoculation against fever, 
while sailors believe the idea is hand­
ed down from th e  tim e w hen flog­
ging was in  vogue. Then i t  was the 
practise to  have a  cross ta tta tooed  
on the back w hich m ight save them  
when th e  tim e for punishm ent came. 
One of the victims- in the recen t 
“B ulw ark” d isaster w as indentified 
by certa in  ta ttoo  m arks.

Tonight is looked upon as- the big­
gest in  the h istory  of southern  Cali­
fornia. T he atm osptiere is  distinctly 
Spanish. Spanish uniform s a re  worn 
by th e  bandsm en, Spanish dancing 
girls- will hold the cen te r of th e  stage, 
and even th e  guards of the exposition 
will be a ttired  in Spanihh costumes 
and known as the Balboa guards.

The exposition grounds presen t a 
m agnificent view. Buildings and ex­
hibits from all th e  w estern  s ta tes  give 
a varie ty  of beautiful and unique con­
struction. New Mexico has furnished 
a replica of the ancien t m ission on 
the Hock of Acoma, the th ick  shrub­
bery of th e  canyon covering the rear 
of th e  building, and- beds of cactus 
are strew n in front.

H A V E  MORE ROOM

T hat the New Mexico N orm al Uni­
versity needs room in w hich to  ex­
pand and  has won th e  rig h t to  de­
mand of the s ta te  increased facilities 
is the opinion,of H. W. Foght, th e  Uni­
ted S ta tes  governm ent educational 
expert who recen tly  visited L as Ve­
gas. Mr. Foght, in a  le t te r  to P res i­
dent F ta n k  H. H. R oberts of th e  N or­
mal, m akes recom m endations a s  to 
w hat the school should have in  addi­
tion to  its  p resen t equipm ent. He 
also speaks favorably of the  educa­
tional system s in the la rg er tow ns 
and cities in New Mexico, but asse rts  
th a t tlie conditions In th e  ru ra l dis­
tr ic ts  p resen t a  real problem  which 
will require  considerable study and 
hard  w ork to  solve. Mr. Foght’s le tte r 
to  Dr. R oberts follows:

My dear P residen t R oberts:
l have ju s t re tu rned  home from  my 

in teresting  and profitable  investiga­
tion of schools in  your sta te .

I found th e  schools of th e  s ta te  no 
b e tte r no r worse than  1 expected to 
find them . I t  is ce rta in  th a t on ac­
count of your bi-linguul situation  and 
the new ness of th e  country, also the 
isolation of the d is tric ts  it  will he a 
long while before th e  educational 
problem is en tire ly  solved. Your 
school m en of New Mexico have a 
g rea t problem  before them.

T he schools in th e  la rger villages 
and tow ns w ere very  sa tisfactory  and 
up-to-date. They approached the 
standards to  be found, in  th e  best of 
th e  . m iddle-western and eastern  
schools. In  ru ra l d istric ts , of course, 
conditions are, on th e  whole, no t good 
However, I am glad to  find so much 
im provem ent in school arch itecture  
over w hat i t  m ust have been a  few 
years ago.

In regard  to your owrn institution, 
perm it me to  say  th is : I found it  a 
very in te resting  school w ith  a  good 
strong  faculty  and  w ith  a  student 
body showing to  an unusual degree 
school sp irit. A school w here such, a 
sp irit prevails m ust be w orking in 
fu llest harm ony w ith its  presiden t and 
faculty. The classroom  work, so fa r 
aa I was able to  study it, w as very 
thorough and up to  th e  standard  of 
the best in any section of th e  coun­
try.

The th ing  th a t appealed to  me most 
strongly  w as th a t you need more 
room in  which to  expand. The great 
s ta te  of ’New Mexico ought to  see its 
way clear some wray to  give the N or­
mal U niversity  a  la rger cam pus and 
additional land for agricu ltu ral pu r­
poses. T he whole block on w hich the 
school buildings are  erected does not 
belong to  th e  school. Im m ediate steps 
should be taken to  purchaser the res t

or the block, and additional land for 
the ag ricu ltu ra l departm ent. The 
g rea t dem and a t  th is  tim e in  a  s ta te  
like yours is for teachers qualified to 
go out and tak e  charge of the new- 
kind of farm  com m unity school which 
is beginning to  come in  m any parts  
of your sta te . T his new  w ork includes 
an understand ing  of every phase of 
ag ricu ltu ral life. I t  is h a rd  for any in­
struc to r to  f it teachers for it  if he 
m ust rely  en tire ly  on textbooks for 
inform ation. Land is needed for rea! 
experim ental purposes.

T be school needs room for its  m an­
ual tra in in g  shops and o ther labora­
tories. Finally, it needs a  place to 
s to re  its  valuable and grow ing library.

I expect to  m ake a  full report of 
m y findings to  th e  com m issioner of 
education in a  sho rt while. A t th a t 
tim e I  w ill send you a  more complete 
rep o rt of my investigation.

They would face w ith resignation 
Ihe deprivation of th e ir favorite  bev­
erages did they no t know th a t prohi­
bition will m ean the closing of th e  re­
sorts th a t for so m any years have 
been th e ir  social centers, th e ir  clubs.

T here is som ething in th e  dry, clear 
a ir of the southw est th a t inspires pic­
turesqueness, luridness and originality 
of language. In  no w ay w as th is ori­
ginality  so strik ingly  displayed as in 
the nam ing of saloons. Anyone who 
supposes th a t th e  nam es given sa­
lons in  popular w estern  fiction are 
wholly invented by penny-a-liners need 
only stroll through a few A rizona m in­
ing cam ps to be convinced th a t > 
im agination of the fictioneers is all too 
feeble.

T here are  tw o “B uckets of Blood” in 
full b last in Arizona today. One 5s a t 
Jerom e and the o ther a t  Pearce. The 
one a t Pearce is owned by Jie Bigon, 
who is arranging  to  tu rn  it  in to  a  mov­
ing picture house when prohibition does 
its w orst. I t is understood th a t the 
nam e of the establishm ent thereafte r 
will he th e  Orpheum.

In the eai’lv days th ere  was a sa­
loon a t th e  Fortuna  mine, in Yuma 
county, nam ed “T hree B uckets of 
Blood.”

The “Hoof and H orn” is in th e  dive 
d is tric t of P resco tt bu t is known from 
one end of the  s ta te  to  th e  o ther be­
cause of th e  many stirring events

tha t have taken place w ithin its  walls, 
it w as only live or six years ago th a t 
Dick B ennett, a  w ealthy cattlem an, 
rode h is pony in th e  front, door, fired 1 
a few bullets carelessly into the glass 
ware and ordered everybody to line u- 
at the bar and drink w ith him. Somes 
one behiud a  w hiskey barrell plugged 
B ennett before th e  first drink  was 
served. Today there  is a silver dollar, 
cut in the shape of a s ta r, nailed P  
the floor ‘w here B ennett fell.

T here is no more unique place 
its  kind in the world th an  th e  "Slope 
of th e  Yavapai club, P resco tt's  most 
fashionable and exclusive social orga­
nization. The “Stope" is underground 
and is walled w ith  rough pine logs 
E verything is as p rim itive and iron  
tierlike as possible in  appearance. Sir 
G ilbert P a rk e r and o ther notables who 
have been en terta ined  there  have car­
ried the fame of th e  “Stope” to  life 
ends of th e  earth .

In  pioneer days P resco tt was the 
capital of Arizona, and the Sazarac sa 
loon was th e  rea l capitol. N o one 
ever thought of looking for a  te rrito ­
r y  officer in  the official capitol, on 
Gurley street, before going through tli: 
Sazarac. How th e  Sazarac go t its 
name, or w hat the nam e m eant, is one 
of the unsolved m ysteries.

Tucson is well supplied with historic 
drinking places. B est known of all. 
perhaps, is th e  “Legal Tender,” “Con­
gress B all,” a t  one tim e th e  m ost fa- 
mous gam bling house of the southwest, 
was closed a num ber of years ago. i- 
quarter of a  century  ago, shooting 
scrapes occurred alm ost n ightly  in 
“Congress H all,’ ‘ and a  flashlight, 
photograph taken  there  had  an im por­
ta n t effect on the political h isto ry  of 
Arizona.

I t  w as a t th e  beginning of Cleve­
land 's first adm inistration . A demo­
cratic governor w as to be appointed 
to succeed the republican incumbent. 
The leading candidates w ere L. L. 
1-L-ughes and a  m an nam ed Parker. 
P a rk e r had the  endorsem ent of the 
dem ocratic te rrito ria l cen tral commit­
tee, th e  chairm an of which was F red  
G. H ughes—no relation  to L. C. Fred 
Hughes who was, a  faro dealer in "Con­
gress H all,” bu t in those days th a t 
was regarded as a  perfectly  legiti­
m ate occupation in  Arizona. One day 
a photographer employed by L. C. 
Hughes unostententatiously  entered 
the place and s e t up his apparatus in 
a  corner w here F red  H ughes was deal­
ing to a  Chinaman, a  negro and two 
freighters. It looked like a  flash  light 
of Hie whole room w as to he  taken. In ­
stead, only th e  Hughes tab les was in­
cluded in  the cam era’s scope. The 
p icture w as sent to  P residen t Cleve­
land, “H ere is my opponent’s princi­
pal supporter a t his daily work,” L. C 
Hughes wrote. Pie was appointed gov­
ernor soon a fte r th a t stroke of poli­
tical sagacity

The only tw o noted Phoenix saloons 
th a t survived into m odern tim es are 
closed. F or years th e  “Palace’ was 
the m ecea of all sportively inclined' 
in  cen tral Arizona. A m an who is to­
day one of th e  leading reform ers of 
the sta te  dealt faro there, and history 
says th a t he w as a first class dealer 
Thousands and tens of thousands of 
dollars changed hands over th e  “Pal­
ace” tables nightly. O utside w as a 
sign proclaim ing th e  “Palace” "The 
only second class saloon in the te r r i­
tory.” Ju s t w hat th a t  m eant, no one 
knows, The accommodations were

p re tty  much th e  sam e as in any o ther 
reso rt of like character.

Only tw o or th ree  m onths ago the 
Q. T. w as closed and the building it 
had occupied for th irty  years was 
to rn  down to m ake room for a mod- ' 
ern  office block. Tne Q. T. was a j 
favorite rendezvous for cowboys and 
prospectors.

Phoenix had a  Bank Exchange 
which is not a financial in stittion  hul 
i th irs t parlo r noted ror its im ported 
beer, its sausages and th e  traditions 
which hang about it.

Globe's m ost noted saloon is the 
"Gold Coin,’’ owned and managed by 
■'Chuck” Rogers, as well known in the 
southw est a s  w as R ichard Canfield in 
the east. The “Midway” and “Ei 
Moro” a re  C lifton’s h is to ric  resorts 
for the th irsty . The “Blue Goose” was 
the biggest of them  all 20 years ago 
■but it  fell upon evil days. T he adobe 
building it  occupied w as la te r  used a? 
a school.

M orenci is no t a  “dry” tow n by any 
means, but th e re  are no b a rs  there. 
All liquor is sold a t wholesale by tin. 
Shannon Copper company, which 
owns the ground on w hich Morenci 
stands. F ifteen  years ago Morenci 
was sw ept by a  te rrib le  fire. The 
company then  decided to  lease nc 
ground for saloons In the  rebuilt town. 
Now, every  afternoon, when the min 
ers of th e  day sh ift knock off work, 
hundreds line up a t th e  com pany w are­
house to  purchase th e ir refreshm ents 
in bottles. Men a re  employed to  dc 
nothing except collect th e  empty bot­
tles they  th row  about.

A fter the fire all th e  saloonists mov­
ed to a spot about a mile from Moren- 
oi, and over a hill, where they  found 
ad Newtown. Today Newtown claims 
the proud distinction  of being the 
w ickedest p lace in th e  world. I t  is 
made upi entirely  of saloons and dives, 
with no t even a grocery store to  re­
lieve the monotony.

Jim  N icholas’ “Maze” Is probably 
Bisbee’s m ost fam ous saloon. Douglas 
is com paratively new and has no old 
tim e reso rts  bu t is  well supplied witi 
places w here one’s tn lrs t m ay be as­
suaged.

Tom bstone boasts th e  “Pony,” own­
ed by Jim  Mars, and “W ent’s Place.” 
The la tte r  owned by Allen W entw orth 
for m any years m ayor of Tombstone

Most of Yuma’s h isto ric  bars are 
now closed but she still has th e  "Old 
P lan ta tion” and th e  “Ruby.” F lagstaff 
lias th e  old “Vail” and also  George 
Black’s place, th e  roof and w alls of 
which a re  perforated  w ith a hundred 
bullet holes. Some hold soul named 
one F lagstaff b a r  “X 10 U  S.”

The “Big Bug Club,” a t  Mayer, is 
one of the  fam ous bars of th a t region 
A few m iles sou theast of Bumblebee, 
is Snider’s sta tion . It is re la ted  that 
once, when a custom er complained of 
the quality of w hisky Snider p ro test 
ed volubly th a t he  paid $1.50 a  gallon 
for h is whiskey and if i t  w as not good 
th e  fau lt w as no t his.

In  only one instance  does a h in t of 
p rofanity  en te r in to  th e  nam e of an 
Arizona saloon. T hat is in th e  case of 
the “Dampkino.” a t  Crown King.

S trik ing originality  is often dis 
played in  signs seen  in  and about 
Arizona bars. “Every  nation  welcome 
b u t C arrie" is  frequent:. Likewise, 
“If w ate r will spoil your shoes, what 
w ill i t  do to  your stom ach?”

Dear Sir:
Ou account of the adoption of the 

am endm ent to  A rticle VIII of the sta te  
constitution a t  th e  la s t election, the 
sta te  board of equalization exists no 
more and hence the duties devolving 
on said board as to  fixing the valua­
tions of certa in  c lasses of p roperty  as 
provided by C hapter SI of the  laws of 
ilie s ta te  of New Mexico for the year 
1913, are  a t  p resen t null and void, for 
the reason th a t there is no hoard to 
Dayton,Ohio, arrived in  Las Vegas t.o- 

llndoubtedly th e  sta te  legislature 
which m eets nex t January  will pass 
some legislation on th is subject and 
remedy th e  p resen t difficulties.

A t p resen t I th ink  you should, have 
all p roperty  ow ners m ake a  re turn  
of their property  as provided by Chap­
te r SI of the law s of the sta te  of New 
Mexico for th e  year 1913, and as to  
the assessed valuations of the proper­
ty a s  re tu rned , you should leave blank.

1 have noticed a  suggestion in  some 
of th e  papers th a t assessors proceed 
to m ake th e  valuation of corporate 
and o ther p roperty  form erly valued by 
the sta te  hoard of equalization on the 
sam e basis as th e  s ta te  board has done 
in th e  past. N othing can  he gained 
by this, and if you should complete 
any schedules you m ay lose a g rea t 
deal of labor. I ga ther th a t th ere  is 
a  strong probability  th a t th e  sta te  leg­
isla tu re  will provide for the  assess­
ment, of property  for taxes a t its  full 
cash value. I t  is also quite possible 
th a t the whole system  of m aking as­
sessm ents will he changed. Howev­
er, no m a tte r w hat system  m ay be 
adopted, it  w ill be necessary to secure 
lists of all taxable property and a fter 
such lists  a re  secured, th e  m a tte r of 
m aking th e  valuations and carrying 
out th e  to ta ls  will no t he  difficult.

A ttached to the re a r  of tra in  No. 1 
today, U nited S ta tes bureau cf fish­
eries car No. 1, carry ing 60,000 trout, 
the  (irst shipm ent of 225,000 trou t tha t 
the  governm ent is placing in  New 
Mexico stream s, passed through Las 
Vegas. The car comes from the Uni­
ted  S tates hatcheries a t Leadville, 
Colo. It is carry ing 60,000 Brooklyn 
native trou t, ranging in size from two 
to th ree  inches, w hich will be placed 
in the tribu taries of stream s ad jacent 
to the Santa F e railw ay. The car is 
being sen t by th e  U nited S ta tes bu­
reau  of fisheries a t the request of the 
Sauta Fe railroad. I t is under the p e r­
sonal direction of Page Otero, ass is t­
an t game w arden of New Mexico. This 
sh ipm ent is th e  f irs t of th ree  th a t 
will go through, bringing a  to tal of 
225,000 trout. The fish will he  placed 
in th e  stream s of the state.

The car th a t ca rries  th e  fish is ex­
trem ely  well equipped for the work. 
It carries a  crew or rive men and is 
fitted  up for living purposes. In one 
com partm ent it carries a  furnace th a t 
runs a steam  pump. This pumps air 
from outside the car in to  the sections 
occupied by the fish so th a t the tem ­
pera tu re  of the w ater will be norm al 
for this period of the  year. The fish 
are  carried in special com partm ents 
placed along th e  sides of the car.

Mr. Otero, who is in charge of the 
work, today told a  rep resen ta tive  of 
The Optic th a t T rout Springs, ju s t 
northw est oji Las Vegas, w as an  ideal 
spot for placing trou t. H e will see 
Max Nordhaus, who owns the springs, 
and endeavor to m ake some arrange­
m ents w ith him  relative to  th e  placing 
of the fish in stream s on h is property. 
If Mr. N ordhaus will agree to  p ro­
te c t the fish until spring and then 
tu rn  them  out into th e  Gallinas river, 
the governm ent will put in the trout. 
T his would give L as Vegas sports­
men a  chance to  get some excellent 
trcu t fishing, therefore many people 
here  are anxious for N ordhaus to 
agree to  th e  plan.

The bureau or fisheries w ishes to 
announce th a t it  will discontinue the 
placing of fish  if th e  people do 
tak e  care of them  and use protectivi- 
m easures. The governm ent is stock­
ing the stream s free or charge and on­
ly asks in re tu rn  th a t th e  fish should 
be intelligently cared for. If they  are  
allowed to a tta in  full growth they  will 
furnish  m uch more sport for fisher­
men. The bureau is doing a great 
w ork and expects th e  citizens to co 
operate w ith it  for th e  common good.

DECREASE OF C R IM E

London, Dee. 30.—E arly  closing of 
th e  saloons h as closed an  enormous 
decrease in  crim es or violence and 
disorder, according to  Judge R obert 
W allace, chairm an of the London ses­
sions courts.

“F igures I have obtained,” . he  sa id  
in addressing the Decem ber grand 
jury , “are  so rem arkable  th a t  they 
ought to be known. F or instance, the 
Septm ber g rand  ju ry  had before i t  17 
cases of aggravated  a&sault and b a t­
tery . The 11 o ’cloctt closing order 
w as introduced, w ith ttye resu lt th a t in  
O ctober th e  num ber fell to five. Then 
the closing hour w as altered  to  id 
o’clock and in  November th e  cases 
fell to  two, w hile today, for the firs t 
tim e in the h istory  of th e  country, we 
have not a  single case of this charac­
te r  to deal w ith.”

L IT E R A C Y  T E S T  OPPOSED

W ashington, Dec. 30.—Debate on the 
literacy  te s t  provision of th e  immi­
gration  bill again occupied the senate 
today, Senator Reed resum ing bis 
speech in  opposition. H e said, how­
ever, he would be glad to  see all but 
w hite races excluded from th e  United 
S tates by d irec t action.

An English surgeon now attached  
to a  P aris  hospital reports th e  cases 
of four men who show absolutely no 
trace  of bodily wounds b u t who a re  
now under b is care. Two of them  
were struck  deaf and dumb by shell 
explosions; ne ither of them  has any­
thing w rong w ith h is  organs of speech 
or hearing, bu t is suffering simply 
from shock. A third cannot see, caus­
ed by a nervous shock. T here is noth­
ing the m atte r w ith h is eyes and com­
plete recovery is prom ised a fte r  a 
period of re s t and q u ie t The fourth 
m an's experience le ft h is mind blank.

Field surgeons contribu te  accounts 
ol th e  m anner in w hich death  comes 
from shell fire. In  some cases men 
a re  found s tiff in death in life-like a t­
titudes, so th a t th e  stiffpess charac­
teristic  of a  corpse m ust have come 
on a t  th e  very m om ent of death, 
w hereas under ordinary circum stances 
a man dies f irs t and slowly stiffens 
afterw ards. Some of the field su r­
geons have a ttrib u ted  th is to  th e  ac­
tion of a poisonous gas given off by 
the  new explosive, “tu rpcn ite .” One 
of the pathologists a t  Guy’s hospital, 
however, con trad icts th a t theory.

K RUP PS INCREASE C A P IT A L
Berlin, Dec. 30.—Tlie first paym ent 

on th e  additional capital for the big 
Krupp gun w orks a t  E ssen  will be 
made tomorrow. As usual, the. Krupp 
family will take up the new stock. 
The increase of capital is occasioned 
by tlie heavy dem and for w ar m aterial 
and big guns to m eet th e  German 
emergency. The capital for the Krupp 
company w as 75 million m arks, and 
is to be increased to 250 million m arks 
or $62,500,000, p a rt of th e  new  sub­
scription to  be paid in tomorrow. The 
directors also decreased the dividend 
this year from 14 to  12 per cent. They 
have assigned there  million m arks to ­
ward th e  relief of so ld iers’ families, 
two million to  tlie employes’ furlough 
have assigned th ree  million m arks to- 
employes’ pension fund.

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IKE CORPORATION 
¡BUREAU WILL 

QUIT
IT  PREPARES F IN A L  REPORTS;  

W ILL, BE M ERGED W IT H  
N E W  COMMISSION

W ashington, Dec. 2S,—T hat immo- I 
diately upon the organization of the 
new federal commission crea ted  tv  
the last session of congress there  will 
be available for its  use not only a 
large am ount of available data, but 
a cohesive and efficient body of em­
ployes tra ined  in the specialized kind 
of w ork which th e  com m ission will 
of necessity  carry  on, is  mad© evi­
dent. by th e  annual rep o rt cf tm- 
com m issioner of corporations, Joseph 
J3. Davies, made public today. Thh- 
report reveals the bureau of corpora 
tions to  be very busily engaged in 
file preparation  of da ta  for th e  new 
com m ission in to  w hich i t  is to  be 
merged, w ith the purpose of m aking 
the bureau force available a t once 
for the w ork of the commission.

D uring th e  p as t few months, a gen­
era l com prehensive survey has been 
m ade by the bureau of the whole in­
dustria l field, w ith a view to having 
im m ediately available to  the com m is­
sion, if  needed, the  general facts of 
the processes of m anufacture, organi­
zation, and dom inant financial control 
in  any line of industry. A large card  
index system , showing th e  directors 
of the principal industria l, railroad 
and public utility  corporations, in su r­
ance companies, and banks, 1ms also 
been  completed in line w ith  this pu r­
pose. This prelim inary work has re ­
vealed th a t th e re  a re  cpproxim ately 
6,500 corporations, exclusive of those 
under th e  jurisd iction  of th e  in te r­
sta te  comm erce commission, which 
have a  capital stock o r bonded and 
o ther indebtedness am ounting to  
000,000 o r over, and w hich a re  en­
gaged in in te rs ta te  commerce, in  ad­
dition to  many- sm aller corporations 
w hich will likew ise come w ithin the 
jurisdiction of th is commission. 
Over one-third of tn ese  corporations 
have voluntarily  furnished th e  bureau 
upon request reports as to  th e ir  finan­
cial condition, organization, and o th ­
er valuable facts, to  be a t th e  dis­
position of th e  commission upon its 
organization.

D uring th.e past year the bureau 
has engaged in, a  num ber of exten­
sive liuvejstigatians, m ost of which 
w ere made a t  th e  direction o f con­
gress. R eports on th e  taxation  of 
corporations, covering the tax  move­
m en t of th g  U nited S ta te s  in 1912, 
and th e  system  of corporate taxation 
in  force in  th e  m ountain and Paci­
fic sta tes, w ere issued during th e  
year. A report covering th e  condi­
tion  of production, w holesale d istri­
bution and prices in th e  lum ber in ­
dustry , a s  w ell a s  th e  resu lts  of a 
special investigation into the shin­
gle and lum ber industry  of th e  sta te  
of W ashington, w as m ade public.

A t p resen t the full force of special 
agents, attorneys, sta tis tic ian s and 
o ther employés are  exerting every ef­
fo r t to  complete th e  rem aining w ork

of th e  bureau before the organization 
of the  trade  comlsston. P inal re ­
po rts on th e  tobacco industry, on 
farm  m achinery associations, on sta te  
corporate taxation, and on com peti­
tive conditions in th e  re ta il lum ber 
trade, a re  to  be issued in  the im m e­
diate  future. Special reports on the 
fertilizer industry  and on the inves­
tigation  m ade under the resolution  of 
the U nited S ta tes sena te  as to  cer­
tain  alleged discrim inations in  the 
Oklahoma oil fields a re  being rapidly 
brought into shape for publication.. 
T he investigation  w hich th e  bureau 
has been m aking into- th e  economic 
ch aracter and facts of tile system  of 
resale price m aintenance, i. e., the 
practice of m anufacturers and dis­
tribu to rs to fix th e  price a t which 
re ta ile rs  o r o ther dealers in  their 
products shall sell to  consum ers or 
o ther pu rchasers—is rapidly  advanc­
ing;! aiijiii th e  investigation  being 
made in to  t‘he divergence in state 
laws re la ting  to  foreign corpora­
tions, w ith the purpose of securing a 
more uniform  system , w ith its  a t­
tendan t benefit to. th e  business world 
and to  tile public, rs nearing  com ­
pletion.

W ith  th e  com pletion of these  re ­
ports, the  11 years’ w ork of th e  bu- : 
reau  of corporations w ill close. Dur­
ing th a t tim e this bureau h as made 
over 40 repo rts  on th e  various in ­
vestigations of the largest industrie l 
in th e  country, and in  additiou has 
been of co n stan t assistance  to o ther 
branches of th e  governm ent service ; 
and to  congress—principally in  con­
nection w ith ta riff and. t r u s t  legis­
lation.

OCEAN RATES INCREASE
W ashington, Dec. 29.—Increases in 

ocean ra te s  since th e  beginning of the 
European w ar a re  characterized as 
havihg been in. m any cases “unreason­
able and exorb itan t’’ notw ithstanding 
the extraord inary  conditions, by Sec 
re ta ry  Redfield and Secretary  McAdoo 
in a  prelim inary report on shipping 
conditions subm itted today to the sen­
ate.

The report declares th a t in  shipping 
circles it  is  estim ated th a t 50 per cent 
of th e  ships have been eliminated, 
through th e  ty ing up of German and 
A ustrian  m arine and the com m andeer­
ing of such a large p a rt of th e  B ritish 
m arine byi th e  adm iralty. On account 
of th e  large purchases of w ar supplies 
and th e  g rea t p ro fits th a t c.an be de­
rived from  shipm ents to European 
ports, there  has been a corresponding 
increase in  the  dem and for ships for 
cargo purposes. The inevitable re 
suit has been a  steady increase in : 
steam ship ra tes.

The increased ra tes , the reports 
says have in  m any cases been specu­
lative and the la rger increases have 
been to  European and M editerranean 
ports.

“The general level of ra te s  to South 
American, South African and th e  far 
east, the  report declares, “lias rem ain­
ed fairly  consistent. W ith the excep­
tion. of a sur-tax of 25 per cent to 
South A m erica and 20 per cent to 
South Africa.’’ A m ore complete re ­
port will be m ade later.

INEW MEXICO NOI 
PLEASED WITH 

BILL
M O V E M E N T  ON FOOT TO HAVE  

S E N A T E  K IL L  T H E  L IT E R .
ACY T E S T

Dr. ,T.. I-I. L andau of this city has 
been appointed as the m em ber for 
New Mexico of a  com m ittee formed 
in New York city to  p ro test against 
the literacy  te s t in the Sm ith im m i­
gration bill, now before tb e  United 
S tates senate. Dr. L andau has in te r­
ested several of the prom inent men of 
the s ta te  in  th is question and  already 
several le tte rs, signer by them , have 
been sen t to  U nited S tates Senators 
T. B. C atron and A. B. Fall.

Charles' Iifeld of this city also has 
in terested  him self in  the w ork and 
has w ritten  to the senators. The J. 
E. Rosenwalrl lodge of th e  I. O. B. B. 
recently  held a  m eeting and passed 
resolutions condem ning the literacy 
test a s  “un-American and inhum an in 
spirit, and as calculated to close the 
ju tes of A merica to  large num bers oi 
desirable im m igrants who seek refuge 
in th e  U nited  S tates from  religiouE 
and political persecution.”

Tlie literacy  le s t provides th a t nc 
im m igrant shall be allowed to  enter 
the U nited S tates unless he is able 
to do a certa in  am ount of read ing  and 
w riting in  the English language. It 
was incorporated in the B urnett im ­
m igration bill som e tim e ago and was 
passed by  th e  U nited S ta tes house of 
represen tatives and by th e  senate. 
The bill was, however, vetoed by 
President Taft. T he sam e m easure 
was w ritten  in to  th e  pi-esent im m igra­
tion bill, known as th e  Sm ith hill- 
This has been passed by th e  house 
of rep resen tatives and is now before 
the senate. In  a le tte r received by 
Dr. Landau from  C. V. Safford, secre­
ta ry  to  Senator T. B. Catron, the in ­
form ation is given th a t th e  bill has 
gone over until a fte r th e  Christm as 
recess b u t w ill be considered imme­
diately a fte r tlie  senate reconvenes.

“The clause as to  literacy in  the 
bill doubtless will be am ended to 
quite a  considerable extent, and will 
no t be tb e  drastic  m easure as se t

forth  in the original d raft of tlie bill,’’ 
says Mr. Safford’s  le tter.

If tlie bill is passed w ith the literacy 
clause in  it, it  is thought th a t  the 
m easure w ill be vetoed by P residen t 
Wilson.

In, its efforts to a tta in  complete 
utilization of our fo rest resources, the 
federal governm ent lias been making 
inquiries in to  the possibilities of m an­
ufacturing wood flour from  saw dust 
w aste. T he flour in question is no t 
the kind which is converted in to  
fluffy biscuits or flaky pastry, nor 
is it a  substitu te  for corn meal, a l­
though it  looks som ewhat like it. This 
wood flour is made , by grinding dry 
saw dust or sm all wood w aste ( th a t of 
pine o r spruce is excellent for th e  
purpose) in a cheap mill, sim ilar to 
th e  kind in which corn and rye a re  
ground. A fter passing through the 
stones and the bolting chest, i t  is 
sacked o r baled fo r shipm ent. It Is 
then worth $12 to  $13 a ton.

This flour is used in m aking dyna­
mite. and acts as the absorbant for the 
nitro-glycerine. D ynam ite m ade w ith 
wood flour as one of its ingredients, 
is som ew hat inferior to th a t m ade 
with infusorial earth , bu t it  is cheap­
er. The use of wood flour in  the ma­
nufacture  of dynam ite, however, is 
but a  m inor use of the product. Us 
chief use is in the  m anufacture of lin­
oleum and xyloite, both floor cover­
ings th a t a re  very popular for use  in 
kitchens, halls, corridors, cafes, re s­
tau ran ts  and public rooms. I t  is im ­
pervious to w ater ana  practically  fire 
proof. I t is  also used as floor m a­
terial on some of the  German w ar 
vessels, for it  is not liable to  take 
fire or sp lin ter if h it by shells.

The m aufacture of wood flour is 
a lready an extensive industry  in Eu­
rope. Norway has been m anufactur­
ing i t  for years, and exports thou­
sands of tons. Germany a lso  is a 
large m anufacturer. E ngland and 
F rance are extensive buyers. In the  
United S tates the m a tte r of wood 
flour has no t as y e t been given much 
consideration. A few mills in the 
m iddle w est and one in IToquiam, 
W ash., a re  all th a t have attem pted to 
tran sfe r the ir wood w aste into wood 
flour. The am ount of saw dust to  he 
had in th is country, especially in the 
northw est, is unlim ited and lum ber­
m en should welcome this method of 
tu rn ing  the ir w aste in to  practical and 
profitable product.

H e w as unable 
to  give a  lucid account of bow I® ob­
tained tb e  saddle, i t  is said.

Candido Valdez is th e  b ro th er of 
Tom as Valdez, who h as served sev­
eral term s in  th e  s ta te  penitentiary.

R A N D A L L  IS DRY

Los Angeles, Dec. SI.—C harles H. 
Randall, congressm an-elect from  the 
N inth California d istric t, se t a t re s t 
today speculation as to  w hether he 
is a  dem ocrat o r a  prohibitionist, by 
issuing a  sta tem en t declaring him self 
a prohibitionist, th e  f irs t of th a t 
party  to  take h sea t in the national 
house.

C O TTO N R ATES INCRE ASE

Galveston, Texas, Dec. 31.—Increase 
in ocean freigh t ra te s  for cotton from 
Galveston to  European ports sines the 
outbreak of the w a r range from  55 
cents to  $2.85 p e r hundred pounds. 
Before the w ar ra te s  to Liverpool, 
Havre and Brem en w ere approxim ate­
ly 45 cents p e r hundred; to  B arce­
lona and Genoa 65 cents, and to  Goth- 
snhurg and o ther Scandinavian points 
50 to  65 cents. P resen t quotations t.o 
:hese ports are: Liverpool, $1 per hun­
dred pounds; H avre, $1.20 to $1.25; 
Bremen, $3 to $3.25; Gothenberg, 
$2.50; Barcelona and Genoa, $1.25.

F or m any years previous to th e  w ar 
the h ighest ocean ra te  for cotton to  
any European port w as 60 to  65 cents 
per hundred pounds and ra te s  as low 
as  30 to  35 cen ts  w ere recorded. 
Average ra te s  have ranged from  40 
to  45 cents. Scarcity of neu tra l ton­
nage is given as  th e  reason for the 
p resen t high ra te s  to Brem en. T hat 
ra te s  to  Liverpool, H avre, Barcelona 
and Genoa a re  much low er than  those 
to  B rem en is due to  th e  ability  of 
sh ippers to  obtain  B ritish  ships.
